Increased Interest in Jersey Stock—Agri-
cultural Journals and their Sur-
roundings—September Rains,

Those who examined the cattle exhibited
at the late State Fair were struck wilh the
large exhibit of Jersey cattle as compared to
the exhibit of other breeds of stock and cow-
pared to the exhibits of Jerseys in former
years, We are not prepared to state the
number of either breed on exhibition, but we
think there were more than double as many
Jer:eys as of any other breed. Ouly a few
years ago the first Jersey made its appear-
ance at the State Fair, and at that time it
was regarded as & curiosity, and was almost
the subj:cct of ridicale, The idea that ani-
mals like those could become popular as
milch cows was considered impossible. A
great many regarded it as but a little, if any,
improvement on tke old Spanish stock of the
country. The color was similar, and its loose
build and peaked powuts were quite sug-
gestive of the wild animals that roamed the
plains of the State before the settlement of
the country by Americans, The Jerseys
were smaller than the Spanish cattle,
‘and to a close cbserver had no other
resemblance except in & general ground color.
Within a few years they have become the
most popular cattle in the State for the dairy
and for the use, a8 cows, of private families,
No one now thicks of buying a shorthorn for
a family cow, and few use them in the pure
blocd for the dairy. The cross between the
Jerseys and the shorthorns makes a good
bodied, short-legged cow, of mild disposition
and a good milker, Her hair is fice and soft
and gensrally of solid colors, She gives rich
milk, and a good qnantity of it, and will give
milk just as long as she is well fed and care-

fully handled. That is, she gives milk from
the time she comes im one year till the time
she comes in the next year. We do not ap

prove of milking so long as this, howe\er
The calves are not large, but they are strong
and hardy and feed well. Of course the
thoroughbred shorthorns are wmore valuable
for beet cattle, but for the dairies give us the
crose, We have had no experience with the
cross between the Jerseys and the Ayrehirea,

‘We ees no reason why they shouid not make
good milch cows, but they wculd be too
small for general use, and the quslity of the
milk would not be as good. Both the Dur-
ham and the Jersey give rich milk, and the
Jersey, being the m\ier and more thorcughly
fixed breed, transmits its charagte—xn.us, in.
cluding thﬁ richness of the milk, to the

mixed progeny. The people of the State are
right in giving enconrsgement to importers
and breeders of Jersey cattle, and we are
satizfied that their continued use ia the dairy
wiil be kept up. In puwbers, the stock ex-
hibition, so far as horned stock was cun

cerred, was mnot up to the exhibi-
tions of mavy former years, but
we asked a prominent Jersey breeder

how it compared with the exhibitions of for-
mwer years, and received the reply that it was
better than ever before, and for the reason
that there were more Jerseys on exhibition,
The Jerseys are becoming muck more gener-
ally distributed than any osher imported
thoronghbred stock, for the reason that so
many are pur\;c.‘:\ed and kept in th: towns
and citiss for family nse, These are generally
well cared for, and are bred to bulls of their
own breed, and the calves are all raised and
go into the hands of neighbors and friends,
to be kept in the same way and for the same

urpose—for family cows. Thus they are
ge(,ummg introduced everywhere and are in-
creasing rapidly.

Agricultural Journals and Their Sur-
roundings.

All agricultural journals should be pub-
lished in the country, where their saurround-
ings are such as are likely to inspire love and
enthusiasm for agriculture. They should alse
be published by men who have had experi-
ence as practical agriculturists, and they
should be edited by men of the same class,
Otherwise they are apt to become agricuit-
ural journals only in name. Man is a creat-
ure of circumstances, He sympathizas with
and becomes a part of his surroundings, He
imbibes the ideas and sympathies of his asso-
ciates and associations, and in his writings
and publications he reflects these opirions
and sympathies, If surrounded by commer-
cial and mercantile men he becomes a part of
such men, in one sense, He becomes ac-

quainted with their transactions, with their
successes and lesses, with their hopes and
fears, with their aspirations and ambitions,
and naturaily and sympathetically partakes
of all thesa feelisgs, and reflacts these feelings
in his conversation and commuunications.
Thus it is vhat those sgricultural journal
that are published in large commercial
cities become in reality more commercial
than agricultural journals, They seek out and
obtain commercial patronage, and in return
for this patronage and support are compelled
to listen to and sdvocate commercial inter-
aats, This would be all right, if commercial
interests always ran parallel with and cor-
mspouaed with sagricultural interests. But
this is not the case, but quite the contrary.
It is true that whec agricnlture of any
country is prosperous the commercial inter-
ests of the sams country are apt to be in a
prosperous condition also, just as when we
have an abandance of snow and rain iu the
mountains, the rivers run full of water,
But commerc?, to a great extest, depends on
agricult ure for its prosperity, Pnd the men
engaged in commerce and general trading
make their profits, to a great extent, en
handling agricultural pnulucts aud agricalt-
wral supplies, They thersfore 1csort often to
doubtiul shifs and shams to reduce priczs of
sgricultural pro yduets in first hands, and the
frequent repetition ot these shifts and shawms,
and the great number of persons engaged in
their perpetration, leads each individual in-
terested in them to smother any mmclentlfms
scruples he may have as su individual and
shift all responsibility from himself to the
sheulders of others, whom, he says, would go
to the same extent even if he were not en-
gaged with them. Inother words, he satisfies
his own conscience by spreading out all respon-
sibility till it resta on him so lightly that he
does not feel it. The journal that exists in the
midst of this stmosphere necessarily draws its
life and izspiration from ite surroundicgs, and
can not well be true to the best intereats of
the farmer at all times, Hence we find it
often occupying doubtful pesitions on impor-
tant questions as betwiea the agricultural
and commercial interests, and very seldom

narely on either side of such questions,
%e would not have an sgricultural or com-
mercial journal on either alde of the interest
of either industry to the exclusion of justice
and right, but we would have both true
to the interest they represent, and fair to the
opposite interest. We do not believe a com-
mercisl journal could exist in a purely agri-
cultural community from which it drew a large
share of its support acd inspiration, acd at
the same time be true to the interesta of com-
merce. And we do notfbelieve the con-
verse of this position. All our commercial
jouraals are located in commercial centers.
and so eh ould all our agricaltural journals be
located in agricultural centers, The com-
mercial journals are expected, and it is de-
manded of them, that they forward the best
interests of their clients, under any and all
circumstances ; and so it should be expectad
and required ihat agricultural jaurnals shou!d
at all times forward the best interests of
their clients under any and sll circumstancea,
‘We hold they cannot do this when their sur-
roundings and inspirations are not agricult-
ural,

The Sepiember Rains, Etc

September rains are not uncemmon iu this
State, and yet we cannot say they are com-
mon or usual. Nor do we think they can be
copsidered =8 indicating anything as to the
gucceeding winter or rainy season.e We have
had very wet winters following Septembersin
which we had heavy rains, and we have had
very dry winters following Septembers in
which there was not a drop of rsin fell, W2
do not, therefore, think the recentshowers and
cold weather have any significance as to the
weather for the coming winter, Nor do we

think they give ua any indication of the prob-
sble early sctting in of the rainy sessom, or
the contrary, About all the significance that
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we can gather from the iate rains is that for !

this September we have had an esrly rain-
storm or succession of ghowers, and
we may or may pot have them re-

peated, or have similar ones at any time,
'I‘hen are other facts and circumstances, how-
ever, that may be taken as indicative of the
probable weather durivg the coming winter.
We have not the rain-tables by us for the
last thirty two years, and will therefore only
state them from recollection and in general
terms, Siace 1849 the sessons, so far as
amount of rainfall is conesraad, seem to have
been divided into periods or clusters of six or
geven years each. During this period, or
durivg each seven years, we have had
one season «f msximum rainfall snd
one season of mivimum rainfall, and the
other seasons in each period have been char-
acterized by gradations, or ascending or de-
scending scales, makiog ths full amount of
ramfull of each permf‘ or cluster of years,
very nearly equal. Followicg out this ides,
Or 8eVan-year period, the present yesris Lhe
one, orin which we should have the mwini-
mum of rain for the period ending in 1882,
Now there may be nothing in the above ob-
servations, but a careful stucy of the tables
will urt,.mly attract the attention of a
thoughtful mind, snd tend to fasten a con-
viction that there is some significance in the
aniformity of the recurrence of the same gen-
eral resalt, .

California Bermuda Gra:s,

There is in California a grass which seems
to be indigenous here, and which is extend-
ing rapidly over the low river bottoms, that
very much resembles the imported Bermuda
grass. The manper of its growing and
spreading over the eoil by runners, which, at
each joint, have roots penetrating the scil,
seems to be very similar to the Bermuda
grass, The leaf and the seed, head and blos-
som, are the same as those of the common
Bermuda grass, but the seed is larger

and of different shape and color, The habits
of this grass are very similar to those of the
Bermuda grass proper. Both retain life un.
der water, however deep and however long
covered. Both come forward late in the
spring, and both are cut short ia growth
early in the fall upon the occurrence of cold
weather., Both are very tepacious of life
under caltivation—a divizion of roots only
seeming to stimulate growth and rapid exten.
sion. By some this grass is called butter
grass, from the fact that cows feeding on it
give suck rich milk that makes o much and
good butter, It is barely possible that it is
indentical with the imported Bermuda grass,
and only grows coarse in consequence of the
richness of the soll which it finds cn our rich
bottom lands. Whatever may be the true
name or class of this graes, it is one of the
most valuable native grasses we have, and
abeut the only one that is perennial,

A 8plendid Peach,

One of the finest clingstone peaches we
have ever seen was placed on exhibition at
the State Fair by the well known nursery-
man and orchardist of Washington, Yolo
county, C. W, Reed. We urvderstand that
Mr. Reed discovered the peach growing on a

El‘ct""n., tree in Sacramento, and seeing at
once its superior value +s¢ ccured all the buda
from the tree with which to bud a portion of
his seedling trees he has raised from seed this
season, The peach is very large, hichly col-
ored, and has every appearance, in form and
otherwise, of being a freestone, The pulp
i# a rich yellow, and of very fine grain and
flavor. Mr, R2ed regards his ficd as worth
thousands of dollars to him and » great
acquisition to the State, If no name has al-
ready been given this peach, wa suggest as
very appropriats the name ‘' Sacramento,”

EOUSEHOLD HINTS,
Thin slices of bread dipped in tomato
sauce, and then fried in butter until they

are brown, take the place of an omelet,
This is a good way to utilize stale bread.

The rind of a lemoun is recommended by
a noted cook as giving a delicate flavor to
tomato catsup. It should not be put in
until the catsap is done and is cool. Cat
it in small pieces,

When about to broil fish it isa good plan
to grease the gridiron well with a httle
lard. You wiil not be troubled then by
having about half the fish sticking to the
'vrldlron when you attempt to remove it to
the platter.

If you wish to clean your spice-mill, you
will find that by grinding a handful of raw
rice through it this can be accomplished.
The particles of spice and pepper or coffee
will not adhere to it after this rice is
ground through it.

A handsome and yet simple, eazily-made
sofa-cashion cover is made of one sqnare of
satin ; on this embroider a spray of fiowers;
it may done with Kensington stitch and
crewels or with the popular ribbon em-
broidery. Finish the edge with a cord or
fringed silk,

Pretty and odd chairbacks are made of
squares of linen and of satin. This seems
at first a strange combination, but the effect
is excellent. Where the squares are joined
cover the seams with fancy stitches, The
satin squares may be left without orna-
mentatien, and all the work be put on the
linen ones, Embroidery, or painting, or
etching are the favorite methods employed.

Sometimes the mackerel intended for
breakfast is not fresh enough in the morn-
ing to be eatable ; it is then a good time to
serve boiled mackerel. Wrap the fish in
a cloth securely, so that you can lift it
from the kettle when it is tender without
breaking it, If you change the water two
or three times, it will freshenin a very few
minutes ; do not change from boiling water
to cold, but pour from the teaketile each
time,

Lemon shortcake requires a rich and
very light crust ; it must not be too thick,

either ; when baked, cut it open and
spread butter on the upper and under
parts ; then putin a filling made of the

rind, juice and pulp of two lemons, one
heaping cup of sugar, and cup of cream;
if you caonot procure cream, make the
filling as for lemon jelly cake, with water

Fowecver, the examination given it
leads vs to ibe conclusion that it is well
adapted to the purpnses stated, Mnost works
of this character bhave been too volominous
for the student in the seminary aud high
schools, and the great mass of them treat of
but one department of the mind—the iatel-
lect, In Professor Mahau’s work he has cer-
tainly given us a book thas presents a suf-
ficiently ample and clear elucidation of the
whole subject, yet it ia concise, and will not
discourage A;r overburden. Those who enter
upon a study of this cetavo volume, if they
mll ficst acd th xrnug‘*ly master tne prelim-
inary deficitions and elucidaticus, will pass
through the other portions of the work with
pleasure a8 well as profit,

Tomato salad is an agreeable entre, and
gors exceedingly well with almost any
dinner, but particularly well with frie d
or roast meats, To half a dozen medium-
sized tomatoes, with the skins removed
and the tomatoes sliced, add the yolks of
two hard-boiled eggs, also one raw egg,
well beaten and mixed with a tablespcon-
ful of melted butter, a teaspoonful of
sugar, with cayenne pepper and salt to suit
the taste. When all these are mixed thor-
oughly, add half of a small cupful of vine-
gar.

Good plain gingerbread is made of two
pounds of flour, half a pound of batter,
half a pound of sugar, two tablespoonfuls
each of cinnamon and ginger, one pint of
molasses, a teaspoonful of =oda dissolved
in a half acup of sweet milk ; if you bave
soar milk, use that, and a half a teaspoon.
ful of soda. Bake in very thin layers;
mark each layer with a fork in lines an
inch apart. The oven should be hot when
the gingerbread is put in.

Jelly made from unripe grapes, just be-
fore they change from green to purple, is
very delicate. Wash the grapes, after
picking them from the stems, in several
wateri then put them in a porcelain
kettle ; wash them before putting them on
the ctove as then you will not need to put
any water with them, and of course the
less time it will take to boil the juice. Pat
the grapea when sufficiently cocked in a
bag made of firm flannel, and let the juice
strain out without ajueezing, if possible.
