Daring her sickness, as her sister bent
above her, she put her arms about her
neck go tenderly, and sang in a low tone
the verse beginning, *‘Art thou weary ?
Are thou languid ¥ as if thus to show her
ratitude for the care devotedly given her.
Vas that voice hushed, eilent, dumb?
Ab, no ! It was einging still while so many
tears fell ; but earthly ears, though
SHARPENED BY GRIEF,
Were yet too dull to hear it in its new
sweetness, Earthly eyes could not brush
away the vail beyond which shone the
face in its new beauty. The very flowers
with which the rooms were laden were
suggestive of the sacred hope. The harp,
typical of heavenly music, the crown of
triumph, the sacred dove of the heart,
the wreath of victory, the anchor of
safety, the pillow of rest, the white but-
terfly pendent above the breast, a symbol
of the sonl that had taken wings. When
in such a scene, the thought 1s uplifted
and the heart so tender, there iz no ques.
tion about God, immortality, eternity—
both thought and heart will have these
true. The old story revealed in ages gone
i8 made new, revealed anew in each such
sorrow, desolate indeed without this com-
fort peculiarly its own. Rarely have so
many expressione of regret been heard in
our community at the passing away of one
known only to private life. Bat theface and
heart of Miss Fitch, both so young
and sweet, the painful accident which
resulted in her removal from earth, the
long residence and the position of her
parents here, evinced a widespread sym-
pathy. The death of Mrs. Mary Atkins
Lynch has been accepted with us as
A PUBLIC CALAMITY,
In the death of an experienced educator
the world loses something of more value to
itsslf than a man on 'Change ; than a man
who piles up fortunes ; than a queen of so-
ciety.

took care fo remember aloud the good ex-
ample, the personal solicitude and the
manner of the teaching that seemed to them
to be *‘ Miss Atkins’ ” own. I find that a
teacher always grows to be appreciated
when the mind of the pupil reaches ma-
turity, and when his children come
to an age when school is a necessity
he wishes his old teacher were
vet alive to drill them as faitefu'ly ss
he now knows he was drilled. In my
girlheod I knew a boy who professed
that his sole ambition in life was *‘just
to get big enough to whale that feller”
{meaning his teacher) ; but he now ““hangs”
the Boston system and the Quincy method,
and wishes his boys could be taught

By the good, strict teacher he had when
be wasa boy. A letter on funerals cannot
be s cheerful one, wholly, yet there is a
right spot illumining this day for me, and
strange to eay, it seems as though the sun
shown specially during the morning for an
unpretending, quiet funeral.

NOTES FROM 7THE DRAPER'S DICTION-
ARY,

There are some queer mites of informa-
tion to be picked up from the history of
almost anything in a draper’s shop. Take,
for instance, a child’s pelisse, Who that is
not familiar with the vagaries of etymology
would think of any connection between
such an article and the white surplice
that has become so prominent an object
in our modern church sgervice? Yet
the road from one to the other
is ‘‘plain as way to parish church.” A
pelisse was a coat of prepared skin--Latin,
pellis, a skin—a fur coat, in fact. Church-
men who had to perform early services in
celd churches at all times of the year were
wont to wear these fur coats, or **pellice.”
A synod, our compiler tells us, held in
London in the year 1200, restricted the
black monks and naus to the use of lamb,
cat and fox-skins, with the view of pre-
venting the spread of luxury in drese. It
may be easily understood that, at a time
when godliness and uncleanliness were to a
great extent identical, those pellicic wonld
in time get decidedly unpleasant, both to
the eye and the nose, and as a means of
mitigating these objections somewhat,
linen tunics or super-pellica: were adopted,
and from this to the abbreviated *‘sur.
plice” the progress would be easy. This
suggests a very interesting reflection upon
the important doctrinal significance which
has been commonly attached to this very
decent and appropriate church vestment.

Another dip into the dictionary brings
before us some curious phases of the do-
mestic life of our forefathers. We light
on the word ‘‘counterpane,” which, we
are told, is a corruption of counterpoint,
derived from the French contrepointe or
point contrepointe—stitch against stitch—
denoting svmething sewn on both sides.
And then our author proceeds to give us
some account of the sleeping habits of an-
cient times in this country.  ‘‘Oar Saxen
ancestors,” he says, ‘‘were not so nice
in their night garmente, as we are,” a
statement which he immediately follows up
by observing that as a matter of fact, they
had no night garments, which reminds one
somewhat of Dr. Harrebrowe’s famous
chapter on ‘‘Snakes in Ireland,” where,
the doctor at once proceeds to observe,
there are no snakes. The Saxons required
their under-garments for other purposes
than wearing by night. The servants, it
seems, were accustomed to put out their
candies by throwing their chemises at
them, a humorouvs practice, which saved the
cost of extinguishers. and did not always
set the house on fire, though we are told
it was ‘‘denounced.” As good people
in those days elept without night gar-
ments, the counterpanes were padded, and
the padding stitched in by diagonally
croesing lines resembling the panes of
church windows. Hence it has been sup-
posed ‘‘counterpoint” became *‘counter-
paune.” Hewould be a learned draper who
should thoronghly appropriate the contents
of this mew dictionary. Whether his
scholarly stores would conduce to the effi-
ciency of his business management we are
unable to decide. It is gquite conceivable
that in the learned days to come a shopman
who could discourse volubly on the farth-
ingales and furbelows of the Middle Ages,
or coald trace back the cloak in its various
forms and phases to the Norman invasion,
which have a peculiar fascination for ladies
in blue spectacies, and it may be that euch a
salesman would command a higher price in
the market than one who could merely pass
the usual commonplaces upon the weather,
At present, however, interesting as the
volume before us undoubtediy 1s, it can
hardly be recommended for half-holiday
study.—[ London Globe.
