THE RAILROAD CONTRACT SYBTBI_

The Argonant, in its last issue, discuzses
the railroad contract system in a very
forcible manger, showing that the current
denunciation of that system is without
any jastification in fact, and that the con-
tracts euteved into betwesn the railroad
and the shippers are based entirely upon
commercial principles whichareeverywhere
recoguized and acted upon. In truth the
position of the K:publican party upon this
question is utterly indefensible. Its plank
demanding that the making of contracts
between the railroad and shippers should
be declarcd a criminal coffense is really a
startling illastration of the recklessness of
The men who drafted that
plank, the committce that adopted it, and
the Convention that ratified it, were each
and all iznorant of the subject, each and
all proceeded upon the vaguest hearsay
evidence, yet each and all were willing to
commit themselves to a proposition which
from beginning to end is unjust, calumni-
ous, and absurdly impracticable. It would
really seem that the people who advance
thesc preposterous and imbecile proposi-
tions had worked themeelves, through con-
stant hearing of their own piatitudes, into
the belief that the railroads were absolutely
without any rights, either in law or equity;

The Great Freshets.
Jersey CITY, September 24th.—Immense
damagze was dove in Hudson county, N. J.
Eatire sections of Jersay City and Hoboken
were inundated, cellars and basements being
flooded. The inhabitants sre taking refuge
on the upper floors. On Jersey avecue the
wooden pavement was harled iato the
moath of the sewers, completely choking
them and the waters backiog up, swept
into the hcuses, destroying carpets, etc.
The Morii: canal overflowad and the tow-
paths were washed away, A section of one
of the main sewers, 28 by 6 feet, was forced
bedily out of place, and the rushing waters
dashed into the air thirty f.et. Dwellers on
the meadows were rescued by boats and rafts,
[n Weehawken the lockup was flocded to a
depth of three feet. 'The macadamized road
was ruined for a distance of a mile and a hali.
The water mains and reservcir were greatly
damaged. The sew tunnel on the New York,
Oatario snd Western Riilroad was damaged
bstween $80 000 and $100,000. The western
ountlet of the tunnel opens iuto an open cut
abont three-quarters of a mile long, with
walis 65 feet high, which gave way, and an
immenss smount of sind and rocks wes
awept into the ecnut. Two large steam
shovels apd about eighteen cars were buried

out of sight. 'The coustruclisg track
was covered with rock and sand
t> the cdepth of six feet. After the land-

slide, the biacksmith shcp and boiler-room
tumbled into the cut. A number of shafts
are partially flooded. It will take two months
of hard work to repair ti e damage. A wash-
out 1,000 fzet lo- g is revorted on the thort
city raiiroad between Rutherford and Sad-
dler river. A larga force of men and two
construction trains have baen at work ail day
repairicg damager. A washout twenty-five
f-et long occurred near Hackensack bridge,
and another washout is reported on the lhce
of the Northern Railroad. Oae milk train
was twenty-four hours late, and another did
not arrive at all. The Erie Railroad will
have all the trains ruuriog regularly to-mo:-
