THE RAILROAD AND THE STATE REVE-
NUE SYSTEM,

The contention of the railroad corpora-
tions in the tax csses just decided by
Judges Field and Sawyer was that they
were denied equal justice under the Con-
stitution and revenue laws of the State.
They sought no exemption from the gen-
eral burdens, They made no sophistical
pleas in evasion of their just responsibili-
ties. They were ready and willing at all
times to pay their proper share of taxes,
They objected solely to the flagrant dis-
crimination set up against them by the
State, They claimed that they were by
the Constitution and laws deprived of
equal protection, and denied the due pro-
cess of law. Aand these claims they have
made good to the satisfaction of the United
States Circuit Court. They asserted that
railroads operated in more than one‘county
are denied protection under the laws, which
(1) require that property shall be taxed in
proportion to its value; (2)require that
such proportion shall be ascertained by a
general law ; (3) require that, before lia-
bility is fixed, an opportunity to be heard
must be given ; (4) give an appeal from the
aszessor to another tribumal; (5) require
the assessment to be made in the county,
and forbid its being made in localities dis-
tant from the sifus of the property; (6)
prescribe the mode and manner of the as-
sessment ; (7) allow deduction for indebt-
edness secured by mortgage. The laws
provide that all these provisions shall
apply to all other property but that of
railroad corporations. The latter are
taken out from under the operation of the
laws, set apart, and denied the rights and
immunities which all other taxpayers en-
joy. To say that this is not a deprivation
of the rights guaranteed to all citizens un-
der the Fourteenth Amendment is in effect
to assert that there can be no such thing as
discrimination.

The truth is that the Constitutional Con-
vention deliberately set out to imunose
gpecial burdens upon rsilroads. They dis-
criminated intentionally, and with ma'ice
propense, They meant to be unjust to
the corporations, to single them out for
tyrannical and oppressive taxation, and
they did so. They were warned at the
time, by this and other journals, that they
were building a structure which could not
stand. Bat they shared the common
fallacy that a popuiar body can do what.
ever it pleases, regardless of right or
justice, and they thought when they had
drafted and adopted the articles dealing
with corporalions that they had settled the
whole matter definitively. Their work was
but a fresh illustration of the futility of
all legislation which is not based on equity.
If it were possible for any State in the
Union to establish such flagrant discrimi-
nations, to single out one class of property-
owners for punishment by taxation in the
form of contiscation, then the war against
secession and all the constitutional amend-
ments resulting from it would have been
in vain, and there woald be nothing to
prevent the dissolution of the Union in
mob-tyranoy and anarchy. And observe
how inevitably all such attempts to over-
ride principles of justice and equity defeat
themselves, Had the Constitutional Con-
vention adopted an uniform and equitable
revenue system, as it was in duty bound
to do, the corporations would have paid
their taxes without protes’ or resistanca,
and there would bave been no interruption
to the even progress of State administra-
tion. Bat because the Constitutional Con-
vention was in the hands of demagogues
and fanatics, they framed provisions so
flagrantly unjust that the moment they
were submitted to a Federal Court they
were of necessity declared iavalid.

Nothing can be more unreasonable than
to assert that the corporationsare responsi-
ble for any loss to the State which may oc-
cur, They were compelled to defend their
rights. They had no alternative. They

could not, as trustees in trust for others,
tamely

submit to the gross and wanton
