SAN FRANCISCO POLITICS.

We hope that our review of San Fran-
cisco politics yesterday was ‘‘read,
““marked, and inwardly digested,” as the
episcopal prayer-book has it. For of a
surety there has seldom been presented a
more faithful and comprehensive picture of
a very deplorable state of affairs. The
general conclusion to be drawn from the
statement of facls which we have published
is that San Francisco is in the hands of as
greedy and usscrupulous a gang of rogues
as ever ruled and plundered a great and
rich city, There is nothing new in the
situation. I%is what has existed in New
York, and Philadelphia, and Boston, and
Chicago, and Baltimore, and aluost every
American city of any consequence. The
maasses of the citizens are too busy to at-
tend o local politics, The majority of the
newspapers are retained in the interest of
some ‘“‘ring.” Tae truth seldom or never
finds its way to the voters. Whoever
wants to steal from the treasury professes
to be a reformer. The most fulsome cans
iz made a cover for the most shameless
robbery. The men who pull the wires are
of no politics, but put on whichever uniform
promises success for the moment. It
is the old story of New Yok,
and the Tweed ring on a emaller
scale. San Francisco politics are emphati-
cally rotten, aud what is more, there is no
prospect or hope of reform in any of the
movements at present being made,
two Republican factions are cqually con
trolled by knaves and robbers, All the
pretensea of virine and purity are shams.
The Duffers are as bad as the Biuffers, and
the Blaffers are as bad as the Duffers, It
is a fight over the spoils, and nothing more,
and the taxpayers wiil be bled at the old
rate no matter which gains the day. Oi
course the Democrats are in all respects as
bad as the Repablicans, Neither cares
what happens in the State at large so long
as they can carry the city. When good
men are pab in nomination, like Juadge
Blake aad Aaditor Brickwedel, care is
taken to neutralize them completaly by
selecting Suapervisors who will do what-
ever the rings want. Ia short there is no
honasty or sincerity or public spirit in the
manicipsl contest from beginning to end,
but it is a scramble of vuitures overa prey.

At the head of all the advertizsements of
Republican campaign meetings the follow-
ing quotation from one of Mr. Estee’s
speeches is paraded asamotto : ““It is my
** creed —my religioe—that the poor man’s
‘“‘mite and the rich man’s abundance shall
‘“be equally protected by the Government,

by itself, this is entirely laudable, though
what sigpificance it is suppcsed to have
when regarded in connection with the
platform upon whick Mr. Estes stands, it
would be difficult to determine. The can-
didate, however,. who proclaims this im-
partial ideal of equity is easily recognizable
a3 the gallant defender of equal rights for
the corporations before the Constitutional
Convention, It is indeed evident that the
same love of justice which induced My,
Estee to oppese the revenue system as
unfortunately adopted by the framers of
the new Constitution, inspires him now,
and that his present sentiments are not at
all in accord with much thatis in the plat-
form of his party, even though he may,
through a mistaken and too fastidicus sense
of duty, feel himself called npon to defend
the latter on the stump. In the quntation
we have given above, however, and which
Mr. Estee may be presumed to have selected
himself, as representing his views most
fully and clearly, it is satisfactory to re-
coguize the most complete accordance with
the docirines laid down by Judges Field
and Sawyer in their recent decision in the
railroad tax casea,

It is a little, or perhaps
more than a little, difficult, to account for
the discrepancy between the platform and
the motto, but it must be taken for granted
that those who adopted the motto thought
they knew what they were doing, while it
cannot be doubted for a moment that M-,
Estee understood the meaning of his own
utterance. It is really quite a beautiful
sentiment, as we have already remarked,
and it i3 sipgnlarly in accord with the

The Utah Question.

St. Pavr, October 21.—Governor Ramsoy,
Chairman of the Utah Commission, hes just
refurned from Salt Lake City. He says:
*‘The cnly thing we had to do was toseparate
the polygamists from the lawful voters, and
that we accowaplished at a very early dg)y.
After the arrival of the Commission, leading
polygamists cama to us and said that they
decided to assure us that they wounld make no
attempt to register nor to vote, aud they
would do all in their power to assist us in a
gereral way. I think they kept their word.
In fact, the Mormons conducted themselves
fairly so far as we could learn. Wenow have
to avpoint three Judges in each election pre-
cinct, There has been a good deal of nen-
sense in the papers about the Commission
favoring the Mormons, while the fact is that
there are whole counties where none but
Mormons reside ; and as the law is intended
to make polygamy ocdious, and does not dis-
feanchise & non-polygamy Mormon, wa could
not do otherwise than do just what does
recogniza that class., So far as the elections
are copcerned, they will of course ba carried
by the Morxmons, who will elect the delegate
to Congress; and the polygamists, knowing
their man and their ticket will be chosen, can
well afford to acquiesce in their own partial
disfranchisement., [ heard it said that the
present Mayor of Salt Lake City, Mr, Kane,
stood a good show for the Mormon nomina-
{ion snd election.”

** What will be the general effect of the law
ag it pertaius to the election ?”

“It will take pretty nearly all the first-
class and wealthiest men of the Mormon
Church out of politics, and make polygamy
odious, e:pecially to the ri:ing generation,
who will di-like to ba disfranchised on arriv-
ivg at their majority, The fellows now
