THE ASSOCIATED PRESS AND JAY GOULD.

Afew day* ago the New York Herald
published an article declaring that Jay
Goald was engaged inan attempt to secure
the control of the New York Associated
Press, with tbe ultimate oVyeot of manipu-
lating the news in accordance with his
speculative interest*. Tbe Associated
Press of New York is a partnership formed
hy the leading papers of that city, for the
collection of news. Itconsists of the Her-
ald, Tribune, Time*, Sun, World, Expreis
and Journal of Commerce. This Associa-
tion s-iii its news io several at the other
New York papers aDd to other news asso-
ciations, such as the New Fcgland Associa-
tion, the New York Soate Press Associa-
tion, the Western Associated Press, and
the Associated Frees of California. For a
number of years tiie New York Preas As-
sociation has pursued its business with
perhaps as litLiv friction and dissatisfac-
tion as can be expected from so complica-
ted an undertaking. It has at times been
charged with political bias during exciting
election campaigns, but ithas escaped the
suspicion of being used for tbe furtherance
of commercial and financial speculations,
though it is ea»y to perceive that its oppor-
tucities in that direction are of necessity
considerable. Jay Gould at present con-
trols the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany, lieis reputed to be a speculator
of unbounded audacity and enterprise. No
undertaking, however vast and far-reach-
ing, is thought to be beyond his endeavors,
and in this latest instance he is accused of
what amounts to a deliberate scheme for
obtaicicg a monopoly of the naws, which
would, in connection with his control of
the telegraph lines, give him a throttling
hold upon the entire preea of the country.

The Herald states that Mr. Gould has
for some time been laboring to obtain con-
trol of the Now YorkAssociated Press, by
purchasing controlling interests in the pa-
pers which constitute the association. It
asserts that he has already control of three
of t'ne seven journals referred, to, namely,
the Tribune, World, and Mailand JBxpreu
aud it expresses a fear that he has recently
wteowded in inflawwaag the Sun, the con-
trol of which would enable him to do as he
pleased in the councils of the association.
What itis he intands the Hiraid thus ex-
plains :"His design is to obtain the con-
"trolof the Associated Prese, and to do
"this he. proposes to amalgamate the
"Western Union Telegraph Company,"

which he controls, with the Associated"
Press ;to destroy the organization of the

"latter, and make the employes of the"
telegraph company— his own servants,"
that is to say— the collectors of news fjr

"the papers." It is evident that if the
man who already has control of the ttle-
graph syßtein of the country, and aieo of
the submarine cables which connect it with
Kurope and the rest of the world, could
effect the changeß which the Herald here
describe?, he would be in a position not
only to color and manipulate the news
throughout the United Slates, but also to
mold public opinion, and in effect to direct
the intellectual lifeand procress of the na-
tion.

It ia scarcely necessary to say that the
IIraid's alarmist article has produced a
profound sensation in the press of New
York. Kver since it appeared a hot con-
troversy over tha subject has Ken raging.
As the Tri'iun', World, EtcprtM aud Sun,
however, positively deny that Jay Gould
has any control over them, or that th*y
have any disposition whatever to vote for
his interests in the Associated I'r

-
-. and

a? the fferttld has thus far been unable to
produce any trustworthy proof of the
reality of the ich^me whose existence it
asserts, itmay be that the alarm thus raistd
is prerr.ature, ir even altogether without
foundation. Yet the diECuasioa to which
the fferaW* assertion has given rise has
served to shove not only that such an en-
tjrjirise aa is ascribe! to Jay Gould is pO3bi-
ble, but also that itis in the line cf normal
development as at present proceeding. It
must indeed be uaid that the World, which
is said to be under tha control of Gould,
has tiken the position that even if the
Herald's statements were true, there would
be nothing alarming in them. Iv support
of this it points to the fact that a Urge
part of the continental news of Estops is
furnished to the English press by B-iraa
Renter, who is in hi3way as notorious a
speculator as Gould; and t!^at notwith-
standing this fact the Kaglish press news
has always been recognized aa trustworthy.
It is clear that this argument is not

soui 5, however, for Pouter does not con-
trol the telegraph Ejstem of Eaglanj, and
he has never bten in a position to US'? nn-
due ii-fluence withhia customers. What-
ever monopoly he ei'j>ys is held by reason
of the excellence of his news arrangements,
and if some other news collector should
beat him at his own business he wouid
have to accept the defeat. The case of
Jay Gould iB very different. Ifhe should
secure control at oi.ca of the telegraph sys-
tem and the machinery for the obllecticn of
news, it wouldbe impossible to oppose any
successful rivalry to him, unless those who
resisted him were able to construct a sepa-
rate telegraph system for themselves. In
fact itis not at all too much to say that in
such an event he would be jna position to
exert a greater influence upon the press of
the country thin all other agencies put
together, and that it wouldbe possible for
him by judicious miuagement to brin^ all
the principal papers of the country uuder
his thumb. They must have the news,
and under fcuch conditions they could nof
get the news anywhere else. They would
have to go to Jay G raid for the staple cf
their business, and Jiy Gauld would then
be enabled to punUh his cn;mie3 and ra-
ward his friends in the press, indefinitely.

The Now York papers hive generilly
discussed this ijucstica upen the assump-
tion that it is only necessary to give the
alleged Gould scheme publicity to defeat
it. We are unable to recognize the sequence
of this argument. We do not see how
any amount of talk cm affect the matter,
unless indeed it is proposed to make any
guch monopoly cf the news impracticable
by turning over the telegraphic system
to the General Government. That, how-
evor, has not been suggested by any of the
pap<?rs referred to. AHthey seem tothink
necessary is to publish articles showing
that what Mr.GoulJ 13 s»:d to de&ire would
be a very bad thing for the press and the
public. Allthis may be true, but itseems
to us to be quite irrelevant. If Jay Gould
really wishes to obtain a monopoly of the
cews, and if he can do co by purchasing
one of four New York papers, the whole
fjuestion resolves itself into an ordinary
business transaction. In suoh a cms all
Mr. Gould has to do is to purchase one of
the four papers. The assumption that
none of the.-n will sell to him may
be dismissed as frivolous. No doubt every
one of them csn be purchased if their prica
ij forthcoming. A fancy prce would
buy almost any kind cf property in the
market, and newspapers are property like
other things. The realijuestion, therefore,
is whether Mr. Gould really wants to
carry cut this scheme. Ifhe dees, there

are no insurmountable obataclea in his
way. And we think it highly probable
that he has such an intention. All the
signs have pointed that way for several
years. Itis naturally the next step in the
vast game the arch-speculator is playing.
Nor is it of much uae to consider the coa-
sequences of such a stfip co long as it re-
mains apparent that it is open to Gould
todo what he chooses about it:seeing that
it is merely, at bottom, a question of
capital, and that he has the capital. Tbe
truth is that he has reached a position in
which the monopoly of the news has be-
come possible to him. It is an alarming
fact, and itmay be fraught with all man-
ner of evil;but it is a fact, an ias such it
ong'nt to be dealt with.

AN IMPULSE OF HOODLUMISM.

It turns out that the murderous attack
recently made upon Chinese gardeners at
Los Angeles was the work of two young
men and two girls, who had been out to-
gether on "a tear;" and apparently had
committed tbe slaughter cf the Chinamen
from an impulse of ruffianism such as fre-
quently assails the California hoodlum,
both male and female. Itis stated that all
the criminals are

respectably connected, 1

'

and this statement suggests reflection as to
the character of that alleged respectability
which permits boys and girls to prowl
around town at all hours of the night,
obeying their own vicious inclinations, and
renderiag respect neither to parents,
friends, or common decency. When boys
and girls come to ruin by means of such
laxityof home training, the real guilt rests
upon their fathers and mothers. We do
not believe in the possibility of hoodlum-
ism whichi3not attributable to parental
negligenca and remissnesa. When fathers
and mothers lament their inability to con-
trol thtir ctildreu they are really making
cjnfession of their o.vn neglect of duty in
the past. Too mauy parents, however,
have no other idea of training children
than lotting them have their own way in
everything, s.nd as a result they bring
them i»p to bescltish, insol.nt, i^Zj, vicious
little wretches, who are as certain to gj
wrong whea they arc old enough for ruio,
as sparks are to flyupwards. Home train-
ing of a sterner and more enlightened char-
acter is what is needed to put a stop to the
kindof hoodlumiam which issues in such
deeds as that at L)3Angeles, and which
tillsour Magdalen Asyluuw, our Houses of
Correction, our luebriate and Insane Asy-
lums, and our Penitentiaries.

THE UTAH COMMISSION.
The Prcsideat of the Utah Cominidsion

gives a very rose-colored account of its
success. According to him thero willbe
no difficulty in administering the new law
inUtah, or in sui>pre3ding polygamy. We
fear that Mr. Ramsey ia premature in his
coacluaions. The Mormons are a very
tenacious people, as they have repsate-Jly
demonstrated, and it is certain that they
do not mean to surrender their favorite in-
stitution because itis msde the instrument
of disfranchiaement. If any amount of
false swearing can reliere them from the
penalties of the law they willassuredly
escape this way. If perjury does not
answer they will hive recourse to other
agencies. But it ia not credible that they
have even so much as thought of giving up
polygamy, and it is far too early to assert
that the new law willbe elttctivo.
