The ‘“San Francisco Fruit and Flower
Mission ” numbers four yearsof life. Dur-
ing its first year it was simply cne branch
among mavy of work begun and carried on
by the Young Women’s Christian Associa-
tion, but by the importance of its effort
and the efficiency of its members, individu-
ally and as a whole, it outgrew its original
bounds and reczived permission to become
an independent society, Taree years have
since passed, and the Mission finds itself
firmly placed as a charity in rooms of its
owD, with its own patrons, its own poor,
with the blessings it bas bestowed retura-
ing to itself, with the interest and affec-
tion of the people given largely to it, and,
above all, with its tield of work so con-
stantly broadening that no bounds can be
seen. Tae society waz originally devoted
to the distribution of fruit and flowers, but
in their visits young ladies found

SO MANY NEEDS

That they now receive and distribute any
luxury, comfort or necessity. Old cloth-
ing is made welcome and cheerfully
mended ; papers, magazines, books ; broken
toys, or, if new, so much the better ; gro-
ceries, cologne, preserves, jellies—in short,
anything and everything, and need is found
forit all and more. Every case reported
to them is faithfully investigated and prac-
tical relief furnished. In many instances
the members have used their personal in-
fluence to obtain situations for those able
to work. I often hear people say they
would be glad to give if they were only
certain of a worthy object, but they are

afraid thoce who apply to them
are frauds. The Fruit and Flower
Mission, my friends, will take all

responsibility and all the trouble of inves.
tigation off your hands. It is used to
making a business of inquiries, and i}
counts no trouble too great.

Deep SeA SounpiNa.—It is claimed that,
for the ordinary purpose of mnavigation
while a ship is at full epeed, Sir William
Thompson’s new apparatus for deep-sea
sounding has proved its peculiarsuperiority.
In its construction a glass tube filled with
air is hermetically sealed at the top, bat
opea at the bottom, and prepared with red
prassiate of potash. It isplaced in a brass
tube, closed at the bottom, but allowed
the free ingress and pressure of water from
above., The brass tube is partially filled
with sulphate of iron, and wherever this
comes into contact with the interior of the
lass tube it turns into a Prassiaa blue,
iie pressure of the water compresses the
air, forcing the sulphate of irom up the
glass tube according to the depth to which
it descends.

A Criminal Tired of Crime—Frank James
Interviewed.

Kaxsas Ciry, October 6th.—The Western
Associated Press representative had an inter-
view with Fraok James this morning, #s he
wss being transferrel by train from Inde-
pendencs to Kansas City. Along the route
James was frequently recognizad by old
confederates of his guerilla band, He is five
fect nine, spare but sinewy, light blue eyes,
small blonde mustache, hair a shade darker,
canplexion sallow, manner quiet, language
ordinary, dress unobtrusive, He said though
the Governor had not promised immunity, he
had at last nerved Li:uself to the long con-
templated act, and surrendered. He believes
that if be is tried on any singls charge alone
he will not be convicted, and hopes, 4 ¢on-
victed, that the Governor wiil interfere.' He
desires to lead a quiet lifs with his family, as
he did from April, 1877, to April, 1881, upon
a rected farm near Nashville, Tenn. He re-
fu:es to state where he has heen since April,
1831, but read in the Now Yoik Herald the
news of the shooting of Jesse the day after it
cccurred. He has been east of the Allegha-
nies, and was in Kentucky last year. He has
been much maligned. He never wrote a let-
ter threatening to revemge Jesso’s death.

He remarked of ths country that it
was a mighty go>d bushwhacking tim-

ber, :nd he knew every foot of it. He
said he had come t)» Missouri, September 234,
with the purpose of surrendering. Previous
to that time, he said, he had not been in the
State for a year. He said: “I came to
Misscuri tu try to regain a home and stand-
isg among her people.
