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WHAT VANDERBILT THINKS,

what he thinks of the * Anti- Monopolists,”
and has replied that he thinks them a get of
corrupt and venal frauds, who can always
be purchased if 1t is thought necessary to
buy them. Of course he is speaking of
the New York article, but it is interesting
to observe how little difference there is be-
tween tho breed there and here, In Cali-
fornia most blatant anti-monopoly
bhowlers have always proved the most facile
oorruptionists.

And that is the naiural and regular
inspiration of the average Anti-Monopoliat
in politics. In this State, however, the
framers of the new Constitution carefully
provided for a conatant succession of venal
men in office, and so arranged matters that
only the least trustworthy could fill the
places. Never were there so many premi-
ums for Demagogism and Venality offered
as the new Conatitution of Catifornia prof-
fers to the professional blackmailers, and it
must be admitted that they have availed
themselves of their opportunities to the
utmost, Thre strangest fact, however, iz the

ME, CARRCLL'S CARD.

Mr. Howard Carroll, of the New York
Times, appears to be a man who, so far as
politics are concerned, has been *‘ born out
‘“of due time.” It having been reported
that he was to receive the Republican
nomination for Congressman-at-large, in
the place of Mr, Hepburn, who declined to
occupy a placeon the ticket after what had

upon the understanding that he was not to
put a single cent into the campaign, or
make any bargain or wse any influence to
procure votes for himself. It is evident
from this that Mr. Howard Carroll is “* not
“‘the man for Galway;” in -other words,
that he has no business seeking Congres-
gional nominations in the present condition
of American politics.

AN INCONSISTENT CONVENTION,

The so-called Farmers’ Convention which
met at Stockton last week offered a curious
illustration of inconsistency. It professed
to be ‘‘anti-momopoly,” and yet when a
resolution denouncing land monopoly was
introduced, it utterly refused even to give
it a respectful hearing. The reason of this
was on the surface. Many of the delegates,
including our eccentric friend Tom McCon-
nell, are large land-holders, and though
they are perfectly ready to *‘ regulate ” the
affairs of their neighbers, they have the
strongest possible objection to being regu-
lated themselves, And yet, regarding the
question from an anti-monopoly standpcint,
there is just as good reason for regulating
them as for regulating the railroads.
Moreover, there is law for such regulation.
For when the Supreme Court of the
United States was loocking about for an ex-
cusc for its decision in the Chicago Ele-
vator cases, it hit upon the brilliant dis-
covery that the Legislature had the right
to regulate every kind of business into
which a *‘ publie use " entered. The Court
could not declare that railreads and ware-
houses were amenable to legislative dis-
crimination, and so it held that all kinds
of business were equally liable to legisla-
tive interference. Under that decision it
is unquestionably open to any State Legis-
lature to fix the price of wheat; but if
such a measure should be proposed in any
Legislature, it needs no gift of prophecy to
foresee that the farmers would be in arms
instantly. Yet from an anti-monopoly
standpoint it is possible to advance some
very strong arguments in favor of just such
measures. The farmers would probably
say that they ought not to be regulated
because the public had not subsidized or
aided them. Bat in saying that they
would be mistaken. For it is perfectly
clear that inasmuch as the United Siates
Government fixes the price of the public
lands at a nominal rate, in order to encour-+
age settlement, every man who pre-empts
a farm receives a bounty from the Govern- |
ment, and is therefore in the same cate- |
gory with the subsidized railroads.

And why, it may be asked by consistent
aati-monopolizts, should those who have |
monopoiized the land, and who owe all |
they possess to this monopoly, not be com-
pelled to sell their wheat and other prod-
uce at a fixed reasonable rate? They did |
not make the land. Accordirg to Henry |
Geerge they cannot have a just title to it. |

Their position is that of usurpers and mo- i
nopolists of the worst kind, and it is mani- |
feat that so dangerous a set of men ought |
to be curbed by the legislative power of |
the State. These farmers have, by taking
| possession of large tracts of land, prevent-
ed thousand cf people from owning any
land at all. They have established a mo-
nopoly of the means whereby the food of
the whole population is produced, and |
they ought, even if they are left in pos- l
seesion of the land, to be compelled to sell |
their produce to the people cheaply.

The |
Supreme Court of the United States has |
declared that such regulation is lawful |
and proper. It cannot be denied for an
instant that there is a ‘ public use” in
grain-growing, Why, then, should bloated
monopolists like our friend Tom McCon-
rell be allowed to grind the faces of the
poor by charging all they can get for
their produce? As anti-monopolists they
are committed to the principle of regulat-
ing railroad charges by the *‘ cost ¢f serv.
ice.” The same principle can be applied |
to themselves. Is it tolerable or to be |
endured that these grasping farmers should |
be allowed to hold their grain for a rise;
that they should be permitted to take the
very highest price they can get for it;
whereas according to their own doctrine
they have no claim to more than a reason-
able percentage (not to be fixed by them-
selves) over the cost of production ?

Consistent anti-monopolists must hold
that the business of wheat-growing calls
for regulation no less than that of trans.
portation. For what is the great end and
aim of all regulative legislation? Clearly
it is to secure the greatest good to the
greatest rumber. And who are the great- |

Bank Eobbery and Murder.

CHicAGo, October 9th. —1It is reported that
there wzs a bank robbery and murder at
Waupaca, Wis., Saturday nicht. The report
of the offair is expected to-night, but it has
been kept very quiet.

DETAILS OF THE AFFAIR,

Wavraca (Wis,), October 9th,—A daring
murder and bank robbery occurred here last
night. The victim was H. C. Mead, a
wealthy banker, in business here for thirty
years, He was a bachelor of 60 years, and
slept in the bank, boarding ot a hotel. This
moraing he failed to appear at breakfast and
dioner. A messenger who was sent to the
bank found it locked, and going to a back
window discovered the wire screen cut, the
window let down from the top and Mead
lying in a pool of blood on the floor. Inves-
tization showed that his head and face were
horribly mangled with shot, as if both bar-
rels of a double-barreled shotgun had been
discharged at him from short range. Itis
supposed that the assassins shot him from the
window while he was sitting at a table writ-
ing, The safe had not been locked, and the
assassins carriad off several thonsand dollars
in currancy, gold and bonds; but the exact
amount is nol known. There i3 no clus to
the murderers. The Coroner’s jury rendered
a verdict in accordance with the above facts.
Mead was worth considerably over $500,000,
The bank is a small, one story wooden struct-
ure, The sleeping apariment is in the rear
room, without bars, and is of easy access, He
was warned of his dapger many times, but he
always said if his money was wanted it could
be had without killing him. He resided alone
in the bank nearly twenty-five years. All
his face, from the cheek bone upward, was
shot away, and the flash and bones scattered
on the floor. Several peopls in the neighbor-
hood heard a shot about midaight, but the
occurrencs being not nnusual, excited no com-
ment. Lesadicg citizaus bave undertaken a
thorough investigation, and a large reward
will be offered for the murderers,

dense fog eet in, The necessary precautions
were taken to aveid, if possible, accidents
liab'e to occur under the circamstances.

Two hundred and
eighty-eight persons were on board, namely,

Captain Tischbein and his officers, who were
remarkably self-possessed throughout, The
baggage of the passengers and all the maiis—
76 bags—were eaved. The ship is certain to
be a total wreck, but it is believed that some
of the cargo will be saved in good cordition.

I am
assured that this is the opinion of the most
eminent scientists of the day, C. Piszzi
Smythe, the clever Astronomer Royal for
Scotland, in particular, bavicg made no secret
of his belief that the end ot the world is at
hand.
