THE LAST NOVELTY IN PREDICTION.

Allthe old women in the civilized world
must have been dreadfully alarmed by the
announcement that the comet now visible
is destined to fall into the sun in October,
1353, with the result of so raising the heat
of that luminary as to destroy organic life
on thie planet. There has always been a
particular attraction in this precise kind
of prediction, though itmust be said that
the prophets of old were far too experienced
in their business to commit themselves to
definite forecasts. They were alway6
prone to follow the example of the famous
oracle which gave forth the subtle re-
sponse, "Ah le /Kaeidcß, Romanes vincene
fNMM"; leaving it open to the interpreter
to construe the sentence either way. "When
the old prophets did venture upon specific
allegations they took care to place the ful-
tillmentof their predictions so far off that
the "subsequent proceedings" would "iv-"

terc6t them no more". The once cele-
brated medieval prophet, Nostradamus,
clothed all his prophecies in a mystic
jargon which has afforded as abundant
room for ingenious guesswork as the Aztec
picture-writipg. Mother Shipton followed
in the same line, and the wonderful beings
who in modern times have edited Moore's
Almanac and its congeners have generally
cultivated an ambiguity calculated to pro-
tect them from awkward failures of predic-
tion. Itseem.-, however, that some of our

ambitious astronomers are not content
with the safe old methods, but mast pin
themselves down to tbe most positive and
exact predictions, and this, too, in regard
to the movements of the least understood
of alt phenomena.

Aries, and travels into the realms of Im-
agination, it ceases to be a trustworthy
guide ;and that is what has taken place in
the present instance. There aie several
radical objections to the acceptance of the
last new prediction, however, and it is
proper tostate them in their natural order.
In the first place, then, it is not at all cer-
tiin that cither Mr. Proctor or Piazzi
Smyth, or any other astronomer, has said
what is held to justify the current report.
In the second place, ifanything of the
kind hag been said, ithas most assuredly
been said without scientific authority.
For, in the third place, it is impossible to
ascertain whether the comet now visible is
that of last year o:of any preceding year.
Yetupon this assumption alnne rests the
conclusion that it will return and fall into
the sun next year. If it ia a new comet it
may be hundreds or thousands of years be-
fore it returns to the sun :and no man can
be sure whether or not it is a ntw comet.
Inthe fourth place, even if it could be as-
certained that it wa3 last year's comet, and
if itwa3 certain that it would fall into the
sun next year, ther.? would be no juatitica-
tion fjralarm ; for nobody has any means
of knowing what would happen in that
event. Tne supposition that the heat of
the sun would be greatly increased has no
scientiiia data to rest upon, for we are pro-
foundly ignorant ot the constitution of the
cometary bodies. It seems to be almost
crtaiu that a considerable part of them is
composed of highly tenuous matter. Ie is
tii-u.ht probable that their nuclei are

composed of more soiid matter. But all
speculation on the subject is simply guess-
work, and there is exactly as much founda-
tion for the theory that comets are gateou*

bodies, as for the theory that they are solid
bodies.

In the fifth placo we have bi> certain
knowledge of the constitution of the sun
it?cii, and therefore we cannot form even
an approximately aoourala UUa •• t« «bii

thn o6Fect would be of a cometary impact
upon its surface. In fact ie would be dif-
ficult to conceive of a question in regir.i to
which we are more at Eta than this. There
is somo talk of a prospective collision be-
twe-n the comet and the aun ;but we do
not know v.hat a c xnet is composed of,
and we do not know what the sun is com-
posed of. We therefore are utterly in-
capable of foreseeing the result of such a
c.'llisioa. For all we know comets may bo
celi'stiai fire-extiaguiahers, and thsre may
consequently bo more danger of putting
the sun oat thin of increasing itiheat. Or
comet » iray be purtly nebulous bodie«,
whose impact on the sun would produce nu

more effect thin the drifting of a cloud
against a mountain peak. Or comets may
possess eolid or comparatively solid neele:,
yet these nuclei may lis to tenuous aa
compared to what we call eolid matter as
to bj incapable of eauairg any changes iv
the sun. Of course it is open to aay one
to suggest as many other ideas as cau be
thought of. Comets may be solid bodies',
capable of "firingup" the sun to a tem-
perature which would shrivel all organized
lifeup on this planet aa moths are shriveled
in the llime of a lamp. Even in that coge I
we have the consslation of knowing that
our end would be painless and swift, and
that nobody would be left to step into our
shoe 3. But the whole subject is so sur-
rouaded with impenetrable difficulties
that only men of powerful imagination,
liks Proctor, or disordered intellects, like
I'iazzi Smyth, are at alllikely to venture
to treat it seriously.

As to Proctor, he is no doubt a good
astronomer when he "sticks to hii
"last," but he is apt to let his imagina-
tionrun away with him, and ho has been
encouraged to do this by the popularity of
his lectures. As to Piazzi Smyth, he
is a living proof that a "devout"

astronomer" may be mad aa well as an

undevout one. For he has wasted a great
many years in writing a most preposterous
booi entitled "Our Inheritance in"

the Great Pyramid,", in which he un-
dertakes to show that the aforesaid Great
Pyramid was enrs'rueted in a mystic aud
Biblical manner, for mystic aud liib'.ical
ends. The book ia precisely one of those
which Professor De Morgan was bo fond
of classifying in his catalogue of paradoxes,
and deserves to rank with the many
instances of perverted talent and inge.
auity which have been elicited by the"

quadrature of the circle" and the
perptluum mob'rf.-. Now, a man
capable of writing such a bock ia clearly
no more to be trusted when he prophesies
than "Tribulation" Cumraing, whose
somber screeds used to be in the hands
of every pious old lady a few years ago.
In short, Piazzi Smyth is a wild but
tiresome monomaniac, and it is evi-
dent that his astronomical science
has been muddled by his pyra-
midal piety. And so far no
man of any really sober and responsible
scientific views has baen mentioned ai in-
dorsing the wildcontroversy logical. When

;Xewcomb, Young, Huggins, Schellen, and
|suck scientists, have spoken, if indeed they
cars to speak, we shall know what are the
views which true scierce takes of the mat-
ter. But even then we can expect no new
light on the situation. There is no man

jliving who understands either comets or
the sun. and without such an understand-
ing :tis perfectly clear that conjecture and
speculation must be wild and purposeless.
There is, however, no ground for apprehen-
sion. Inany case we cannot know what

willhappen until it does happen, and sicce
this is so we may as well await the outcome
calml}7, and refraining as much as possible
from making pools upon the event, inas-
much as should itbe unfavorable it would
be impossible toclose any such transactions.

BLUFFERS AND DUFFERS COME TO-
GETHER.

The contending ltepublican factions in
San Francisco have at last been brought
together on the basis of a fusion of the two
Conventions, and the addition of nfiy del-
egates, to be chosen jointly,the whole to
form a new Convention, which is to begin
de novo, and nominate a ticket. This may
be the best that the situation offers, but
it is not without strioua embarrassments.
Both Conventions have nominated tickets,
and by the new arrangement all the candi-
dates on those tickets must come down
and submit to a new canvass, with the
chance of being defeated. Both they and
their friends const quently are sure to be
disaffected. Toen the people who looked
upon the Duffers' Convention as embracing
all the public spirit, and upon the Bluffers'
Convention as embodying all the wicked-
ness, willrefuse to admit that there should
have been any concessions at all made l>y
the former. The Bluffers in fact really do
appear to have got tbe best of their oppo-
nents in the new deal, for as things were
they stood to lose everything, and now
they will certainly secure a large propor-
tionof the ticket. But the long- continued
contest between the factions has created
ill-feeling wkich can hardly be eliminated
by a stroke of the pen. The ltepublican
party of San I'rancisco willbe outwardly
united, but it will not be harmonious
within, and itis certainly probable that it
willsuffer from serious defections in spite
of the deaperatu ell'jrta of Governor Per-
kins, Senator Millerand the State Central
Committee. Tbe fact is that the schism
was allowed to last too long, and the breach
to grow too wide, and now when reconcil-
iation is the order of the day it ia found
that a great many Kepubiicana have gone
too far to be reconciled.

THE LAST SAN FRANCISCO MURDER.

The last San Francisco murder appears
an unusually plain csse, and it willbe in-
teresting to follow it in the Cjurtp, and
to see if itis possible to administer justice
under the circumstances. A Swedish
sailor had a quarrel with the landlord of
his hoarding- houso. He determined, there-
fore, to killthe landlord. He went out,
bought a pistol acd cartridges, went to bed
and slept upon his murderous project, went
about all the next day withit in his mind,
and in the evening deliberately shot and
killedhis victim, and than exulted over the
deed, at the same time stating that he had
known he would be hung from the first.
The murderer ha 9talked freeiy to every-
body who callsd upon him. He has told
everybody why he wished tokillthe land-
lord. Ho has exhibited his revengeful mo-
tive in the plainest way. And now it
remains to be seen whether a plea of in-
•anity willbe entered inhis behalf, and the
usual frivolous defence advanced in con-
nection with that plea. It is perfectly
apparent that the man is sane. He was
not drunk when he planned or when he ex-
ecuted the crime. He did itin c .Id b'.ood,
and with a fullunderstanding of the na
lure and extent of the responsibility ho
was about to assume. The iiunstion is,
willhe efc»pe, under thesa circumstances ?

THE CHARGES AGAINST TIFFANY.

The charges against ex-Indian A^ent
Titfany are of a very complex and serious
ohar» <•'»'\u25a0 Ho ia represented a-i having
sold large quanticies of 1r..'.\ :n supplies to
merchants ;as having procured the murder
of a Mormon ; as having treated the In-
dians under his charge with equal cruelty
and immorality ; of having Btolea every-
thing insight, and swindled everybody with
whom he came in contact. The Washing-
ton authorities, whea applied to about this
model Agent, are said to have exhibited
scarcely any surprise at the charges pre-
ferred against him. Tney are reported as
sayint; that his record was bad, and that
everything that was said regarding him
might be true ; but that he had etnt in
his resignation just ai the Departmfnt had
made tip its mind to dismiss him. This
suggests the inquiry why,ifthe Department
knew hi3record to be bad, itretained him
ia olliceun'il he iaienabled to plunder his
post of all it containeJ, and then to make
his escape ? The cais appears to be a very
u:;ly one, in facs, but precisely because it
is so ugly itis extremely doubtful whtther
it willever be investigated.

GROVER CLEV ELAND'S LETTER.

The letter of Giover Clevehm', the Dem-
ocratic cindidV.e for Governor of New
York, is fuil of very acceptable senti-
ments, and itmiy be regarded as express-
ing tho real belief of the nominee, if we
can judcie his character from the very com-
plimentary descriptions of him given even
by Republican journals inhis own State.
For he is generally admitted to ba a very
upright, honorable, sincere man, and he
has the complete confidence and esteem ci

his own c immunity. But when a Demo-
crat runs fur Govemoi inNe«r York State
he his to count upon the aid and support
of many thousands of the worst enemies
of hineat and conscientious administra-
tion, and he will be fortunate indeed if he
ia able to pass through the campaign with-
out sullying his honor by explicit bargains
with this corrupt element.
