A CASE OF FORGERY.

The following appeared in the San Fran-
cisco Call of the lOlh instant: "Charles
Lange, alias Liar, was arrested yesterday by
Sergeant Wilson upon a charge of forgery.

Several years ago Lange was engaged in busi-
ness as a retailer of liqnor, and when he
abandoned ithe'was indebted to P. Coaimer-
ford, a wholesaler, in the sum of §24. When
he retired from business he went away ami
absented himself from the city fur about two
years, returning a few days ago. Yesterday
he called upon Commerford and effered to
pay him the amount of his bill. Inpayment
he tendered what on its face purported to be
a check drawn on the State Gold Bank of
Sacramento for *.~>r>. by Sherburn k Smith, of
that city, at the eauie time asking for the
difference between the amonnt of the bill
and the check. Itwas ascertained by tele-
graph that there U no Mich bank a) that
named in the i-heck, and that Sherburn &
Smith did not eizn a check for the amount
named Upon this Linge was taken into
custody."

Last evening a representative of the
Record-Union cUltd on Mr. Sherburn, cf
the firm of Sherburn &Smith, and made in-
quiry inlezard to the matter. Mr.Sherburn
said tli•*. I,»t _••• came to him one day last
week :.' (I asked for assistance. He said he
had just arrive.l from the East, that he was a
member of Germania Lodge, I.O. O, F., ot
Kansas and that his card had gone through
to San Francifc > withhn baggage. He also
stated that he was a drug clerk, and
would like to get a situation ia this
city. Mr. Sherburn gave Lange aj>b that
lasted a couple of days. He then informed
Mr. Sherlurn that he wished to go to San
Francisco, and wanted him to go with him to
the bank and indorse a personal check on an
Eastera house f>r .*2!t. This Mr. Sherburn
refused to do, and told him his best plan
would be to fead the check back for collec-
tion. Ia addition to the money received for
his Jabor, Mr. Sherburn gave him §1 50 to
pay his way to San Francisco. Lange's ca-
reer in the latter place is brought to a sudden
close, and inall probability he will be given
ample time to reflect as to whether forging
checks is a safe method by which to raise
money.

Snai;3 in the River.—The United Stated
snag-boat Seizer, Captain James 0. Rodgere,
