A FUTILE DISCUSSION.

The State Congressional delegation was
invited the other day to meet the San
Francisco Board of Trade, for the purpose
of discussiug the needs of San Francisco
and California commerce, The principal
topic considered was the revival of tke
shipping trade. The merchants present
were prepared with statistics confirming
the familiar fact that the ocean-carrying
business has paesed almost entirely into for-
eign hands, but when they came to pro-
pose remedies it was at once apparent that
they were groping in the dark. They,
through their spokesman, Mr, C. T. Hop-
kine, mournfully described the blighting ef-
fect of the tariff upon the American mer-
cantile service. The shipping interest,
they showed, had been *‘sacrificed to the
*“ general good,” though Mr. Hopkins ju-
diciously refrained from attempting to de-
monstrate how the *‘general good” had
been subserved by the destruction of the
shipping interest. But since the San Fran-
cisco Poard of Trade has placed itself in
the hands of the Protectionists, who are
inclined to submit to any ‘‘sacrifice ” rath-
er than demand commonsense remedies, it
is obvious that this consultation with the
Congressional delegation can by no possi-
bility produce any practical results. Mr.
Hopkins suggested a number of changes in
the United States statutes in minor points
of ship management, all of which changes
may perhaps be worth making, yet none
of which are capable of reviving the dead
shipping interest. Bnt not one word was
heard of the repeal of the navigation laws :
of putting the material of ship-building
and ship-running upon the free list ; or of
reforming the tariff ; all of which things
are indispensable to the accomplishment of
that which the San Francisco merchants
desire. It is true that the Board of Trade
proposed the exemption of shipping from
local taxation : the repeal of the tonnage
law; and the abolition of compulsory pi-
lotage, All these suggestions are good,
but they are subordinate to the measures
we have indicated above, and it is neces-
sary to secure those measures first,

It is perfectly uscless for the San Fran-
cisco Board of Trade to talk to the Con-
gressional delegation about these matters
g0 long as its members are ignorant of the
first requirements of a revival of the ship-
ping interest. Their position in fact is
pitifully weak. They can think of nothing
better than subsidies for steamer lines,
Now it ought to be clear to every business
man that in order to secure the ocean car-
rying trade we must offer to all the world
at least equal advantages and inducements
with those which England holds out. We
must have as good ships. We must have
as cheap ships. And we must be able to
run them as economically. To get ships
we must either build or buy; and under
the existing laws we are prohibited from
doing either, Yet there are merchants so
shallow as to think that we can restore the
carrying trade afloat without repealing the
navigation laws, and without modifying
the tariff; business men so ignorant of
business principles as to believe that in
the teeth of these paralyzing laws it is
possible to recreate our merchant marine
by getting Congress to pay ount four or five
millions a year to a few steamer lines. It
is very disheartening to find such stupidity
among those who are supposed to repre-
sent the commercial intelligence of the
country, but when we encounter this ig-
norance we are at once enlightened as to
the cause of the decline of San Francisco.
