THE NUMBER SEVEN.

The number KYCfI his always been re-
garded as a nunibtr of special importance
or Bigniticancp, the feeling in this respect
amounting sometimes to superstition. And
itis cot to be wondered at when we cou-
aider the greit tv.i-.ta •>( history and of life
with which thi- numler is inseparibiy con-
nected. Itis u?ed in the Bible frequently,
as a symbol of mysterious things. Itwas
aho thus used amuagthe prominent ancient
nations, namely, ti:e Pillließl. Indians,
Egyptians, Greeks, I!wtm, etc. It is
caid that the reason for thia number being
preferred above others is that it consists of
three, the sides of a trisngle, and four, the
sides of a square. We cannot say whether
this is true. Mere probably it has an as-
tronomical beginning, and ifso then itmay
be established iv the order of things as a
special number by the Creator of the stars.
Tihus there are seven planets (not counting
the earth), Mercury, Veiiu?, Mars, Jupiter,
Saturn, Uranue, Neptune. The earth was
made in seven day?, or seven periolu of
time, and the seventh day was hallowed.
Every sevi 11M1 jear wa3 sabbatical, anil
tho jobel jear was u=hered iv by the
seven tin.es seventh year. There were
three festivals which lasted atven days
each —passnh, ftctivaU o! weeks and tab-
ernacles, lietween the lirst and second of
these feasts were counted sewn weeks.
The first day of the seventh month was a
holy convocation. The days cf purifica-
tion, according to the L-^viticallaw3, were
seven. Seven days were allotted to the
celebrations of weddings and to the mourn-
ing for the dead. A great many articles
alluded to in the Old and >7ew Testaments
add to our interest in this number. Thus
we I'.ave seven churches, seven stars, seven
candlestick?, Eeven spirits, seven trumpet?,
and seven horns, and eeven eyes of tho
lamb. The second time the dove was sent
out of the ark it was seven days after the
lirst time. Pbaioab. dreamed that he saw
seven lean and Eeven full ears of corn, seven
lean and tnven fat kine. When Peter
askel the Savior how often he should for-
give one who sinned against him, whether
till seven times, Jesus answered :

not unto the<\ until peven times, lintuntil
seventy times seven."

Whtn we come to secular matters, we
find that the number Eeven was held sa-
cred by the Greeks to Opollo and Dionyeos,
who, according to Orphic legends, were
torn into seven pieces. The Pythagoreans
also made mseh use of the number, calling
it by various ptopcr names, as Athene,
Hermes, Ili-phaistos, Heracles, the virgin
nnbegotton and unbegettine (i. c. not ol;-

--tained by multiplicatior I, Dionysos, Rex,
etc. So we have also the "seven sacra
ments," the "seven free arts," "the seven
wise men." and the

sev^n doloreg of tha

milHliliVirgin Mary," the latter a festival
commemorative nf the ssven incident! in
the life of the Virgin, instituted by Pope
Benedict XIII.in 172.J. There were ihe
seven sleept ra, the heroes of the celebrated
legend. A.so Ihe seven wonders of the
world, namely, the Pjrimirls of E^ypt,
the Ha^igiDg Gardens ot Bibylon, the
Temnle of Diana at Ephesus, the Statue of
Jupiter at Athen», tho Msusoleuni at Ilnli-
carnas»ns, the Colossus at Hhodee, and the
Pharo9 at Alexandria.

CONCERNING WOMEN.

Of French and English women, the Lon-
don Okie says: "The typical French-
woman's character is not deep, but it has
been traced out by Nature with co un-
steady hand. Her spirit of independence,
her comparative freedom from that timidity
which is often represented as a beautiful
weakness of her sex, have enabled her to
conquer much of the ground that belongs
traditionally to man, simply by qualifying
herself to compete with him industrially
and intellectually in a multitude of ways.
The Frenchwoman is not the most affec-tionate of spouses, but in her devotedness
to her children she is not to be surpassed,
while the interest she takes in l.er hus-
band's work and her desire to help bim for
the common good throw into bold reliei
the strongest side of her character. What
we wish to lay stress on ia the fact
that the Frenchwoman, although ex- ,
tremely emotional at times, in the
.ordinary i.uainess of life looks at nothing
through a romantic and sentimental me°
dium. Itis this peculiarity which marks
the chief distinction between her and the
Englishwoman. The latter is leas passion-
ate, but she is also less practical. From
maidenhood to oldage her Wtwaof life are
romantic. Even after much misfortune
and disappointment sho rarely realizes
things as they are. It is the exception
when she loves her children more than herhusband, while the Frenchwoman's affec
tion for her offspring ia generally all-
absorbing. The sentimentality of the
Englishwoman is at oucs her strength and
her weakness. Itis her strength because
it is intimately associated with strong re-
ligious instinct and reverence for moral
principles which color allher thoughts and
direct h<;r conduct. Itis her weakness,
because it is apt tomake her rely too much
upon others, aud to hope when she should
act."

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HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Aside dish, which willbe new to many
cooks, is made by slicing very thin some
onions and green tomatoes, in about eijual
proportions, and frying them together just
as yru fry onions alone.

INDUSTRIAL BREVITIES.
A Le Conte pear weighing one pound,and measuring thirteen and one eighthinches in circumference, has been crown inLeon county, Florida, this season.
The Government of Nicaragua ia endeav-onng to generalize the growth of cinchonatrees, for which some of the mountain

regions of the Kepublic are eminently
adapted.

A Philadelphia magistrate recently an-

nounced the law as Baying that the owner-
ship of swarming bees is vested in the
original possessor only bo long as he can
keep them in sight.

Itis estimated that the South haa this
season paid to the North $o">,000,000 forwheat, $50,000,000 for corn, $72,000,000
for meats, and about S2.">. 000,000 for hay,
butter, cheese, oats, apples, potatoes, etc.

Agentleman from Vicksburg, Miss., be-
lieves that the electric light can be em-
ployed to good advantage in attracting the
insects that injure the cotton plant, and
that itmay be the means of destroying
them.

The fruit-growers of this country are al-
most the only class of producers who are
united in favor of free trade: They want
all persons to have all the fruit they can
obtain, and are not particular about where
it grow.

The tigs produced on trees the firit fe«v
years aftjr they commence to bear are of
inferior quality, and (aid to create the im-
pression that the varieties are pcor. After
the trees become older, however, the
quality improves.

A school of domestic economy ia to be
opened at Clark University, Atlanta, (ia.
A "model home" is to be established in a
convenient cottage, and all the domestic
processes conducted therein ia the best
manner.

Experiments in planting pine seeds have
resulted insecuring good groves of trees in
places where transplanted trees failed to
grow. Pines are being introduced on many
worn-out farms in the Eistern States in
this manner.

There was completed July 22i, at Ma-
rine City, Mich,, a well which pa3fed
through 115 feet of tolidcrystal sale. Salt
was encountered lirst at a depth of 1,033
feet, and from that point to the depth of
1,748 ftet the material removed was pure
salt.

They are pleasul with
the result, as better ripening ia secured and
a higher color obtained.

Adeck-load of jackasses arrived recently
in New York, the importation of Abiel
Leonard, of Mount Leonard, Mo., who is
to take them west for breeding purposes.
They were collected with care in Spab,
and stocd the voyage weli.

M're attention is cow given todraining
swamp land in the .Southern States than at
any tinem tbeir history. The expense if,
of cunree, considerable, tut the outlay la

compensated for inthe large crops produced
and in the great saving in the matter of
fe tilizara.

A farmer near Liverpool,England, has
invented a self-acting ventilating apparatus
which prevents hay or grain put into stack
quite wei from being injured by heating,
thus rendering the Farmer comparatively
independent of the weather in that moist
climate.

The latest advices from the C"anberry
marshes in the vicinity ot Berlin, Wia., are
very unfavorable, for more than a quarter
of a crop. The excessive drought last year
killed a large number of the vines, and
now the bugs are doing great damage to
the remaining one3.

The oxeye daisy has become very popu-
lar as a tli/wer, and is now extensively
raised in village and city gardens. It will
doubtless spread into the country and take
possession ot fields and pasturia. Itwill
tlen be known as the

regarded as a vegetable pest.
Until very recently, Mexico has not

raised cctfee enough for the supply of the
reople. About fifteen years Ego more at-
tention began to be paid to cotiee culture,
&nl trees to the number of a million have
been planted every year. It is believed
that in a near future Mexico willexport
not only coffee, but eugar and tea.
