On motion of Mr. Tracy the Build-
ing and Repairs Committee wss authorized
to employ Mr. Goodell to partition the as-
sembly-room of the Sacramento Grammar
School. On motion of Mr. Butler it was de-
cided toestablish another fourth grade class
at the Sacramento Grammar School. Miss
LizzieMcGacn was promoted from tbe eiehth
to the fourth grade, and Mies Hellen Weir
was elected to take Mis1)McGann's Dlace in
the eighth grade. Mr. R-<well was author-
ized to use bis discretion in the removal of a
piano in his school. On motion of Mr.
Tracy itwas decided to employ a teacher in
penmanship, and MsiAlice R. Detrick waselected, her salary being fixed at §80 per
month ;the hours for instruction and the
gradtß to be taught to be determined by a
committee composed of the Superintendent
and Piiscipsls of tho schools. The Board
then adjourned.
