THE TROUBLE IN THE SOUDAN.

At last the new False Prophet ia heard
of, and the news concerning his proceed-
ings is decidedly sensational. He ia said
to have wonover to his side all the tribes
of the Soudan, to have attacked and de-

feated the Egyptian troops under Abd-el-
K&der, to have destroyed several thousand
of them, and to have invested Khartoum,

in which place the remnant of the Egypt- |

iin forces had taken shelter. Frightful

stories are told of the cruelties practiced

up3n prisoners by the savage followers of

the Prophet, and it is lically aswrted that
he is preparing to march upon Cairo, fol-
lowed by all the able-bodied men of the
Soudan. The population of the Egyptian
Soudan has been roughly estimated at
1,000,000. According to the usual aver-
ages this would give a fightingstrength of
100,000 on the outside. Bat it is not at
all likely that ElMehdi has any such army
behind him. Xo such army could subsist
itself in that wild country. Itis possible
that 00.000 men may be in arm?, however,
and it is certain that the whole of them
are savages, whose mode of fighting,
weapons, and general condition, would ren-
der them an easy prey to 5,000 European
troops. What the Egyptian soldiery
amounts to has jtist been seen, and it ia
not at all surprising that the fanatics of
the Sou lan should hare overcome such
troops. The Egyptian (Governor, however,
Abd-el-Kader, i* unquestionably a gallant
and able man. He is the officer who, aa
Lieutenant Colonel, was in command of
Baker Pasha's

years ago, and whose exploits are narrated
in "Ismailie." The

stituted a little band which, by strict dis-
cipline, ekillinthe u?e of its weapons, and
good management, repeatedly defeated tuu
and twenty times its own number of Bav-

ages, and in fact on several occasioas saved
Samuel Biker'a expedition from de-

struction.
Abd-el-Kader therefore has seen a good

deal of service, and he is familiar with the
Central African tribes and peopleß. Ifhe
has been defeated the fault must rest on

'
hu troops, and it may be questioned !
whether Chinese Gordon could have done
much better with such material. In 1577
Gordon Pasha was appointed Governor of j
the Soudan, and by his wonderful energy,
übiquity and firmness, succeeded in bring-
ing some sort of order out of the chaos of
that region. His main oV\ject was to sup-
press the slave trade, but he does not ap-
pear to have been more than temporarily j
successful, the principal obstacle being the
opposition of ths Egyptian officials to the
policy sought to be eaforced. It has been
estimated that until quite recently not less |

than fifty thousand slaves were annually j
taken from the Sou Jan, and the main in- |
stigatorsof this infamous trafficha vealways
beeu Mohammedans. Atpresent, however,
a wave of Mohammedan fanaticism is ev-
idently traveling from Central Africa
northwards, and though it appears to pre-
sent no formidable element save po9sibly
n numbers, itis conceivable that it might
>rove too strcng for the pithless Govern-

ment of Ejjypt. From Xhartoum to Cairo j
isa long march, and such a dijorginized rab- j
ble as that which accompanies the False
Prophet must occupy same weeks at least
inmaking the journey, even ifno attempt
is made to Btop their advance.

The most important consideration is the
effect of this intelligence upon the Egyp-
tian situation. The Eagliah are now vir-
tually masters of Egypt. They certainly
cannot evacuate the country at the mc-
ment that a horde of savages is known to
be descending upon it. To do so would be
to invite a fir more serious difficulty than
Arabi Pasha's rebellion involved. Andyet
there are very serious embarrassments in
the situation. This is a Mohammedan re-
vival. Hitherto its progress ha? been
covered up and obscured by the remote-
ness of the scene of action. Bat should
the False Prophet succeed in entering
Egypt proper, the whole drama will at
ones be placed before the eyes of the
world; and the question is, what effect
would tho spectacle of England in arms
against Islam hive upon her own Moham-
msdan possessions in India '! Tbia is a
conaideratioa which has frequently been
raised of late years. It is no doubt true
that all discussion of it ia based upon con-
jecture, bat the probability of a simulta-
neous uprising of the Moslem peoples every.
where is far too grave to be lightlydis-
missed, even though there be no sub-
stantial evidence to support it.

Fanaticism is very apt to be contagious,
and es Kcially among Oriental races. Tho
False Prophet possesses in his pretensions,
and ia the wild rumors and traditions
which have been so industriously dissemi-
nated concerning him, a real strength
which cannot be ignored. Itisnot bo much
the followingof African cannibals and other
savage iwhich he has at this moment, that
is to bo feared, a* the probable influence of
his cUims upon the Moslem who are
more civilized. It has been apparent for
some tme that the Sultan ia seriously un-

easy about El Mehdi's progress. He is
aware that a large element of his own sub-
jects regards him as a usurper of the Cali-
phate, as indeed he is, by descent. Nor is
itposs Me at anytime to say with confi-
dence ;hat the moment is not auspicious for
a Mohammedan revival. When such a
moverr ent acquires momentum no man can
tell wl.ere it will atop unless ft <• forcibly
checked. Assuredly there is no power in
the Egfptian Government to handle euch
an upraing. Ifit is to be put down, it
must 1c put down by England, and as the
cue stinds we do not 3ec how Englani
can dtcline or avoid the task.
It is possible that Biker Pasha or

Gordon Pasha might have been able to
stem the torrent better thaa Abd-el-Kader,
but with none but Egyptian troops the
issue would have been very doubtful, and
it is probably as well that neither of these
able men were at Khartoum whin the
storm broke. As to the temporary loss of
the Soudan to Egypt, it involves a revenue
of about 5.100,000 a year, and itwillprob-
ably demonstrate the necessity of con-
structing the long-projected railroad to
Khartoum. The country can easily be
reconquered at any time, but it cannot be
held until the slave trade has been thor-
oughly extirpated, and there ia vested in
the Governor of the province the necessary
powers to enable him to deal semmarily
with Egyptian as well as native slave
dealers. The (irst thing to bs done, how-
ever, is to meet and overthrow the daring
impostor who has brought about this out-
break of fanaticism, and itlooks now as it
thia were to be the unpleasant bnt iu-
despensable work of Sir Garnet Wolseley
and his army. For itit quite clear that
El Mehdi might, if 1> t alone too long,
prove a far more difficult opponent than |
Arabi, and that the longer hs is allowed to
gather his forces the greater must be the
danger of a general Mohammvian uprising.

INARTISTIC CAMPAIGN LYING.

As this is a campaign of fraud and false-
hood on both aidea it ceema a pity that the
lying of the several organs shoull not be
more artistic. As a fact, however, noth-
ing can be mete clumsy and course than
the efforts of such journals as the Exam-
i'ler and Chronicle. They are quits unable
to invent lies which arc apeciou3 and
plausible. Allthey can dvnto manufact-
ure cruda and barbarous 6carecrows, which
they parade with aa absurd assumption
of gravity. The ChronicW* last campaign
lieis a particularly improbable yarn about
an alleged meeting between (jjvernorStan-
ford and General Stoneman. The Exam-
iner, however, instead of treating this in-

vention artistic illy, and retaliating with a
bogus interview between Eitee and Stowe,
confines itself to denying the truth of its
rival's allegation!. I'hen the Chronicle,
equally imbecile, prances around and hints

vaguely at proof? of the reality of its
alleged interview, instead of setting its
champion liar to work to create the in-
terview, and publishing itboldly forthwith.
And what makes thia feeble and futile
sparring all the more preposterous is, that
nobody believes in the hecesty and good

faith of either of the organs. Oa the con-
trary, tho public thoroughly understand
that what is going on between them is
merely a contest in lying. Why, then, do
they not rise to the occasion, and show
what they can do in the imaginative line ?
The Chronicle is well known to be capable
of forging interviews to any conceivablo
extent. Nobody snppoaes the Exnmiatr
to be at all mealy-mouthed. And there-
fore it is a pitiful waste of opportunities
which thss \u25a0.: papers are committing. By
allmeans let uj have some bogus inter-
views to cheer up the at present dull and
dead campaign. Itwill be interesting to
discover which is the more intrepid and
cultivated liar of the two.

THE COUNTY REPUBLICAN TICKET.

The Republican of Sacramento county
have every reason to be eatislied with

jtheir local ticket. It ia strong and sound
from top to bottom, and the msn who com-

pose it are precisely those who are best
fitted to advance the interests of thia com-
munity. It stands on » go;d platform,
which has nothing in common with the
demagogic raid upon the railroad. It oc-
cupies a position which every sensible and
intelligent cit zjnof Sacramento can heart-
ily indor3?. There are no reasons why the
county ticket should not poll the fullparty
strength. Itought to do thip, in fact. The
p3ople of Sacramento county do not be-
lieve in quarreling with and persecuting an

interest which v so clo3»ly allied with
them as the railroad. They are fully
aware that they have no ground of com.
plaint against the corporation, but that on
ths contrary they are in the constant en-

joyment of many advantagss derived from
it. Itis not therefore to bo expected that
they can sympathize with the bitter war-
fare being made upon these, their friends ;
but their" sentiment in regard to general
matters need not affjet their attitude to-
ward the locil Republican ticket. Xicra-
mento is naturally a strong Uspublicin
county. It has repeatedly shoivn its at-
tachment to Republican doctrines when all
the rest of the State was going tbe other
way. It has maintained its position on
this head without regard to State politics
for the most part, and itis able to do so
agiin if the need arises. And while we
cheerfully admit that the Democratic ticket
is entirely respectable, we think itmust be
concsded that from a business standpoint
even

from the point of view of capacity

for useful service ;ta the county
—

the Re-
publican ticket is the stronger of the two.

fitting weather could hsva been vouchsafed
for landing d».y than that which prevailed
this morning. At no timo during the cen-
tennial peri >d was ai.y event bo thcrouiblv
and heartily calebratcd by tho public, «liich
filled the fctreetc, the river front, the windows
aid roofs cf houTCii fronting or overlooking
the Da.aware, and ell sorts of gaily-deorated
craft on the river. Shortly after 8 o'clock
the biats, steam b&rgo« and othtr vessels, to
tho number of about 150, formed in lice in
the vicinity of L,9agu3 street, and some five
miles south of the city proper, and followed
in the wake of the Welcome.' A Danish
birk was fitted up to represent the original
vessel on which Pena came over. The
Founder was impersonated by Frank L. Van
Horce. After a few simple ceremonies
aboard tho Welcome, the Litter wa3 taken ia
tow by a lugand brought up to the city. A*
ehe passed the North Atlantic Sqaadrou, an-
chored telow the point chosen for Perm's
landing, she was si'utad by the Tennessee's
KULs, and returned the aj.lu'o. The wharf
where tho landing took place wan at Dock
street, paid to be just above the point where
the oiisjiaal landing was effected. At half-
p»st 10 IVnn stepped over the eida of the
Wthoine, and as he did bo the scene was
lively beyond description, bjw-bells being
rung, sts»m whistles on tha river aud land
blown, guv- fi.-ed and the niul'.ituie cheeret'.
