THE SAN FRANCISCO REPUBLICANS.
It siIno that the attempt to harmonize

the two factijns of the Republican party
in San Francisco has come to grief after
all. The Joint Convention of Bluffers,
Duffers and Buffers, managed to complete
he muaicipa! ticket, bat went to pieces

over tho appointment of the County Com-
mittee. Tom Shannon, representing the
DaiFer element, drew from hia pocket a
prepared list of the Committeemen, and
ita adoption wa3 moved. The Bluffers in-
atantly resented the preposition, and after
a stormy scene they roso in a body and
\u25a0withdrew to the lobby, whence they pro-
ceeded to pour volhys of lierca objurga-
tion upjn their opponents. What was
leftof the Convention then adopted Shan.
non'a list, and adjourned *mcdie, and the
two factions went lITvowing vengeance,
and more hopelessly Bp!it than at any
former time. Itis said that the Bluffers
intend to call another Convention and put
a new ticket in the field, and they are
quite capable of doing tbir. The war in
fact nhotter than ever, and the breach
this time appears to be irreconcilable. The
Duffers appear ta hive been too greedy,
aad that is whit has produced the split.

The
Blnffera arc rnoreovtr apparently ia deadly
earnest this tinio, and notbic^-will satisfy
them but the sciips of their enemies and
rivals. Altogether, it is a very lively j
quarrel, and promises to keep the campaign
from filling down altogether bsforo elec-
tion day.

DON' T LIKE THEIR OWN MEDICINE.

The Examiner ia squealing most Bhrilly

because the Chronicle has been lying about
its candidate forGovernor. But assuredly

the Examiiifris not in a position to com-
plain of this sort of thinf, for it* whole
campaign consists of lies and calumnies. I
When two tets of demagogues, who are
trying to get office by rivalry in vitupera-

tionof a beneficent State interest, begin to

liftup their voices in a doleful howl be-

c»cee one «f them has said naughty things

about ty.e other, the spectacle is calculated
only to deepen the contempt and disgust

with which the minds of all intelligent j
men are already filledby the politicalmeth-
ods now being employed. No doubt the
Chronicle is conducting iUBide of the fight
ina characteristically base and infamous
manner, but the fipMJMT can claim very
littleethical over ita opponent.
This is a case of arcade* ambo

—
which

was once freely translated "blackguards
"both." The Republican and the Demo-
cratic journals are in the same boat, as far
as general morality ia concerned. They
are both engaged in lying and slandering
and evil-speaking. They are both endeav.
oring to divert public attention from the
hypocrisy and dishonesty of their respect-
ive parties by dealing damnation out to the
railroad. There is no room for choice be-
tween them in this respect, and therefore
iti9of no consequence that they should
fail out about the particular amount of
slander poured out upon one another. The
Examiner, however, affects a holy horror
at the depravity of its rival in seeking to
calumniate Stoneman. But why Bhould
not .Stoneman be decried as wellas better
men ? He has put himself at the head
of a villainous, black-mail raid upon
the railroad. He has sanctioned the
mendacity, the misrepresentations, the
cowardly calumnies, of such demagogues
as Sumner and Foote, and Irwin and the
rcot of the yelping pack. He has made
himself morally responsible for all the
teeming falsehoods which the Examiner
has published. Why then should he be ei-

empt from the operation of the political
methods which he so manifestly approves !

Ineuch a campaign as this none of the
candidates on either side have any claim
to exemption from abuse. It is as though

two armies had gone to war, abandoning
all the conventions of civilization, employ-
ing explosive bullet?, and poisoned bayo-
nets, and infected clothing, giving no
quarter to prisoners, but availing them-
selves of every destructive agency they
could devise ;and then at last erne of the
commanders should complain because an
Orisini bomb had been thrown in his di-
rection. In such a contest there is no

room for protests. All honest methods
were discarded by the Sin Joeo Conven-
tion when itadopted its ranting platform
of demagogism. Tne Republicans fol-
lowed suit, and ever since the two parties
have been lighting like unscrupulous sav-
ages, and not at all like civilized and re-
sponsible beings. Itia only a proof of the
dullness of the knaves who aro conducting
the affair that forgery has not jet been
employed. Itseems that they are only
equal to common lying, and that all at-
tempts at artistic mendacity are beyond
them. But whea they deliver foul blows
at one another the public dv not waste
compassion upon the one that is struck be-
low the belt. Ttiey merely laugh at hia
grimaces and contortions, and perhaps
think it served him right. Itis probably-
annoying to General Stoneman that he
should be lied about, but he must reflect
that if he had not condoned this campaign
of slander he wouldnot have been exposed
to this kind of humiliation.

Those who engage in such warfare ought
to be pachydermatous, l'eople who livo
in glass houses should not throw stones.
Whoever ia sensitive tomisrepresentation
should take care not to misrepresent o-.her*.
General Stoneman has not gone about the
State like Estee, spreading falsehood and
calumny broadcast with his own tongue,
but it is an old legal maxim that Qui Jarit
per alium facit per se:whoso does a
thing through the agency of another, does
it himself. He cannot, therefore, avoid
reepantibility for the locket of his support-
ers and fellow candidates. He is plainly
willingto take office on a false issue. He
is masquerading quito as much as Estee, in
fact, and he is amenable to precisely the
same censure. The Examiner ought to re-
member its own position better than to
complain because its candidate is attacked.
Ithas staked the fortune of the campaign
on ita ability to persuade the people of
California that the lies itretails are truths.
Ithas printed scores of scandalous false-
hoods concerning the railroad and its man-
agers. Ithas done everything the Chron-
•He. has doae in the way of meanness, in
fact, and it is absolutely ludicrous that
under the circumstances it should show
any sensitiveness about the abuse of its
candidate.

Indeed it is in accordance with the fit-
ness of things that a campaign begnn in
fraud should thus issue in mutual calum-
nies. Nothing better could be expected of
it. The Examiner, which fiercely resented
the nomination of Stontman, and was at
firsthalf determined to repudiate him, h
now lamenting over big injuries. The
C/ironiclr, which not long ago was lauding
Stoneman to the skies, and was more than
half determined to take him for its cham-
pion, is now busily lampooning and decry-
ing him. There is as much honesty and
sincerity on one side as on the other, and
there is none oneither. Weak men, dema-
gogues, political parasites, turncoats and
trimmers, are being put forward on both
aides under the catholic protection of
that "anti-railroad" howl which it is
hoped willcover a multitude of sins. But
it is not in such a crowd that we look for
sensitiveness. Everything of that kind
must have been stripped off and flung
away when the fight waa commerced.
Those whosa stock-in-trade is falsehood
and calumny cannot complain when they
are treated after their own methods,
though itmust be confessed that there are
some of them whomit would be very diffi-
cult to calumniate. They have chosen

Itheir weapons and tactics, however, and
they must abide by the choice It. \u25a0 too
late now to go back to cleaner and more
honorable instrumentalities, And when
either of them invents a particularly mean
iand dirty falsehood against the other, the
public may #est assured that notwithstand-

Iing their Eqairming they do not really «uf-

Ifer much, since nature has given to all the
lower organisms a deadened sensibility.

Sir : The question is presen'ca whether a Chinese

laborer, who reuided inthis 01 mntryat the date of thoamfirniatoa of tbe treaty at November, ISSO, and who
want to Cbina before the piasa^e of tbe ActofMay (i,
lt>S:!, and who baa returned to San Francis .0, is en-
titled to land without producing the certificate pre-
scribed by Bjid Act, and whethtr a certificate of the
C nisulite t-1 China at San Francisco, issued before
liie passage nf said Act,may be recciv.d as proof of
his identity and former residence iv this country.
Itwas manifest'}- not the intention i.f Congress to
takeaway from a Chinese laborer rtaidin? in this
country at th;< date of the continuation of the
treaty of L3BO, his rights to go and return, and as it
was impossible for a Chinese lal>orer departing from
the country baton tho paabaice of tho Act of
USS to obtain the ccrtih"eit.i required by that
Act,Congress could not have iutended to deprive
him of the right to return for not doin;; what was
impossible. In the case of the Chinese cabin waiter,
before Justices Field and Sawyer, in California, it
was held that the prohibition ui«>n the master of a
vessel is against the bringing of any Chinese laborer
embarking at a foreign t-ort or pl?ce, and does not
apply to the brin-ting of a laborer already on board
of the MMI»hen ;t touches at a foreign port In
the casa of th« Ch'.ueso merer.ant, before Jadgci
Field aad Hrirawn, in California, k was held
that a Cbinefe merchant, d mieilt-J out of China
when the Act of OoOfnca was passed, may come to
this coun*ry from a foreign jurisdiction, and ihat
proof of the occupation of such persons n.:iy be
made by parole. Itwjs impos ible forsuch Chin M
merchant to procure the certificate prescribed by
the statute, which required that his place of resi-
dence in China should be stated therein, because he
hvlno pl.ice of residence iv China. It was further
held in that case thit the language of Cougress
should be construed, ifjtossible, in harmony with
tho objects of the treaty, and that it will not
be iuferred that Congress intended to disre-gard is stipulations. All statutes are c mstrued.
with leference to the object in riew. Tbe com
mandnient, "Thou Shalt not kill,"ia not constnud
toprevent the execution of c:iminals ;so the Judge
of England construed tho law which enacted th-.t a
prisoner breaking from prison phould be deemed
guilty of felony, holiiin,' that itdid not apply to one
breaking out when the prison was on fire,nlwilIlullthat the prisoner was not to be handed because he
wuuld uijtstay to he burnt.

The conclusion seems to be inevitable that Chinese
laborers residing in the United States at the date of
the continuation of the treaty of IS*) luve a right
to return at pleasure, and if "they left this oonutri
before the date of the passage "of the Act of IW2.
cinnot bs rcfsireJ to produce the certificate pre-
scribed by that statute. Notbein.- reqn red ta pro-
duce statute evidence, what pntof shall be required I
The an-wer mils;be, suc'j proof as is satisfaclnrv to
the Collect' rof the P rtor the Court having juris-
diction of the case. Itia understood that nwny
Chinese laborer*, nsu'ei t in the United States at
the date <.f the confirmation ot the treaty of ISSO,
went toChin* beforo tho picsage of theActnt [881,
taking with them certificates from the Chinese Ci.n-
sul at San Francisco of such residence, and that
they were entitled to go to and from China or other
cou'it 1iea freely and without hindrance, in accord-
ance with the treaty stipulations. Itis th« opinion
of tbe Department that such certificate may be used
as primifacie evidence of such residence and iden-
tityof the person producing it. Such certificate,
however, isu^t conclusive, and if there is any rea-
son in any case to suspect fraud or inr,<O3ition, the
Collector will make a rigid investigation, and re-
fuse permi3--ion t>the paH ;en.er to lai.d nntil satis-
factory evidence n produced. It will be uuu<r-stood, of a mrße. ihat the decision of this Depart-
ment ia subject to be ovcruled by th2Courts.
