APPEASING THE GODS.

The past five dsys have been eventful in
the Chinese quarter of this city. A striog of
| lanterns extended along the front of build-
g ings on I street, from Second to Fifth. Those
! Morgolians who are able to indulge in such
luxuries moved about arrayed in all the
! trappings of celestial holidsy apparel, or
 feasted in briiliantly illuminated apartments,
' where burping incerse and tapers filled the
';sir with peculiar Oriental odors. At night
| and far into the morning the din of trom-
iboues and fiddles and tamtams emanating

| from * bands ” statiored in recesses along the
| street, the crowds cf appareatly edified celes-
{ tials attracted by the discordant sounds,
the brightly lichted temples or headquarters
{ of the gade, the long lines of illuminations
and gorgeous display of images and char-
| acters in gold and ticsel, and the almost im-
| possible combinations of colors, told plainly
| enough that the occasion was one of extraor-
| dinary import. There seems to be a secrecy
| enveloping the ceremonies om occasions of
{ this kind, and it was only with the grestest
i difficu'ty that information cencerning the
demonstration or its meaning could be elicited.
It i= a cardinal principle of Buddhism, of
which the religion c¢f the Chinere iz but a
{ modification, that the spirits of departed
l mortals have both the power and the inclina-
tion to return and bring trouble to those
they left behind, This peculiar irfluence is
exerted by one or more of numerous dzities,
and it is to appease these angry gods that the
demonstrations referred to were instituted. It
i3 thought necessary by the orthodox Chics-
| man to propitiate the celestial ire at least
| onca a year, and any mneglect at conciliation
is deemed to b2 an inevitable cause of dire
dizaster or misfortune to the race. So firm is
this belicf that Jarce amounts of money are
annually expended in the ceremonies which
are desigaed to allay the godly wrath, Tre
amcnnt expended in this city will saggregate
$2,000, which is some $300 less than the cost
of last year’s demonstration. The custom is
represented to be as old as the doctrines of
Confucius, upen which the popular religicus
belief of the Chinese iz based.

A large number of Caucasians were at-
tracted during the week by tne stranbge and
inexplicable proceedings. Bat neither the
presence of unbelieving and heretica! out-
giders nor the embarragsment of strapge faces
deterred the faithful from goicg through the
| prescribed forms of worship, This occasion
{13 known amocg the Chinese as Dai Jhtu,
and the ceremounies take place about thesare
| time each year, being regulated by a seer
who designates the pearticulsr time at which
; they shall be held, The necessary funds are
| raised by subscription from merchants and
| wealthy men, who chcose a board of mana-
]
i

gers calied Ghee Tse, to make the necessary
arrangements, The service of two priests
| from San Fravcisco was obtaived, who con-
| ducted all the devctional exercises, These
{ coneist of sacrifices of fruit, flowers, in-
| cense, eatables, cenfession of laymen,
{ consecration of sacred water, sacred bath of
{ baptiem, benedictions, etc. At about 8 A .
| of each day a procession marched forth from
| the temple on I street, near Fifth, headed by a
f “band.”  Next came the priests, dressed in
1 poutificals somewhat resembliog the Catholic
| bishope, followed by the temple keeper and
| three Chinese boys carrying the recurds of
| the names of those who subscribed funds,
{ These were followed by four others, called
| Su Gee, carrying refreshmenta for the evil apir-
|ite. This procession moved down I street,
amid a scene of exploding fire-crackers and
bombs, to a special temple, near Third street,

| fitted up for the occasion. This temple is
filled with all manner of images, bazners and
allegoric representations. Oppesite the en-
trance is the saoctuary, with the altar and
images of the gods. Oan the altar tapers
{and incenfe are kept burning conticually.
Charts repregeuting the different degrees and
forms of punishment inflicted on the souls of
the uprigbteous adorn the walls. Near the
erirance is an almost life-size image of a
| horse, rear which, holding the rein, stands the
rider, whose wmission it is to carry the news of
the proceedines to T'rayastrimsas, who is the
the highest Buddhist god. At the couclu-
sion of worshin the procession returned to
{ the temple, where the members lay appar-
eutly dormant uustil about 3:30 p. M., when
| the same proceedings again occurred. At
various times durirg the day and night other
idolatrous gonciliations—such e2s feeding
fish—were fuduiged in, and last evening
tie sacrificed having been completed, lighted
tapers wera eet aflut on *'Lake Como,”
for the purge:e of lighting the avil spirits to
their abode, where, if the sacrifices have
been sufficien®, they will remain for annther
year. Yesterasy a Chinaman, describing a
gronp of image« snd designating each one,
ssid : *This ore alle same Judge Heury:
