tOCAL INTELLIGENGE.

PROHIBITION MEETING,

There was a large audience in attendance
at the theater last night upon the Prohibi-
tion meeting. The First Artillery Band fur-
nished music duriog the evening. The audi-
ence was attentive, and gave the speakers a
most respecifal heariog, frequently applaud,
ing them.

B. M. Bugbey cailed the meeting to order
and these officers were announced: President,
Rev. A. J. Hanson ; Vice-Presidente, F., H.
L. Weber, W. R. Strong, Rev. H. H. Rice,
George B. Katzenstein, J. Mason Haight, E,
C. Burgell, T. 8, Kuight, J. P. Counts, C,
Clincb, J. Woodbridge, W. O. Persing, C, A.
Sawtelle, Secretaries, Samuel Katzanstein,
D. Barnes,

On taking the chair Mr. Hanson made an
address, detining his own position a8 an inde-
pendent voter and not bound to avy straight
ticket. He also dwelt at length upon the
question of probibition. 3

Dr, R. H. McDonald was then introduced
as the nominee of the Prehibition party for
G vernor, He waa received with applause.
He began by epeaking of Sacramento as his
old home, a place around which clustered
the tendereat memories of his life, He
sketched some of the stirring sceces of the
pioneer era in Sacramento, and gave a
graphic accouant of some of the great events
of earlier years in Sacramento, He then
took up the platforms of the Democratic and
Repubiican parties on the Sunday law ques-
tion, pronounced the firat bold and masly
and the latter iusinzere, and both dangerous
to the best interasts of the State, He thea
compared them to the utterances of the plat-
form on which he stands, He read a secret
circalar of the Leagus of Freedom that asks
voters to support the Supreme Justices who
dissented in the Suanday law decision. He
rapidiy sketched th2 evils of the narestricted
sale of intoxicating liquors, and asked voters
to support him in his candidacy.

Republican pricciples. He then entered
upon a caustic snd stinging review of abuses
in party, the rule of bosses, the influence ef
the saloon im politics, the ousting of true
Republicans and the rewarding of enewies.
In oeither the Democratic nor the Republican
vlatforws did he find anything political, but
mere v wnd generalizations, The San
Francisco press had misreported him as say-
ing prohibition was the only thing left to save
the couatry—a last resort. He had been in.
dorsed by the Probibitionists, In msay
things he agreed with them, in some he disa-
greed, He was a candidate by personal solici-
tation of friends, and the Prohibition party
had seen fit to put him on its ticket.
He referred to the Senatorial centest of 1861
sud his part in it, and the inflaence of liguor
on the brightest mind then chosen, He had
stood always as ihe opponent cof liquor and
tobacco, and had the courage to do so, and de-
clared tnat liquor-:e'ling must be contrelled
by law sooner or later. He declared that to
young men he ehould devote his remsining

res

days, warniag them of the deceitfulaess and
corruption of modern party methods, that do
not bring to placa the best minds and the

highest sbility. The Republican State plat-
form he declared to be destructive of Repub-

:an priceiples, in selecting out railroads, by
name, and alone, for attack and anathema,
and reaking no reference to other transporta-
tion companies. What it asked is in contra-
vention of the fundamental laws of the
Uuited States, and of that there is not a
particle of doubt, Railroads in California
are subjected to rules that apply to no others,
and to penalties no others are visited with,
and that thess thiogs fly in the face of the
Reconstruction Acts there can be no doubt,
As to the

contract system, it ap-
pears that by it men who make
them get cheaper freights than they

otherwise could, and this shuts off competi-
tion, says the platform, Ia fact, then, he
said, the supporters of the platform ask that
railroads shall not make rates so low that op-
position canvot exist ; they should be raised,
then, in crder to let steamslLips get a part of
the prefit of carriage, ‘“and shis,” he ex-
claimed, '‘is the extent of the wisdom
brought to bear in constructing thkat plat-
form.” As to prohibition, he was not ready
to say if it would be practicable or not; he
doubted it, for this time, He then proceeded
in & graphic manner to depict the financial
burdens of intemperance, He referred to the
influencs of lignor on the laws and on juries,
and lovged for a common law under which
Courts could attaint parjured jurors, From
this on his discourse was brilliantly critical of
the defense made by liquor interests. and his
irony was biting and his wit incisive, espe-
cially when he dwelt upon the Sunday law
question and the neeessity for such a law,
The meeting closed with three cheers for the
Prohibition ticket.

Tue StorMm.—It began raining about mid-
night on Wedaesday night, and continued
with &carcely any interval until 9 o’clock
yesterday morning. After that hour there
was but a sli:ht shower. Dispatches re-
ceived at this office show that the storm has
been general throughout the northern part of

the State, with snow in the Sierras to the
depth of 6 to 10 inches, Reaports received at
the signal service station here show that the
greatest rainfall registered by the depart-
ment was at Ssn Francisco, beirg 1.85
inches, whila there was 131 inches at Red
Binff and only .80 of aun inch in Sacramento,
A falling barometer i3 reported from all sta-
tions slong the entire coasst, Sergeant Bsr-
wick reports the rainfall for the storm as .80
of an inch; for the month, .97 of an inch,
and for the seasom, 4 17 inches, being 2 92
inches in excess of the average rainfall for
the psst #ix years., There was no rainfall
to a corresponding date in 1880; 1879, .88 of
an inch ; 1878, 84 of an inch, and 1877, .77
of an iuch., He also says that the outlook
for Sacrameanto, barometrically speaking, is
bad, but considering the directisn of the
wind, which is westerly, there is a hope that
the storm is about paet,

ANTI-DEBRIS ACTIION.

The State Anti-Debris Association met in
this city last week, P, R. Beckley presiding,
L. N. Hoag Secretary, A quorum was pres-
ent. An address was reported, discussed and
finally adopted, The proceedings have now
been made public, and to-day the address will
be sent out signed by the President and Sec-
retary. It reads as follows:

Auother season for active operations on the

part of the hydraulic miners is upon us, and
although we have succeeded in o taining re-

etrainieg orders against a few, a great num-
ber of these companies are preparing with
the coming rains to send down another ava-
lanche of rock and eand to complete the fill-
g up of our rivers and streams and the de-
siruction of the few acres we have so far suc-
ceeded in preserving. The suits already
commenced will nltimately test and settle the
questions of right, but it takes time to get
through Courts of law, and this time, im-
proved as it will be by the companies not
sued or restrained, means the final destruc-
tion of our homes and property. We cannot
stand another sesson of hydraulic miniog ;
we cannot let this work go on longer. This
is the very hope of these companies, that if
they can get another seasou’s rum into the
rivers, the work of destruction will have been
80 far completed as that thereafter we will be
indiﬂ_'etent to what they may do; having
nothing furt_hu to lose—no homes, no lands
to live or raise crops upon—we will be totally
indifferent to the waterways for transporta-
tion, w‘hen we have nothisg to trans-
port. Every company, corporation or asso-
ociation engaged in piping down the
mountains upona us must immediately
be proceeded against and  stopped.
it's a big undertaking, but ten counties nvited
in the causeof self-preservaticn, are hig enough
to undertake ard carry throngh the work.
The late Anti-debris Convention represented
thase counties, and that Convention appointed
an Exeeutive Committes to represent it and
the people in the defense of their rights in
this matter, This Executive Committee, in
the execution of this trust, propose proceeding
at once to an absolute stoppage of this work
of destruction. But to do this, money, funds,
cash must be raised. Our epemy is powerful
completely organized, and abundantly sup!
plied with means. By artful cajolery, arro-
gant presumption, and by using misrepre-
sented action, the bydraulic miners have suc-
ceeded im dragooning to their support not
only morally, but by czsb, placer, drift and
quariz miners, against neither of whom have
weever u't:red a word of complaint, and with
whom and their operatiors we stand only in
the most friendly attitude. We also must
have money, and we confidently appesl to
you, who are our pricipals, the parties in-
terested, to provide the necessary means. We
ask every man who is for us to come and be
of us—join our association, register his name
in our books, and so become a regunlar soldier
of the right. The five dollars required as the
initiation fee is the needed fund tor your pro-
tection, Give us the funds necessary for
this fight, and wa promise you that in the
resr future not a company, corporation, as-
sociation or individual shall be carrying on
this terrible engine of devastation, and that
you shall be able to sbsolutely rest from this
fearful danger =0 long impending over you.
