IGNORANTAN D UNWARRANTED INTER-
FERENCE IN RAILWAY MATTERS.

The railroads of the country require to
be, aud are, managed by men of superior

ability and great experience. Novices
could not operate a railway, and, even with
the best skill obtainable, it i« frequently
difficult, and sometimes impossible, to keep
some roads out of the hands of the sheriff
or receiver. Railroading, at its best, is a
hazardous business, depending upon so

many conditions and circumstances fur suc-
cesp, that the best experience and the best
intellects that can be brought into requisi-
tion are required. The only kind of men,
outside of the skilled railroad operatives,
tbat can mn a railroad withprofit and suc-
cess appear to be the politicians. These
gentlemen, many of whom are incapa-
ble of successfully running their own
affairs, profess to be perfectly at
home in allmatters pertaining to railway
operation. When these men, on the ros-
trum or in the halls of legislation, under-
take to speak upon the railway problems
of the day, they assume a knowledge of
the ways and meaas of railway manage-
ment which ought to make them very val-
uable to any road, that is, if their preten-
sions are based upon facts and not on mere
aaiertiocs. One question which they pro-
fess to be prepared to grapple with and
master is the adjustment of rates. The
solution of the difficulties surrounding this
whole subject seems so simple and easy to
them that it is a mystery past all under-
standing why the owners of the railroads
should allowitto vex them so much, when,
by turning it over to the politicians, it
coald be so easily and speedily adjusted.

Nine out of ten of the aspirants for legis-
lative honors seem to feel in duty bound
to undertake the reformation of our rail-
way system. Taey possess, or at least
they think they do, the key to the whole
situation. They ask their election on the
ground of their ability to reform alleged
abuses inrailway management, and dilate
upon the enormity of railway charges as
now determined by the officials in con-
trol. Toe political orator that neglects
to pitch into the railroad omits the most
eßEectial part of his speech. But the poli-
ticians are not the only ones who think
themselves capable of ruuniug the railway
system by a rule of their own. There are
plenty of wise men

—
men wise in their own

conceit —
who never stepped foot in a rail-

way office in their lives, who never went
over the whole length of a siugle line of
road, who do not know the comparative
worth of a ton of steel rails, who know uo
difference between an air-line road without
grades and ono with heavy gradients aril
curves, who feel perfectly adequate to the
task of making out a schedule of rates tbat
>hould govern every road between the
Pacific and Atlantic.

The great mistake cf the times is in
treating railways as public enemies needing
the euuervieing control of the people. The
hiatc ryof railway management has shown
a continual and important course of re-
duction in rates sines the earliest days of
railway construction. Tho present average
ratea asked are, we believe, lower than
those of the roads of any other nation,
whether the same be under the control of
Governments in the interest of the people,
or of private corporations. There may be,
and djubtlcSß there is, room for improve-
ment in the matter of adjusting aud
eijuilizing freight rates. The interests of
roads and those cf shippers often clash.
Sometimes the charges asked may operate
as a hswdabip upon some community or
clf.s?, bnt we will venture tho assertion
that these inttaccts arc far less fre-
quent than is generally supposed. It
is for tho iatereet of the roads to
build up raltier than tear down the
trade of tho communities through
which they pass. The very life and
stability of 'our manufacturing and
agricultural syitems depend upon the rail-
roads. Theirpesent wonderful prosperity
ha? been greatly enhanced by the judicious
and by no means unfriendly mauageuient
of the roads. Yet scheming aepirants for
political preferment would strive to arouse
iv the public rand a distrust in the hon-
esty and efh'ciancy of such management.
They strive to make the public believe
that the railroads are trying to destroy the
liberties of tlie people, oppress them by
high and exorbitant charges and gain
power by corrupting legislators. The
truth is, the railroads ask l_r lets legisla-
tion than almoit any other interest. Their
greatest trouble is in avoiding and repress-
ing unfriendly legislation, and not in seek-
ing for affirma'ive legislative relief. They
do not fear th»t they cannot get enough
legislation ; they fear, rather, and very
properly, that they willget altogether too
much at the hands of the politicians who
think they can run the roads better than
the managers ttumselvee.

There is a| restless, dissatisfied class
which is alw;»jB complaining of existing
thingp. Iffreights were ten cents a bundled
from New Ycfk to Sia Frar-citco, they
wo -Id want them reduced to thrte cents.

Any close observer of the present cendi-
tiou of the raiiwaja must readily see that
they have all the foes from within that they
care to contend with, and that they should
not bt; confronted, as now, by an army of
malcontents from without.

The managements of roads are not free
from criticism. There are plenty of oppor-
tunities for improvement. There are ytt
lessons for managers to Jeirn, and changes
iv systems and plans to be made, before a
perfect ideal is reached. But this much de-
sired point willhe reached by transferricg
the control of the roads from the experi-
enced and practical men in whose charge
they now are to the Bet of irresponsible ig-
noramuses that make their money out of
political harangues, or in questionable
work in the lobby or the Legislature. —
[Chicacj Industrial World.

WARM MILK A HEALTH RESTORER.

Considerable haa been lately said in
medical j r.n.uls concerning tlie value of
warm milk is a remedial agent in certain
diseases. The Christian at Work, referring
to an interesting article on the subject
which lately appeared in the London Milk
Journal, states, on the authority of Dr.
Baajanrin Clarke, that in the East Indies
warm milk is used to a great extent as a
specitic for diarrhea. A pint every four
hours willcheck the most violentdiarrheß,
stomachache, incipient cholera, and dys-
entery. The milk should never be boiled,
bat only heated sufficiently to be agree-
ably warm, cot too hot to drink. Milk
which has been bailed is unfit ftr use. This
writergives several instances in arresting
the disease, among which is the following.
The writer cays : "Ithas never failed in
curing intixor twelve hours, andIhave
tried it,Ishould think, iifty times. Ihave
also given it to a dying man who had been
mbjoct to dycentery ciyht months, latterly
accompanied by ouo coctimed diarrhea,
a-.d itacted on him like a chtrm. In two
da3

-
s his diarrhea was gone ; in three

weeks he became a hale, hearty man, and
cow nothing that may hprcafter occur will
shake his faith in hot milk. A writer has
aUn communicated to the Medical Time*
ami Gaz-lti- a statement of the value
of milk in twenty-six oibos of typhoid
fever, in every one of which its great value
was tpparent. It checks diarrhea, and
nourishes and coo's the body. Peopl« suf-
fering from dieeases ncel food quite as
much as those in health, and much more
&o in certain diseases where there 13 a
rapid waste of the system. Frequently
all ordinary food, in certain dista^es, is re-
jected by the stomach, and even loathed
i>y tiia {ut.iect; but ni'.ure, ever bsnefi-
ceat, has furnished fond that in all dis-
eases is benencial#-Eome directly enrative.
Such food ismilk/ The writerin the jour-
nal just quoted, Or. Alexander Yale, after
givingparticular <4*ser vationa upon the point
above-mentioned] its action in checking
diarrhea, its nourishing properties and its
action in soothimi the boJy, s»ys : "We
believe that mill; nourishes in fever, pro-
motes Bleep, wti da off delirium, soothes
the intestines, aid. in fine, is the sine qua
non in typhoid lever." We have lately
tested the value_ »f milk in scarlet fever,
and learn that ilrisnow recommended by
the medical faculty in all cases of this
often very distressing children's disease.
Give allthe milk the patient willtake,
even during the )period of greatest fever.

THE OLDEST PAPER IN THE WORLD.

Itmay not be gccerally known that ihe
oldest paper in the whole wida worldis the
KiniI'uu, cr I'ajiita! Shn-l, published in
Pekio, and since me 4th of last June issued
in a new furm prescribed by Fpecial edict
of the reignirg Empror (JaaDg-coo. It
lirst appeared A. 1). 911, but came out
only at irregular intervals ;Rince the year
1351, however, ithas been published week-
ly and of nnif.rm size. Uotil ks reorgan-
ization by imperial decree it contained
nothing but ordera in council md court
new?, was published about mkt-day
and cost two kesh, or something lees
than a hilf-peaty. Now, however,
it appears in three editions daily.
The lirst, isiued early in the morning, and
printed on yellow paper, is called H-'ing-
Pau (Business Sheet), and contains trade
prices, exchange quotations, »nd allmanner
of commercial intelligence. The circulation
is a very little over 800. The second edition
which comes out durirg the forenoon, also
printed upon yellow pafer, is devoted to
ctlicialannouncements, fashionable intell:.
gence and general ntws. Besides its ancient
ti'.leof Kiag-Pau, it owes another desitjna-
ton, that of Shutn-Pau, or "Official
Sleet." The third edition appears late in
the afternoon, is printed on red paper, and
bears the mark Titani-Pau (Country
Sheet ) It consists of extracts from the
earlier editions, and is largely subscribed
for in the province?. All three issues of
the King-Pan are edited by six members of
tho Hau Lin Academy of Sciences ap-
pointed and salaried by the Chinese State.
The total number of copies printed daily
varies between IS000 and 14,000. Coneid-
eriDg the population cf Pekin and the fact
that the King-Pau is a journal well ad-
vaactd in the nineteenth century of ita ex-
istence, the circulation of the venerable
press organ is scarcely as large as might
reasonably have been expected. —[London
Telegraph.
