JAMES W. SIMONTON.

[3an Francisco MiningCall,November HA
James W. Simonton, one of tbe proprie-

torso f the Hominy Call and of the Even-
inis Bulletin, died at bis home near Nap*
last evening.

Mr. Sim.;' ton was born inNew York, in
1822, and Btjr:ei in iife a poor boy, who
was thought to have been well provided
for, wheu, at an.... '.

-
a.'c he was appren-

ticed to a iai'or. He vc.-y esr'y, and in a
marked fit-grte, developed a faculty for
news gathering, which resulted in his
adoutiu _• the profession of journalism, in
which be was Mlong and prominently en-
gaged. When he was ocly about 20 years
oldhe took service on the New YorkCour-
ier and Enquirer. Tbe remarkable ability
for news gathering which he displayed on
that journal earned him the distinction of
being sent by that paper with Henry J.
Raymond to Washington aa a Congres-
sional correspondent. He soon afterward
took up the then distinct profession of
Washington correspondent, which he fol-
lowed exclusively from about the year 1845
to 1850. During that time jib ability
pained him tbe friendship of Webster,
Clay, B.'nton, Calhoun, Wright, and other
leading statesmen of that time

—
friend-

ship* which he retained and ecjoyed for
many years.

He was then connected with Whig pa-
pers, and upon the beginning of the Cali-
fornia Kold excitement, in 1849, he con-
ceived the id»a of starting a Whig paper
in S»n Francisco. With his own savings
and with the assistance of some friends he
purchased in New Yorka complete news-
paper cutnt, including a steam ;;ress, which
he sent to this city. In 1850 Mr. Smon-
ton first arrived in Sin Francisco, ahead of
hie printing material, and discovered that
Crane ami Rice had been before him in
founding a Wnig paper, the California
Courier. He immediately entered upon a
professional engagement with the proprie-
tors of tha California Courier, selling his
own material wnen it arrived, part iv this
city and part in Sacramento.

In the winter of ISSI he returned to
New York, and with the considerable sav-
ings from his California venture became,
with Heary .1. Raymond and others, oue
of the original company by which the New
York Thmn was founded. He weat to
Washington again, this time a« the repre-
fctntativfcof the 7*i»ii.« and of several o'her
promiutnt newspapers of that day. The
telugraph had not then destroyed the great
prominence of the newepaper letter- writer,
and ia his l>.-t experience in Washington,
writiDg for the HUM and forNew Orleans,
Detroit, San Francisco acd other papers,
Mr. Siinonton became the most distin-
guished Washingtjn correspondent of his
time. He would write five or six letters
a day, ma:ntaining in all a degree 3f fresh-
nc-js, of deicri|>tne poorer and accarary
which waa little le&H than marvelous.
Karly raadan of thrj Boening Bulletin will
remember his WaahroztOD letters in th»t
!aper jrom 18.55 to 1858. His "'History
of L'gisiatinn" letters, covering tha period
of two weeks each preceding the steamers
on which they w r.-mailed, tilSir'g abroad-
side each oi tho Bulletin, were really a his-
tory of the times.

In the summer of 185S, daring the recm
o? Oopgr*—, Mr. .Sitnocton wa9 e-nt by
t:iu New York Thncs to Sail Like, where
it was thought that the Federal authorities
were iv dauger of a war with the Mormons.
Writing a series of letters, he came on to
\u25a0San Francisco, a:d from here made the
trip to British Columbia during the gold
discovery excitement there. This, and i>is
earlier visit to S=n Franc.sco, ant! his al
Dtoat constant ac<jua:atance with the C >!;•

fornia reading public, give him an interact
in the affair* of this coast which prompted
him t;i gladly take advantage of aa oppor-
tunity to purchase ta iattrcet in the Even-
hiy Bii'iittn Tnia he did in ISSO, invent
ing the earnings oi his lif..-up to that time
in what proved to be tlic chief business of
his subsequent life. Ha retained hi« iuttr-
est iv the Timn, but came to San Fran-
ciscj in ISj'J and took editorial control of
the Hull-tin During thin engagement Mr.
Simontcn took an active interest in all the
questions of the hour, many of which still
remain natters of public interest. Iv1800,
other gentlemen acquiring interests in the
Bulletin withMr. Simonlon's firstpartner,
Mr. (ierocrdiug, it was made possible for
the former to return to New York, where
his peculiar adaptability fi.r correspond-
ence made itdesirable he should be. His
retained business interests in New York
gave him also a bias toward making that
city his home. He partially resumed his
prok-ssional relations in New York, and
al«o made frequent prof' fsionil visits to
tiis city, subsequent to ISGO, which con-
tinued until1867.

Inthe litter yesir, at the earnest solici-
tatiin of the eeren principal New York
newspapers cuDetitu'vicg the Ntw York
Associated Prssf, he assumed the general
managomcut of that enterprise. He per-
formed the mauif'jld anvl ardnou duties of
that responsible otlice with pigna! ability
until failing health prompted him to resign
the position a liit'.e over a y-iar ago. At
tliat time he apwared nearly '.voni out by
t'-irty years ot incsrsant activity. Ho had
worked too long without relaxation, and
was too tire! to reet. He tn'leavortd to
obtain much needed recuperation by a com-
plete change of occupation, sr.rroußding»
and conditions of life. He located himrelf
at his Napa county vineyard and dairy,
and in the peaceful pursuits the-ru aff irded
him did appear to regain strength and
health. Itia impossible, with no informa-
tion regarding his suciden death, save the
bare announcement, acd writing at this
late hour, to give any particulars of the

A TRANSPARENT HEAD.

A remarkable freak of nature arrived in
this city yesterday, in the wayof a child
which hai managed to live for seventeen
months without that bony "dome of
thought

"
which is regarded so essential to

continued existence. Moreover, the child
seems to have no use for a brain, if the
eyes may be believed, for, inthe absence
of a skull, the head is translucent and
almost transparent, while by the aid of a
lamp properly held, it may be perceived
that the brain cavity is tilled witha color-
less fluid. Nothing exists in this serum
that can be perceived. The head is larger
than the body, the increase of sizs being
almost entirely above the temples, and
measures twenty- seven inches around. The
lower face is perfect, and the child wouldbe
pretty but for the monstrous development.
The rapid growth of the head has drawn
the skin untilthe eyelids willcot cloae, and
and the eyebrows are pulled np an inch
above the normal position.

The tension of
tne ekin is such that it does not yield as
readily tn the touch as might be expected

seem to experience any trouble from this,
and was sleeping as sweetly yesterday as
anybody's cherub.

PouHinsn Woodwork.
—

Soft woods
may bo turned co smooth as to requite no
other polish than that which can be given
by hnl linn fine shavings of the same wood
against, them in the lathe. For polishing
mahogany, walnut and some other woods,
the following formula is given :Dissolve
beeswax by heat ia spirit*of turpentine
until th<? mixture becomes viscid. App'y
with a clean cloth, and rub thoroughly
with another flannel or cloth. Beeswax
alone ia sometimes used. For work in po-
sition, it n-.uat be melced and applied and
rubbed as aVove. For work in the lathe,
it can be applitd by friction, the slight
amouut of w--x melted being sufficient for
thn poiis--. The work should be thoroughly
rnlib»'i. Mahcgiuy may be polished by
rubbing first with Huseed oil, and then
by a c'oth dipped in a very tias brick-
(!u?t. Some hard woofa have a natural
polish, and do not require a polishing
medium. A fine gloss can be produced by
rubbing with linseed oil, and then holding
shavings or turnings cf the saxo material
agrtictt the work in the lathe. A very
perfect surface can be obtained with glasn-
paper, which, if followed by hard rubbing,
will give a beautiful luster. Lugtcr c--:'
also be given to carefully finished surface
by applying a small quantity of thinned
varnish, shellac or "fillers," by a cloth,
and carefully aad thoroughly rubbing.
