POLITICAL CONSULTATION.

Saturday erenir _• a meeting of prominent
Republicans was held in Pioceer Hali, pur-
suant to a call tigned by D. M.Barns, mem-
ber of the Executivs State Central Commit-
tee, for consultation in the interest of the
entire ticket, and to taka such measures aa
might be deemed best "toprotect Republican
nomiaee* frombeing sacrificed by factions or
oatcide interests." It is believed that the
fact that the League of Freedom, the Unity
Club (a piece club), atd the organizationissuing the "Peoplo's ticket," having ar-
ranged for systematic scratching of a few
nominees on the Republican ticket, was one
of the motives for the meeting. There was a
good attendance of Republicans. D. M
Burns presided and W. B. Hamilton acted ac
Secretary. Aftera fullconsideration of mat-
ters for the interests of the party, the follow-
ing was adopted :"

Id a count" like Sacramento, so strong-
ly Republican, there exists no reason
why tiny man on the Republican State,
county or municipal ticket should be defeated
at the coming election ;and ifany one of our
party nominees is defeated in this county it
will be the result of treachery in our own
ranks. Rumors are in circulation that sev-

<'uM.ii.MV. Registration.— lt is under-
stood that come question is beinsjraised con-
cerning the right if citizens whose names ire

on the Great Register supplement to vote
to-morrow. An appeal to the Attorney-
General for an opinion bu been made. It
wonld seem that no citizen who can establish
that he is entitled to vote under the Constitu-
tion can be deprived of his right. Section 1,
Article 11., reads :

"
Kvery native male citi-

zen of the United States, every male pers.m
who shall have acquired the rights of citi-
/iDship under or by virtue of the treaty
of (.^ueratero, and every male naturalized
citizen thereof, who shall have become such
ninety days prior to any election, ot the age
of 21 years, who shall have bsen a resident
of the State one year next preceding the
election, and of the county in which be claims
his vote ninety day* and in the election
precinct thirty days, shall be entitled to
vote at all elections wuich are now or may
hereafter be authorized by law," etc. Andit
is held that under the Constitution, if one is
on the Register be cannot be deprived of his
right to vjte by any provision that would be
inconflict with the right guaranteed by the
Constitution, and that the supplement is but
a part of the copy of the Great Register.
Concerning the supplemental Register, it is
held that the law requiring the Clerk to
make a register on the first Monday inOc-
tober was not intended to mean that he must
do all the work on that day, but that he
should begin on that day at the outside. It
is alto held that the thirty-day provision does
not apply to the issue oi the copy of the
Great Register, but only to the fact of the
residence of the voter, etc. Itis held also
that the order of the Supervisors making the
copy called a supplement a part of the origi-nal, covers any possible Hiw that may be
Boopht to be availed of to deprive voters of
their right to vote.

The Great Register,— The Great Regis-
ter of Sacramento county, including the sup-
plement, a copy of which haa been received
at this office, contains 8,447 name*. Of these
1>95 are native born Californian*, 2,706 for-
eign born, and 4,746 born within tho bound-
aries of the United States and outside of
California. The nativity of the foreign born

DIMOCSATIC MASS MEETING.

The Democracy of this city held their clos-
ing meeting of the present campaign at the
MetropolitanTheater Saturday evening. The
First ArtilleryBand furnished music for the
occasion. Ata few minutes before 8 o'clock
the assemblage was called to order by H.M.
Laßne, Chairman Democratic County Com-
mittee. Hod. N. Greene Cnrtu was chosen

Mr. Curtis, on taking the chair, deliveredan address of twei ty-tive minutes in length
that abounded inhumor and pleasantry, andwas received by the audience with frequent
bursts of laughter and applause. At the con-
clusion he introduced General Jo Hamilton
amidst great applauee. General Hamilton
spoke fifty minutes, and was frtquently in-terrupted by applause. He said he had not
neard a single speech during the campaign
on account of sickness. He thought therewas no question as to the result of the elec-
tion. He pronounced a eulogy on the Demo-
cratic nominee for Governor, and also on the
candidate for Lieutenant-Governor. He alto
spoke of other nominees for Governor, after
which which he discoursed to some length onthe Chinese queetion. Tbe speaker then
dwelt on the Sunday law, favoring its repeal.
He spoke on the subject of hydraulic mining,
stating that he believed that the Democratic
party had laid down the correct law on that
Bubject. The addreßß waa closed by a brief
reference to each of the candidates on the
county ticket, making special mention of the
candidate for Sheriff, A. H. Estill, whom he
said was receiving the support of many 1! -
publicatis, mentioning the name of M.MDrew, United States Marshal, as one of the
most prominent.

Gillis Doty, nominee for the Assembly
from Sacramento county, was the next
speaker. He delivered a discourse of fifteen
minutes inlength, which was received with
applause. Frederick Cox, nominee for State
Senator, was next introduced, but on account
of being unwell ppoke but a few words. W.
S. Manlove, nominee for State Senator, then
delivered a few remarks, after which C. F.
Kliuk,candidate for the Assembly, was in-
troduced and opoke for a few minutes. H.
M.La Rue, nominee for the Assembly, then
made a short address. Tbe audience called
for Alf.H.Eiitill,nominee for Sheriff, and
he came forward and was introduced and
made a few remarks, after which Herman A.Helium, nominee for County Superintendent
ot Public Instruction, M.R. Beard, nominee
for County Clerk, and J. W. Bromagin, can-
didate for Auditor acd Recorder, were each
introduced and i-poke briefly.

The meeting was dismissed at 10:27 o'clock,
after Riving three cheers for the party and
tbres for General Stoneman. Nearly all the
speakers of the evening spoke on the Sunday
law question, each one favoring its repeal. It
was announced that John T. Carey, nominee
for District Attorney, was unable to attend
on account of sickness. Between the ad-
dresses the band played national airs.

ERROR IN THE REPUBLICAN TICKET.
The Republican County Central Committee

has been unfortunate in its attempts to get
the party ticket properly printed. The first
misfortune consisted in the printing of 70,000
tickets from which was omitted the name of
the candidate for County Superintendent of
School*. These were destroyed. Inreprint-
ing the ticket ei.-ht forma were used. Inone
of these the name of the candidate for Con-
gress in this district, by a typographical
error, was set "H.F. Fage." Each impres-
sion printed eight tickets, so that one-eighth
of the lot when completed contained the error
of misspelling Mr. Page's name, or printing
the name of "Fage" for Page. The officers
of the committee have used ivery exertion to
recall and destroy the erroneous tickets. In
this they have not fully succeeded. But the
voters < f Sacramento county are notified of
the error, and.should sea to it that tickeU
with the erroneous spelling are not voted.
Republican ticket-holders on election day
should examine the tickets given out by them,
and destroy the tickets erroneously printed
"H.F. Face."
