CONCERNING HAMMERS.
I

To most persons a hammer ia simply a
hammer, but every mechanic knows that
there is a great variety of hammers, fioin
the tiny lump of steel wi'.h which the
watchmaker t»p> the mandrel of a b^linte
wheel to the huge trip-hammer under
which tons of hot iron are molded into
shape. The hammer, in fact, plays an im-
portant part in the mechanic arts, each one
presenting its peculiar form, size, weight
and material. Insome trades tbsre is great
skilland dexterityrequired inthe use of the
hammer. Anyone wbo has seen the opera-
tion of riveting a boiler has admired the
sleight of hand with which the strikers
round up the head of a rivet in less time
than ittakes to write about it. The blows
follow one another with wonderful accu-
racy and rapidity, and when the rivet head
U linished it looks as smooth and regular
as if ithad been cast in a burnished mold.
Take even the process of driving an ordi-
nary nail, and itis remarkable what a dif-
ference there is in the method of a novice
and that of a carpenter. The one hits one
side, often bends or breaks the nail or
bruises the finger that holds it. The car-
penter hits with precision, and drives the
nailhome with well-directed blows.

Tne deft hammering of coppersmiths ia
proverbial, pounding metal into any re-
quired shape. The copper plates that are
used by engravers are hammered hard in
long strips by tbe use of large steel ham-
mers withfaces as smooth as that of a mir-
ror. The most accurate hitting is re-
quired in this process, because ths hammer
lace is Hat and must be held perfectly
level to avoid cutting deep gashes in the
plates. When it is necessary to make
bevels on these plates a skilled workman
willmake a bevel with a hammer in a few
minutes that would require hours ifmade
by filingand polishing.

Silversmiths leara to be very expert in
the use of the hammer. Spectacle makers
can take the temples of a pair of ladies'
spectacles and temper them by dexterous
planishing between hammer and anvil. A
blacksmith always has an assortment of
hammers with which to shape the ductile
iron.

File cutters are required to use hammers
with great judgment. Each tooth in a
hand-made tile is made by the burr raised
by tapping a sharp chisel held to the soft
tile. After each blow the chisel is eet up
against the burr of the last stroke and an-
other burr is raised, and so on until the tile
is finished. The force of the blow measures
the size of the burr raised, so that the reg-
ularity of the tile depends upon the even-
ness of the hammer stroke. Many files are
made by transferring processes by machine-
ry, but the hand-made files command the
highest price, while with many peculiar
forms of tiles the hand work is indispensa-
ble, and the regularity of hammer work a
necessity.

One of the most ditlicult jobs to be done
with a hammer is to straighten large flat
plates of metal. An expert workman will
here do, with a few strokes of the hammer
properly directed, work that a non-expert
cannot do at all. Indeed, without great
akill'the attempt to straighten plates with
a hammer generally results inmaking the
crookedness worse.

The goldbeater's hammer is wielded day
by day by trained hands, although an hoar
of it would fatigue the novice. The calker
has a peculiar long hammer. The ax and
the adze are but sharpened hammers. Ma-
chinists use great copper hammers for
work where they wish to strike blows
without marring the object struck.

Among the queereat hammers in use is a
magnetic hammer. Theru was once a
Yankee peddler who used one of these to
great 'advantage. He was peddlirt a
fancy soap. He wo*ld go into a at re,
pull out hia advertising card, "Iuy
my unequaled soap," and be >re
the astonished storekeeper could re-
monstrate he would tack up one of >is
cards on a rafter or wall where it

SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

Eight Mongolians registered at the Cus-
tom-house Friday.

The school fuud ia again exhausted, and
teachers will receive no remuneration for
their services before the Utter part of De-
cember.

The rainfall Friday amounted to 1.G3
inches, making a total of 3So inches
for the month and 6.77 inches for the sea-
son, against .79 of an inch for the corre>
sponding date of last year.

The United States steamer K&nger came
down from Mare Island Navy Yard Thnrs-
day night, and Saturday willbe started for
the south on a special order to survey the
Mexican coast for use intho preparation of
Government charts.

Lottie Hoard, alias Richardson, who in-
veigled Richard Hsker into the California
House last week and .via arrested for rob-
bing him of $500 while he was lying help-
lessly drank in a room, appeared Friday
before Jndge Rix. She was held toanswer
before the Superior Court in§2,000.

The two prisoners, Alfred Anderson and
Bertie Neilson, arrested on suspicion of
having been implicated in the murder of
Charles (or Carl) Anderson, brother of the
former, on Swan Island, near Portland,
Oregon, about the 10th of October, still
remain in custody at the Central Station,
awaiting a requisition from the Governor of
Oregon for their return t > the scene of the
murder. Anderson still maintains a surly
reticence, refusing to refer to the murder
of his brother Carl.

The steam whaler Belvidere arrived Sat-
urday after a pasiage of twenty- three days
from the Arctic ocean and fourteen days
from the Fox islands, meeting with tine
weather during all of the passage down. As
the Belvidere steamed by Vallejo-street
wharf she was saluted by the steam whaler
Orga, which is receiving her finishing
touches, having recently been built in this
harbor. The Belvidere has a cargo of 750
barrels of whale oil,iI.OOOponads of whale-
bone and 000 pounds of ivory.

On the "20;h of last January Richard
Henry Jones, a resident of San Mateo, was
run over and killed by a train of cars on
the Southern l'acitic Railroad. His widow,
Charlotte U. Joues, brings &n action for
$25,000 damages against the railroad com-
pany. The claim is made that she and her
live minor children have been damaged to
that extent by Jones' death. The com-
plaint alleges that the accident was caused
by the carelessness and neglect of the de-
fendant's servants and employes.

The large tine building corner Sacra.
mento and Webster streets, that baa been
a mystery for months past during the
period of its construction, is now known
to be the property of Dr. L.C. Lane, and
was erected by him at a cost of $100,000
(withground value) as a medical college to
be known as the Cooper Institute. Itis
a very imposing structure. Saturday
night it waa formally dedicated, and de-
grees conferred on the graduates of the
Pacific Medical Sohool by Dr. Lane. Dr.
Lane also made a valedictory address to
the class. Kdward R. Taylor made the
dedicatory address. The faculty of the
Cooper Medical College is constituted as
follows: L. C. Lane, M. D., President;
Henry (iibbons, M.D., Professor of Prin-
ciples and Practice of Sledicine ;C. N. El-
linwood, Professor of Physiology ; Adolph
Barkan, Iff.D., Professor of Opthalmolgy
and Otology ; J. H. Wythe, If. D.,
Piofessor of Microscopy and Histology ;
Henry Gibbons, Jr., M. i),,{Professor of
Obotetrioa ; W. A. Duujjkm, M.D., Pro-
fessor of Chemical Surgery ; Joseph O.
Hirschfelder, M.D., Professor of Chemical
Medicine ;Clinton Cushing, M. D., Pro-
fessor of Gynecology ; W. D. Johnston,
M. D,, Professor of Chemistry and Toxi-
cology;L. L. Dorr, M. D., Professor of
Matetia and Therapeutics ;R. H. Plum-
mer, M.D., Professor of Anatomy: Chas.
E. Farnum, M. D.. De^onstrato,. of An-
atomy.

A case of death was reported at the
Morgue Saturday, the mysterious circum- •
stances surrounding which have justified
interference by the detective department.
A widownamed Charlotte 0. Boufiler.»\»o
known under the naoie of "Lo>AieBuffalo,"
died onWednesday at the establishment of
Mrs. Minna K^gers, a physician. The re-
Q£t.u» were ordered removed to the under-
taking-rooms of O'Connor & Sheeny to
provide for burial. At the same time the
undertakers were notified that Dr. F.
Riehl, a Kearny-street physician, would
sign the death certiticate, he having been
the deceased's medical attendant. Dr.
Riehl was called upon s number of time*
for the certificate. While admitting
that he had attended the woman for
six days prior to the death, Dr.
Riehl liatly refused to sign any certifi-
cate giving it as his belief that the death
resulted from an unlawful operation. The
body was conveyed to the dead-house and
an investigation begun. Deceased was
aged -ii, and had two children. She
worked for George Lingin his family,and
was there taken sick and attended by Dr.
Bowers from the l.th to the 27th of Oc-
tober. Thursday week she was removed
to the house of a female physician. Dr.
Bowers told Mrs. Eggers he thought the
illneßS was the result of an abortion. Dr.
Riehl was called in on the 2"th of Octo-
ber. Dr. Bowers cays the patient con-
fessed to bin that an abortion had been
performed upon her by Mrs. Eggers in
July last, and that ourgical instruments
were not called into re quisition untilafter it
had been demonstrated that druas were
inoperative. On the following day, and
actuated by the thought that it would be
of the utmost importance to have this
voluntary confession repeated in presence
of witnesses, Mrs. Ling and Mrs. Maria
Meyers were called in, and Mrs. Boutller
made a second acknowledgment. A
woman named Kate Herbert, a domestic in
the employ of Dr. Ingerson, of 323 Geary
street, and a bosom friend of the deceased,
supplies an additional point in the evi-
dence, saying that a very few days after
the alleged unlawful operation had been
performed the deceased had toldher that
Mrs. Eggers had committed the act. The
autopsy, which was concluded yesterday,
showed that death was caused by metro-
peritonitis, resulting from abortion. Mrs.
Eggerß haj disappeared. The medical gen-
tlemen who participated in the autopsy,
which was conducted withthe utmost care
and precision, are, however, unanimous ia
the assertion that the death of Mrs. Bootller
is not the result of any abortion committed
upon her as far back as July last, but on
the contrary, ia the result of a much more
recent operation.
