THE ELECTION YESTERDAY.

Returns from the State election held
yiwterday came in very slowly last night,
ovipg partly to the length of and number
of the ticket;. Tlie indications point to a

probable majority in the interior for Stone-
man and the Democratic ticket. In San
Francisco the count willnot be completed
for two days probably. The total vote
cast in that city was some 2,500 below that

of ISSO, and returns from twenty precincts
received at 1 o'clock this morning show
St^neman to have received two vptes for

Katie's one so far. In Sacramento county

itis indicated that Stoneman will have a

\u25a0mall majority, and that the Democratic
legislative ticket, with perhaps one excep-
tion, is e'.ectcd. Several memberii of the
Republican county ticket, and possibly
Srove L. Johnson on the legislative ticket,
»re elected. The incomplete state of the

returns, however, both locallyand through-
out the State, render it impossible to do
more than form a vague estimate as to the
results at present.

FRANCE AND EGYPT.

The French press, or at least the Paris
press, is said to be very much exercised
about the English supremacy in Egypt.
But the French press ought to have sense
enough to understand that when their
Government determined on the annexation
of Tunis it relinquished all claim to a
\u25a0hare in the control of Egypt. The dif-
ference between Tunis and Eiypt moreover
is radical. Franoe had no justification for
the Tunis expedition, which was conceived
infraud and executed in iniquity. Bat
England was compelled to interfere in the
Egyptian business, and up to this moment
\u25a0he has given no indication of a purpose
to overstep the declared limits of her in-
tervention. She has saved Egypt from
anarchy, and she has undertaken to put
the country in a fair way to manage its
own affairs. But France, having in deft-
aao» of all laws seized Tunis, exhibits an
unprecedented impudence in complaining
of the English attitude in Egypt, and
above all, in demanding to be admitted to
her former partnership in the Egyptian_
contest. Let her be cuateat with her
evilly-acquired possession of Tunis. With
the control of Ejjypt she can have no more
to do henceforth.

ORTIZ AND MEXICO.

prise, for a portion of the American press
has from time to time talked of Mexican
annexation as thongh itwere a sericus con-
tingency. But it has long been apparent
that if Mexico is ever developed the work
willhave to be done by Americans, and
therefore if the people cannot be reconciled
to such a beneficent invasion their country
mint continue to stagnate, and what is
more, their intelligent classes willbecome
more and more alienated from the populace,
and be more and more inclined to conspire
against the integrity of the republic.

THE SOUTHERN HOMICIDALHABIT.
The Mabry-Connor tragedy baa na-

turally reopened the discussion as to the
Southern homicidal habit, and it is to be
observed that most of the Southern jour-
nals which have taken the subject up at-
tempt some kind of justification of the
practice of street fighting, even while
affecting to deplore iU existence. The
commonest defense ia that it is a
more "manly" mode of settling difficulties
than those which are alleged to be in
vogue at the North. Several Southern
journals intimate a belief that when
Northern men quarrel they lie in wait for
one another in dark alleys with Rhotgunß,
or employ hired bravoeß to assassinate
them ;and itis claimed that the Southern
position indicates a higher civilization
than this does. Of course it is impos-
sible to conduct an argument about mat-
ters the elementary facts of which are

not agreed upon. Before the Southern
press aud people can compare their habits
with those of the North they must consent
to state the Northern habits with some
approach to accuracy. Hitherto they have
dealt only in extravagant misrepresenta-
tion. Itis not the practice of the people
of the North to lie in wait for one another.
They do not have recourse to assassina-
tion. In the great centers of population
at the North the educated classes are
taught to regard homicide withhorror and
reprehension. They do not habitually
carry deadly weapons about. They do
not told that anyone is justified in shoot-
ing down his friend with whom he may
fall out. They do not believe that any
man's "honor" reqnires him to commit
murder under any circumstances. And
the civilized worldis of the same general
opinion. Nowhere to-day among civilized
men is the Southern idea of homicide held
or tolerated.
Itia absolutely necessary that the South-

ern people should understand this, because
untilthey do so they cannot possibly real-
izjthe position which they occupy. Itis
the wildest nonsense foi them to talk about
the

"
manliness

"
of homicide. There is

nothing maijy about it, unless the prac-
tices of untamed Bavages are to be taken
as a standard of manliness. In really civ-
ilizad society men are educated so to be-
have to one another that there ia no danger
of brutal affrays. The civilized m»n con-
trols his passions, guards his tongue ;re-
frains fromoffensiveand insulting language,
and carefnlly avoids whatever may tend
toward physical violence. The civilized
man respects human life aa the moat sacred
possession known to the human intelli-
gence. He is desirous to

"
let the ape"

and tiger die," and to develop inhimself
all the higher and nobler attributea of hu-
manity. He is unable to conceive of a
justification for such ruffianly, murderous
events as that in which Connor and the two
Mabrys fell the other day. He rightly
characterizes all such crimes as indications
of a very crude and low stage of civiliza-
tion. Infact it would be difficult to find
anything more characteristic of barbarism
than this particular case. General Mabry
had loat some property. A mortgage upon
it had been foreclosed, and the property
had passed into the hands of Connor. This
was the origin of the feud. Mabry
swore that he would kill(jnnoron sight,
because the latter had foreclosed a mort-
gage on hia land. Could there bt- a more
conclusive evidence of hopeless btibarism
than this ?

And this case is by no means excep-
tional. The Southern people appear to
have resolved tiist comr"«-;oi»l dfcputes
shall be settled by murder. Take the case
in which Toic liuford deliberately a-sas

cided a suit against him. Was that the
act or the motive of a civilized man ?
Assuredly it was not, aad vet such crimes
are common at the South. A man tires a

debt which he cannot pay. So he gets out
and murders his creditor. Is thue any
"manliness" about that? Was it a proof
of

"
manliness

"
that General Mabry

should have sworn to kill Connor because
the latter had dispossessed him of hit land
by perfectly legal and honorable metliods ?
On the contrary, all thesn aotn, and their
motives, are the acts and motives of sav-
agee, and not of civilized men. Andtfhen
th \u25a0 Southern papers t»ik about the supe-
rior "manliness" of this atrocious habit
of murder, do they realize tiat they are
encouraging the practice they affect to
condemn ? Do they understand that they
are affording fresh excuses to the rising
generation for the perpetuation of that
ruffianly, swashbuckler habit, which has
been ths shame and disgrace of the South
so many years ?

We have heard much of late about the
increasing enlightenment at the South ;
about the growth of a conviction that the
natural resources of the region must be
developed ;about the necessity of welcom-
ing and inviting Northern capital and en-
terprise. But the South may as well
understand that it can never Bucceed in
getting its resources developed properly
until it has abandoned its savage acd
bloody customs ; until it is as safe for a
roan to walk the strjets of New Orleans,
or Kichmond, or Louisville,as ith for him
to do the same in Nf.w York or Boston, or
Philadelphia. Capital and enterprise will
not go to a country where human life is
held so cheap, and commercial principles
are so strange, that the capitalist may at
any time find himse if the object of a blood-
fend, arising out of his ordinary business
transactions. The South will continue to
languish, or at least to grow very slowly,
so long as occurrcaces like the Mabry-
l'.mnur case remain possible, and :o
long as the local pfess seeks to justifyor
excust such atrocic B3 deeds.

The preposterous Southern doctrine of
personal honor is M truth a survival from
a barbarous are, arid it is altogether out
of place in a commercial age. Ne North-
ern business man './illcare to have dealings
with people who c:»not be trusted not to
cut and Bhoot on the smallest provocation,
acd who are in thi- habit of paying their
debts with shottjjins. If the Southern
people have not tie culture necessary to
understand the etkical falsity of their so-
cial creed, so mt£h the worse for them.
They must not, h ivever, seek to palliate
thctir very serious faults and viewto them-
selves by pretending that their Northern
neighbors are given to similar homicidal
practices. Even if this were true it could
not help them, inasmuch as two wrongs do
no', make a right. But it is not true, and

"rf they rem!ty comprehended the extent of
the gulf which separates them from truly
civilized communities, we can hardly be-
lieve that their self respect wonld not in-
duce them to determine upon radical re
form. But whatever they may say, the
judgment of the civilized world, from
which there is no appeal, mntt be that a
people who tolerate and even encourage and

i defend the homicidal habit, as it is toler-

I ated, en^Mraged and defended at the
\u25a0^ff'ia, are but a little way removed from

barbarism, and possess no valid claims to
I be admitted to the circle of civilized com-

jmunities.
