THE GENERAL'S ADVENTURE,

In 1863 the Eighteenth and Twenty-
seccend regimentsof Michigan infantry were
stationed at Lebabon, Ky., under com-
mand, with other regiments, of Major-Gen-
eral M. D. Manser, of Indiana, a bitter
Democrat, It had beea rumored that both
of the regiments mentioned above had done
a good deal of business in the way of aiding
and abetting *‘ contrabands ” in absenting
themselves from their masters. The Ken-
tucky slave-owners, just then, had aspasm
of loyalty, and General Mansen decided to
take and restore to them any human chat-
tels of theirs that he could find in his com-
mand. The Eighteenth and the Twenty-
second wer the two regiments which were
suspected of having sinned the most in this
direction, and from the known spirit of the
men, the General commanding feared
trouble, and took thé precaution of having
other regiments and a battery of artillery
in position to quell any symptoms of mu-
tiny. The Michigan hoys, however, had
received assurances from the officers and
men of the other regiments that they need
have no fears of what they would do in an
emergency, but without knowing this,
General Mansen began the search, which he
determined should be exceedingly thorough,

mand of the Twenty-second Regiment. He
had a lot of sick men in a railway car, cov-
ered with blankets, and when the search
for ‘“ contrabands ” began General Mansen
strode into this car to personally assist in
the search.
