CUTLER'S ELECTION,

The election of General Butler as Gov-
ernor of Massachusetts affords a curious
illustration of the uncertainty of political
calculaticns. For it is certain that this
candidate, who was on the Democratic and
Greenbacker tickets, was not even regarded
seriously by the political press of Massa.
chusetts and N:w York. The able editors
cat jokes at Ben. Butler's expense. They
represented him as amusing himself witha
canvass which could have no real sig-
nificance. They epoke of him as an eccen-
tric old party, who had a weakness for im-
possible nominations, just as he had a
weakness for yacht voyages. All through
the campaign they discussed his goings on
very much as they would bave done the
proceedings of George Francis Train or
Oscar Wilde, They could not recognize
anything serious in the business at all.
And wily old Ben. took care not to unde-
ceive them. He made characteristic
speeches on the stump, full of raillery and
fun, quaint and pleasant, but exhibiting no
anxiety about the result. Yet all this
time he was making the most energetic
and shrewd canvaes, and, if rumor does
not belie him, putting money *‘ where it
‘‘ would do the most good.” The outcome
is his election by 20,000 majority, though
no other candidate on the Democratic
State “ticket is elected. Evidently the
Boston press will be able to recreate itself
for some time to come by inventingsolations
of this knotty problem,

THE STATE ELECTION.

The returns continued to come in very
slowly yesterday, especially from San
Francisco, where the length and number
of the tickets makes the work of counting
exceptionally tedious. Even in the country
districte, where the vote is so light as to
render counting easy, the returns havs
been made very sluggishly, The increase
in the counted vote thus fér Bars out our
estimates of yesterday morning. It is in-
dicated that the majority of Stoaemar in
he State may be less than was at first esti-
mated.

THE PROHIBITION VOTE.

A good many inquiries are being made as
to the whereabouts of the alleged strong
Prohibition vote. Presumably there is
choice between two somewhat perp) (ing
alternatives. Either this all dte has

ubstantive existe=e®”or it must have
M¥gely cast for Stoneman, Why
rohibitionists, as such, should vote for
toneman, it is of course difficult to ex-
in. Yet the statistics of the temper-
ce organizations in the State prove
beyond question that at least 10,000 voters
belong to them, and thereiors it becomes
necessary to account for them somehow.
It seems spparent that the majority of
them did not vote for Estee; for the fall-
ing off in the Republican vote of the State
is supposed to be largely accounted for by
the defection of this element. But Estee’s
loss is very much greater than is repre-
.. sented by the Prohibition vote, and there-
“~iore vhere really seeme no escape from the
conclusion that numbers of Prohibitionists
must hsve voted the Democratic ticket.
The showing is a curious one, yet it is sus-
ceptible of explanation, and we will at
another time venture to elucidate it.

THE BEASTERN ELECTIONS.

The main feature of the Eastern elections
is the tendency manifested towards aban-
donment of the Republican party. New
York, Peansylvauia, Massachusetts, Ohio,
Indiana, Concecticut and other States
have this year gone Democratic, in some
cases by startling majorities. In New York
and Pennsylvania, as aleo in Oaio, there
have no doubt been special local influences
at work to bring about these results, The
question of greatest importance, however,
is whether these sweeping Democratic vie-
tories are merely the consequence of that
Republican apathy which is sapposed to
characterize ‘‘off ” years, or whether
they siguify some more important phe-
nomenon. Aund in endeavoring to solve
this problem it is necessary to pass in re-
view ali the facts of the situation. In the
first place it will have to be admitted that
there is a marked dearth of issues between
the two old parties. This is so apparent
that it has become very difficult to define
the difference between the Republicanism
and the Democracy of the day, Nowin
a situation such as this the tendency must
always be for the interest to concentrate
itself on men. In politics the masses
can only be rallied upon one of two things,
namely, men or measures. It is some-
times attempted to combine the two, but
it will always be found on analysis that
one is subordinated to the other, In the
absence of measures men are immediately
brought to the front, and it happens that
in several States the Republican party has
been managed by a class of men who,
having originally derived all their in.
fluence from their advocacy of principles
which the party believed in, have gra-
dually come to abandon principles, and to
rely upon the adroit working of the party
machinery,

It muset happen that whenever such men
obtain control of party machinery, the
morale of the party will sink. For to such
men the prime object is the securing of
obedient vassals, and obedient vassals are
not found in the higher ranks of any civil-
ized community, When a party is man-
aged with a single eye to the promotien
of the measures and principles it has
espoused, it is the interest of the managers
to invite the co-operation of the best minds
the organization can furnish, and to keep
up its character for disinterested public
spirit. But when a party is managed in
the interest of individuals or cliques, it be-
comes desirable to exclude the best minds
from participation in its councels, because
they cannot be induced to sanction selfish
schemes, and they will not permit them-
selves to be used for any doubtful ends, It
follows that what has been termed
*‘ Bossism ” is inimical to good party gov-
ernment, and this fact has had very much
to do with the Democratic successes at the
East. Republicans in the ** Boss "-ridden
States have for some time been chafing
against the humiliation of their position.
They were cajoled during several years
into trusting to the iynis fatuus of **re-
‘* form within the party.” They found at
last that this only meant the perpetuation
of ‘* Bossism,” and when they realized tliat
they refused longer to submit to the
‘‘ Bosses,” and rose against them,

Under other circumstances it might
fairly be contended that having got rid of
‘“ Boesism” by this heroic remedy, the Re.
publicans would rest content with theirold
organization, Bu% the moment ‘ihe
* Bosses” are got rid of, it must be discov-
ered that for saveral years past the party
has really been subsisting upon the struct-
ure of make-belicves set up by that cléu of
politicians” The ‘‘ Bossgg " undertagk o~
orrmain the-puftf®after it had ceased to
possese any issues. But a more dignter-
ested set of men would not undertake such
an enterpris®. A party, in short, eannot
be honestly maintaiued iz default of living
issues. The Republican party has no liv-
ing issues to-day ; and it has just thrown
off the rule of the *‘ Bosses ;” under these
circumstances we do nct eee how it can be
expected to cohere much longer, unless
indeed its better minds are prepared to
supply it with new views. Nor are these
the 'only considerations which suggest
themselves. The Republican party has
been rent cpen in several States. In New
York, in Pennsylvania, in Ohio, in Califor-
nia, for example, the seeds of intestine
strife have been freely sown during the late
canvass. Now party schisms of this kind
are among the most obstinate gquarrels
that occur. Involving as they do selfish
interests, poiitical ambition, the lust of
power, the hope of oflice, they appeal most
strongly to men’s passions, and they prove
singularly difficult of treatment. It may
therefore well be doubted whether it is
reasonable to expect a reaction before the
Presidential canvass of 1884; whether,
that is to say, the Republican party can
be reunited so as to enter that contest with
restored harmony and discipline,

It is certainly not probable that the pol-
iticians who have just been defeated will
be anxious to assist their conquerors in
preparing to meet the Democrats again,
Whoever believes in * Bossiem” will
resiat its overthrow, and will be unwilling
to bury it deeper by aiding its destroyers
to achieve a victory under the néw condi-
tions. Considering, then, that the Repub.
licans who have jast turned against their
party in order to defeat *‘Bossism” can-
not be expected to countenance a contest
without issues; and considering that the
friends of ‘‘ Bossism” cannot be expected
to be the friends of its triumphant foes ; it
must bz conceded that the outlook for the
future is not particularly bright. In fact
it seems perfectly credible that a juncture
may have been reached at which the sign
““No Thoroughfare” confronts the Na.
tional Republican party., And though a
superficial glance at the Democratic situa-
tion may appear to negative the supposi-
tion that that party too approaches disin-
tegration, a more careful ecrutiny will
satisfy the observer that decay also has
seized upon the Democracy,

That party has, it is true, a more ma-
chine-like and unreasoning discipline than
its opponent. It votes more like a mili-
tary than a political organization ; as if the
rank-and.file were not allowed to think for
themselves, but could only obey orders.
But it is one of the essential conditions of
a healthy national life that this intellectual
element should be in the minority, and as
a fact it is in the minority, For many
