He instanced
a conversation which he had with DeLong,
when the latter told him he had heard of ad-
verse criticisms concerning the management
of the vessel’s course, and upon hearing this
he (WeLong) bhad determined to head the
Jeannette for Wrangell Land. Melville did
not believe it would have bsen possible to
have saved the Jeannette from destruction.

pealed at auny moment if desirable,
He declared in positive manner that it would
not interfere with freedom of speech. Tts
anly effect would be to prevent a small nun.-
ber of members from subjecticg the House to
a yoke by uubridled licesze of speech, and
from stoppisg lezislation, He denied that
there wss a desire on the part of the Govern-
ment to apply a gag, or srbitrarily curtail
debata, but the eousntry would be unable to
reconcila the redundance of talk with the
paucity of action. He had made up his mind
to instrnct the House to do more and talk
less,

The debate then adjcurped at 6 o'clock in
the evening. The Government perseveres in
ita intention to force a division on the ques-
tion and settle the whole subject to-morrow
night.
