Mr. Ranger, north of town, has justsold
his French prunes. From sixty trees, five
years old, he sold $215 worth, after keep-
ing enough for himself, besides letting his
neighbors have a grest many. This is a
sample of what French prunes will do in
this county, This is an average of $430
per acre, and for five-year-old trees we
know of nothing to equal it.—[Santa Rosa
Democrat.

T. C. White, of Fresno, reports, from
experience, the cost per ton for curing,
boxing and shipping raisins to San Fran.
cisco, together with drayage from freight
depot there and commission on sales, at
880 ; to this he adds $60, as the value of
three tons of grapes required to make a
ton of raisins, making the total cost $140.
He reports having made five shipments of
raisins to San Francisco this season, which
have soid at $275 per ton, leaving $135 net
profit, equal to $65 for the grapes, of which
he estimates the yield at from three to six
tons per acre.

The Greenville Bulletin says that more

cattle are now being fattenad in Honey
Lake valley than have been seen there at
any one season for years' past. The hay
farmers there have done very well this
year ; their crops brought better prices
than formerly. The great hue and cry
that went up in the fall about the scarcity
of beef cattle was all bosh, and the price
of meats has not gone up so enormously
high as was expected. Scarcely a day
passes but what an immense drove of cat-
tle passes through Chico coming from the
mountains, and there are also plenty of
matton sheep.—[Chico Record.
The attempt to procure water for irri-
gating purposes at Lugonia, by putting
down pipe for surface wells, is likely to
prove a perfect success, The object is to
provide water for land not otherwise sup-
plied. On what is known as the old McCov
place a well with seven.inch pipe, ninety
fect in depth, i¢ just completed, on a grav-
elly bed, with fifty feet of water. The
flow is thought to be ample to irrigate ten
acres of land, with wind power. The con
tract has been let to put down nine mare
of the same kind, sufficient in all to irrigate
100 acres. Seventy feet of water is also
obtained on the old Corea tract, east of
Judge Will's, These results are likely to
effect quite a change in that quarter of
our valley, by utilizing a large quantity of
land hitherto unimproved for lack of wa-
ter.—[Santa Barbara Index,
