PROTECTIONIST QUACKERY.

Our dispatches yesterday gave some ac-
count of the recommendations made to the
TariffCommission by a body of protected
manufacturers calling itself the Metropoli-
tan Industrial League. The general tend-
ency of the propositions is toward such
superficial ta'i'T reductions as willleave
the main burdens of the system un-
toucked. Among the moro impudent
recommecdatioLS is that for the removal of
the tax on quinine, which was one of the
moat iniquitous imposts arjy povernmect

ever maintained. As a matter of course
the "League" recommends the removal
of meat of the Internal Revenue taxes.
That has become a sort of forlorn hope
withthe Protectionists. They have been
utterly routed whenever they have at-
tempted to defend the tariffby sober argu-
ment ; bnt if they can get the Internal
Revenue taxes abolished they know that
all hope of tariffrevision willbe gone, and
they can then afford to rest their case on
the necessity of providing a fixed amount
of revenue. This Metropolitan League,
however, seems to have taken a very wide
field for the employmeet of its energies. It
is not content with regulating the tariff,
but it must undertake the rehabilitation of
the shipbuilding industry. On tins head
it confidently observes: "Let Corjgress
"properly give a subvention to cur mail
"transports, and the demand forAmerican
"ships willimmediately prove the falsity
"and absurdity of the assertion that Amer-
icans cannot build ships, and the foolish"

assertion that a tariff on five per cent, of
"a ship's cost for crude material could
"affect the conditions cf our shipping
"community." This is a fair specimen of
the flippant rubbish which th3Protection-
ists utter whenever they approach these
questions.

In the first place nobody has asserted
that

"
Americana cannot build ships. " la

the Eecond place itis a Hat misstateinent
to say that there is only a tariff of fiveper
cent, on the material which enters into the
construction of ships. Inthe third place
it is a demonstration of ignorance to assert
thai the subsidizing of mail steamers could
by any posbibilisy revive the Bhip-building
interest. No doubt if Congress was un-
principled and foolish enough to squander
the people's money in such a way, it could
by piying large enough subsidies induce a
few ship-builders to build steamer?. Bat
this policy woald not revive the shipping
interest. That interest has decayed for
several reasons. Oae of the most potent
of these has been the substitution of iron
and steel for wood as bbip-bui!ding mate-
rial. Tue Navigation Lane and the lle-
bellioD, local taxation and a number of
Minor but vexatious incumbraeces and
restriction?, helped and hastened the decay
of our mercantile marine, and have ren-
dered all recovery impossible. What is
now proposed is an essentially imbecile
measure. It is, to pay American ship-
builders for building the most costly ves-
sels in the world;to maintain all the laws
and the taxei which make them the moat
costly vessels in the world;and to take
out of the pockets of the people enough to
make up the difference to them between
this excess of ccst and the producing price
of the foreign vessels which have takon
away our trade.

We need not hesitate to say that a more
hopelessly silly proposition than this could
not be made. But it is worse than silly,
for it is iniquitous. It ia no part of tiie
business of government to build up private
enterprises at the expense of the commu-
nity. Hitherto the shipping interest has
been paralyzed by law. The only rational
way to rehabilitate that interest ia to re-
move the obnoxious lavs. Repeal the
NavigationLiwc,let the tariffbe modified,
do away with looil taxation, put American
ship.buildingon a level with that cf other
countries by giving it freedom, and then if
there is any natural profit in the business
itwillrevive without artificial help, and
flourish again in a few years as it flourished
prior to IS~>7. But this subsidy policy is
the feeble recourse of men who are iccapa-
ble of thinking in a straight line. Of
what use is it to pay subsidies fcr the
building ot ships when oar preposterous
tariff drives American ship 3 from the
ocean \u2666 Subsidies cannot enable ehipa to
get freight abroad. We may makn it worth
the while of the ship owners to run them
without freight, but what good can that do
the country ? If we pay men fcr building
ships and for running them, th«y willbuild
and ran them to the extent that we make
it prcti table to do so. But if we retain
our Tariff and Navigation laws at the same
time we chillnever bring about a real re-
vival of the shipping interest.

And how should the granting of "a
"subvention to our mail transports," caus?

an immediate "demand for American
"ships?" Was anything ever more in-
consequent and absurd than thiskind of as-
sertion ? What has the subvention buei-
ness to do with the creation of a demand
for American ships ? Bat with most Pro-
tectionists the idea of a government
subsidy is the essence of wisdom, and a
panacea for all evils. As to the effect of
this Jrind of argument upon the TariffCom-
mission, it is at literallyno consequence,
since the TariffCommission is already an
exploded humbug. Bat the I>.;mocratic
party is about to come into power in Con-
gress, and itis possible that it may have
the courage of its convictions this time.
It is true that the Republicans control
Congress, and that they willcontinue to
do so until next March. Itis therefore
possible for them to do something towards
the reduction of taxation and towards the
revision of the tariff. We do not expect any-
thing of the kind under the circumstances,
because the Republican members of Con-
gress have never shown any enlightenment
in thii regard, and because the moßt of
them willdoubtless ba too core this win-
ter to care about doiDg anything to help
the reputation of a party which haß jast
repudiated them, or appeared to do so.
But it would none the lees be a wise thing
for these Republican members to do, and
it would show that they had taken the
recent lesson to heart.

In »ny case, however, the Democratic
pjrty appears resolved to take up the great
question of tsriff revision. Randall does
not represent the dominant element on this
question. That element is much better
represented by the New York World, and
by Carlisle and HurJ and knott, and men
of their way of thinking;. According to
the World the Democracy propose to inau-
gurate a genuine investigation into the
working of the tariff, and upon the results
of this they propose to base a new one.
They do not contemplate free-trade, bat
tariff revision. They wish to go as far as
p >ssible in the direction of free trade, and
to abolish

"
protection

"
as completely as

possible. The World, however, falls into
one singular error. It expresses itself as
in favor of the abolition of the Internal
Revenue tazeE, oblivious cf the fact that
if these taxes are abolished itwillbecome
more difficult than ever to bring about
tariff reform. The Internal Revenue taxes
moreover are not burdensome or oppressive

or unjust. They are capable of being re-
vised, no doubt, but the heaviest of them
are well placed, from an economic stand-
point, and it would be very bad statesman-
ship to do away with them.

THE PEOPLE AND THE RAILROAD.
Toe San Francisco Chronicle says :

"
The

"present attitude of the people of Califor-
"nia towards the railroad is not on ac-"

count of fancied wrong*, but because of"
gigantic abuses of powers," etc. What

is the
"

prcFeut attitude of the people of"
California towards the railroad ?

'
Does

the Chronicle know ? Most assuredly the
popular attitude is not at all that whichit
represents. The late election in this State
rcEulded in the overwhelming defeat of the
faction which made hostility to the rail-
road the mainspring of its policy. Tho
Republicans in their platfor;n forced this
issue. They said to the people :"We"

are the only genuine anti-railroad party.
"We can be trusted to 'cinch' the cor-"

porations ;we are 'reliable enemies' of"
the latter." And they canvassed the

State from end to end, thrusting this issue
forward everywhere. If the people had
been hostile to the railroad itis as clear as
the sun at noonday tl.at they would have
voted for Estee and the rest of the Rspub-
Hc3n ticket. But tha fact that Stoneman
was elected by 22,000 majority proves con-
clusiveiy that

"
the present attitude of

"the people of California towards the"
railroad" is not one of hostility ;that the

people of California have no quarrel with
the railroad ;that they do not consider
themstlves oppressed and plundered by it;
that th*y do not believe the malignant
falsehoods which the Chronicle is constantly
publishing concerning tho railroad;that
they take no stock whatever in the opin-
ions of the Orwriffa in regard tc the rail-
road ;that thpy look upon the "anti-
"railroa;V talk as the' windy and iusiucere
trickery of demagogues, adventurers and
dishonest snlf-scekers who are prepared to
abuse any interest for the sake of political
capital. In short it it> like the Chronicle*
impudence to pretend, in the face of this
crushing repudiation of its anti railroad
position, and of its counsels generally, that
the

"
present attitude of the peoplo of"

California towards ths railroai" is any-
thing but friendly.

MRS. LANGTRYAND THE PRESS.
The way in which the New Yorkpapers

contradict one another about Mrs. Lnngtry
is extremely bewildering and not a little
aggravating. Itis quite impossible to ob-
tain any clear idea either of her appear-
ance or her acting, from the tenor of the
criticisms. Every time that she appears
ina new character some journals declare
that bhe has made a pronounced success,
while as many more assert that she has
made a miserable failure. Itmust be con-
fessed, however? tbas they have not a
tingle really good dramatic critic oa the
New York press. The dramatic notices
all seem to be written by very young men,
who are far more anxious to make a brill-
iant impression by their writing than to
form intelligent and discriminating judg.
mente. To realize how j June and thin
these criticisms are, one should turn occa-
sionally to the dramatic notices in the best
I'arie journaU, and thpuld stnrly, especially,
the methods of Saiut-B =uve. InNew York
the public evidently do not pay any atcea-
tion to the press criticisms, but form their
own judgments concerning plays and
actors, and mere frtqaently than not do
this in opposition to the ideas of the lead-
ins; journals. As regards Mrs. Lingtry,
the people of California will evidently
have to wait until they can Ece her for
themselvt s, and as she is coming here ia
about three months they willbe able to
form correct impressions concerning her
atinding, both aa a professional beauty aud
as an artist.

A NICE ARMY.

The preliminary announcements conccrn-
ia^ the Egyptian expedition to the Sou-
dan are not calculated to inspire much
canGdence in the martial spirit of the
troops. It m stated that the men seize
every opportunity for desertion by whole-
sale, and that ithas been found absolutely
necessary to tako their guna away from
them and send the arms and ammunition
toKhartoum by separate conveyances, to
prevent them from dis&ipating all the
offensive resources of the expedition. If
these troops prove capable of overcoming
the False I'rophet, he must be a particu-
larly feeble old gentleman. Itis, however,
very much more probable that they will
repeat the Abyssinian experience, and
take to their heeU as soon as they find
themselves under lire. On'the whole itis
a pity that a couple of English regiments
were not dispatched to the Soudan instead
of these incapables.
