Bub it
is extremely questionable whether the ea-
gacious counsels of those who look farthest
ahead can guard the party against the
operation of its own methods. It must be
borne in miad that the Democratic party
has pever shown any disposition to do
away with the spoils system. It has been
so long out of power that whenever it gets
in it is at the mercy of its hungry elements,
and they have no other policy than to
make hay while the sun shines. Democrats
look forward at this moment with eager
anticipation to the next Presidential cam.
paigp, fally expecting to capture the ad-
ministration at that time. Bat they
would find it bhard to demonstrate the
grounds upon which they expect once more
to cbtain that formerly Republican vote
which this year has given them seven
States all of whiclt wer: supposed to be
strongly Republican. This year the Re-
publicans voted the Damocratic ticket in
order to put down *“ Boszsism ” in their own
party. But the very fact that they did so
shows that they are not at all likely to
support the Democrats unless the latter
prove themselves to be in earnest as re-
formers. :

leform of the Civil Service is now very
generally understood to be the key to all
other political reforms, and we may rest
assured that when the parties are mar-
shalled in 1534 the independent vote which
this year has thrown the country into the
hands of the Democrats will refuse te vote
for any ticket which does not represent a
real determination to abolish the spoils sys-
tem. It is therefore necsszary to see how
the Democrats stand on this issue. In the
first place it must be perceived that their
‘“Bosses ” have not yct been repudiated,
and that all the elements in their organiza-
tion which correspond to those just
sloughed off by the R:publicans, are still
vigorous and at the political front. And
this is a very important consideration, for
it must handicap the party heavily during
the next two years, and so render it less
fit than it should be to enter the Presiden-
tial race, The Democrats in Congress will
probably not try to change any of the po-
litical methods they find in vogue. Taey
will naturally follow the example of their
opponents in making the most capital pos-
sible out of their position, They will de-
sire re-election, and to secure it they
will freely employ tie Federal patronage
whenever they are able to doso. They
will in short prefer what is called * prac-
““tical politics” to the theories of Civil
Service reform,

Tne result will be that the Damocrats
will have committed themselves thoronghly
to the spoils system long before 1854, and
that no matter what professions they may
make then they will be discredited before
the country. Now under ordinary circum-
stances perhaps this would not hurt them
much, becanse uuader ordinary circum.
stances there would be no room for un-.
favorable comparison with the metheds of
their opponeats, Bat if the Republican
‘“Bosses” are really and finaily sup-
pressed, it is to be expected that a better
element will come to the front in the Re-
publican party—an element which the in-
dependent vote can repose confldence ip,
and which it may be induced to support.
Of course we do not lose sight of the pos-
sibility that the Republican leaders may,
notwithstanding the defeat of this year,
continue to blunder. We fully under-
stand that it is within the power of these
leaders to adopt a policy which will make
a Democratic victory in 1884 certain, un.
less a third party superior to both the old
ones should meantime come into existence,
But we are justified in assuming that so
suicidal a course will not be followed ;
that the Republicen leaders will recognize
the true significance of the revolution
which has occurred, and that they will do
nothing to make the position of their party
worse than it is,

If the Republicans do not help the Dem-
ocrate, as they helped them this year, the
question is whether the Dzmocrats can so
guide their course as to inspire confidence
in the independent vote. In order to do
this they must declare themselves opposed
to the spoils system, and they must do
more than make promises, It is true that
they have another opportunity ; that by a
judicious tariff reform policy they can
strengthen themselves greatly ; but it is
not ai all certain that they can harmonizs
upoa that subject, and judging from their
past action they are more likely to tem-
porize upon it than to take decided
ground, Even with a judicious tariff re-
form policy, nevertheless, they will be
expected to declare for Civil Service re-
form. And we do not believe that they
can make this sacrifice. For the Democ-
racy is suffering from all the diseases which
afilict the Republican party. It has no
vantage ground in any respect. It has as
corrupt elements, as foolish leaders, it is
as much under ‘‘ machine ” rule, i; is as
destitute of principles and convictions, In
fact it needs regeneration fully as ruch as
its rival, and it is about to be exposed to
temptations which no corrupt old party
can be expected to withstand successfully.

We have seen how, time and again,
partial Democratic successes have been
nullified by swiftly succeeding blunders
of the most serious character. It has
been made manifest on every similar occa-
sion that the proper leaders of the party
were completely overborne by the worse
elements, Is there any ground fer ex-
pecting a different cutcome this time?
We arc unable to perceive any. Oa the
contrary, we think it probable that the
present situation is calculated to bring all
the worse elements to the front more con-
spicuously than ever, and that the proper
leaders of the party are likely to be more
compietely overwhelmed than at any for-
mer time. We do mnot see any reason
for believing that the National Democracy
is capable of that thorough regeneration
which can alome commend it to the
independent voters in 1884, As we
have said, it cannot hope to rise upon its
unaided merits. Even should it succeed
in avoiding disastrons mistakes during
the next two years it will yet need the
sustaining influence of Republican follies
or crimes to put another victory within its
Jeach. Those, therefore, who argue that
because it has been successful once, there-
fore it will eucceed in 1884, are making
very loose calculations, They should re-
member that the vote which haz given the
Democrais victory this year is not a D:m.
ocratic vote, and that this year both par-
ties were alike destitute of genuine issues
and principles. Two years hence we may
reasonably expect that the Republican
party will be somewhat better than it
has been, but krowing what temptaticns
it will be exposed to, we cannot believe
that the Democracy will have undergone

any change for the better in the interval,

THE PEOFLE AND TEE RAILROAD.

The San Francisco Chronicle still makes
abortive efforts to escape from the inexora-
ble logic of the political situation.. The
Recorp - UN10X a2szerts that the late élec-
tion in this State conclusively proved the
anti-railrcad bkowl to be condemned by
public opinion. Aud of that fact there is
no room for doubt or guestion. The anti-
railcoad iesue could by no possibility have
beea put more strongly than it was by the
Republicans in the late campaign. Their
speakers discussed no other queztion. They
had the ablest orators on the coast in their
service, They went everywhere, The
people heard all they had to say, and then
went and voted for the Democrats, Of
course under the circumstances it was out
of the power of the people to vote for a
digtinctively pro-railroad candidate, be-
cause there were none such in the field.
Bat they certainly showed, in the most
unmistakable mauner, that they did not
believe in the Republican ultra anti-
railroad policy, and they did this by repu-
diating the ultra faction overwhelmingly.
The Chronicle makes a ludicrously confused
effort to explain the election in accordance
with its ideae. It says: *‘How it came
‘““to pass that Stoneman was elected and
‘‘ Estee not is a different question, Itwas,
‘“no doubt, partly because he was the first
““in the field, but chiefly because he
‘‘received the entire railroad vote of the
‘State, as well as the benefit of the divi-
‘“‘sion in the Republican ravke, which
‘“ was clearly brought about in the intereat
‘‘ of monopoly.” OI course this is sheer
nonsense. What the Chronicle calls ¢ the
*‘ railroad vote” was the vote of the many
thousands of R:publicans who disapproved
of the anti-railroad claptrap of the party
managers, What it calls *‘ the division in
‘“the Repablican ranks” was the indignant
secession of the aforesaid Republicans, who
were profoundly disgusted with the work
of the State Convention, and who refused
to assist demagogues in making a causeless
and outrageous war upon one of the most
beneficent and important interests in the
State. The Chronicle, with characteristic
fatuity, speaks of ‘‘the few readera” of
the Recorp-U~ston, If resuits are evi-
dence of journalistic influence, assuredly
the Chronicle must have fewer readers than
many a country weekly, for the people of
California at the late election showed their
appreeiation of its judgment and honesty
by giving a majority of 22 000 for the ticket
it had opposed, and by burying its spe-
cial-pet candidate, Doyle, so deep that he
will never be resurrected. The real truth
is that it is this which exasperates our by
no means esteemed contemporary. The
popular verdict of condemnation fell quite
as heavily upon it as upon the Republican
ticket and platform, and this was a very
discouraging circumstance for a journal
which depends mainly for its existence
upon the value of an *‘influence” which,
as the late election demonstrated, it does
not possess.

DOMESTIC NEWS,

The Eabor Congress.

CrLEveLaND, Novewber 231 —The Labor
Congrees ihis forecoon adepted a resolution
offered by Robert Howard, of Fall River,
Maze.,, representing the Male Spinners’
Unicn, condemving the Pacific Mills of
Lawrsnce and the Hearmony Mills of Ca-
hoes, for forcing a lockout by a reduction of
wages, alleged to be uanecessary ard oppres-
tive. The Leogislative Committee was in-
s‘ructed to urge the incorporation of Trades
Unions. Tenement-house cigar-makicg wes
denoucced in ths discussion, It was voted
to meet in New York on the third Tu::day
of next August. 1t was voted to admit to
representation one delegate from ezch local
Labor Union, and fix a per capita tax of one
cent upon each member per anmum. A
memorial was received from the Woman's
National Labor Union petitioriog for repre-
sentation, After discuesing the nature of
the inquiry, whether the petition is actually
in the irterest of labor, it was voted to admit
all bona fide Traces Uwvioss of wowen. A
resclution was adopted, by a vote of 15 to 4,
to admit representatives from district organi-
zations of Knights of Labor on the same basis
as Trade Assembliecs. A resolution was
2d)pted to encourage the formation of State
Federations to it fluenca legislation. A com-
mittee was appointed to obtain legal advice
as to the constitutionality of the Miller Chi-
pese bill, some provisions of which have been
set aside by a California Court, and the com-
mittee was instructed, if tho Act iz pro-
nounced constitutional, to have it enforced.
If unconstitutional, to secura the passazs of
an amondment rectifying the defacts, A
resolution declaring lsed common properiy
was adversely reported upon and defeated,
A resclution by Congressman Metch was
adopted, calling for the enforcement of the
national eight-hour law, and the Secretary
was dicected to notify Presidens Arthur of
the action of this Congress.

Her cost will
ba %65 a ton, against $55 a ton asked for
wooden vessels by Eastern ship builders, She
wiil be ready sbout April 1st, and will bs
placed in the California trade.

Loxnon, November 23d.—In the House of
Commons this afterncon Gladstone denied
that the Arrears of Rent Act bad proved a
failure. The full benefits of its provisions,
he said, had not yet been ascertained, The
Government did not intend to intrc-
duce a bill to extend the perind for the
payment of rent of 1851, Hea desired the
decision of the Government to be universally
known., Ja consequence of Gladstone’s dec-
laration Parnell, supported by over 100 me=x-
bers—the new rule requiring only over thirty
—moved an adjournment of the Honse, Pur.
nell contended that in conecquence of the
provision introduced into the Arrears of Rent
Act, as a coucession to the landlord interest,
it was rendered ambiguous, and it was impos-
sible for any tenant to know how much rent
he had to pay in order to secure its advan-
tages,

After a desultory diccussion, eustained by
the Irish members, Treveliyn, Chief Secre-
tary for Ireland, said there was still & period
of five weeks for the tenants to take advan-
tage of the Arrears of Rent Act. The Land
Commission has prophesied that the buik of
applications would come in at the last mo-
ment, If this ehould prove to be the case, a
much larger eum than £250,000 weculd bz
peeded to meet the claims. 1t was most im-
portant, he said, that the people sthould know
that the time originally mentioned in the Ar-
rears Act would bestrictly adhered to. Tre
cost against the tenaut for ejectment wounld
be very light, except when ioceeased by their
owa fault, ec.ing, in some instances, on bad
advices. The Arears cf Rent Act was the
greatest benefit Parliament had ever extended
to an unfortunate class of people. It would
be giving them more than they had exvected
if the oufstunding costs were paid. Up to
the 221 instant the evictions were cnly half
those in any previcus month duricg the year.
The Goveroment, Trevellyn said, would not
undercstimate the distress slong the west
coast of Ireland, and hs would not cease to
watch for evidences of suffe ring until the necxt
harvest had been gathered, He had ordered
the moet miuute repoirts from seven countier.
The Government did not iatend to advance
monay for public works, as that wonld be amoss
extravagant method of relief, ard wonid af-
ford no real alleviation of ibe distress, Dur.
ing the great famice 1z I.e'and, 3 000,600
p-rsons were fed for six months by the direct
poor law relief for £500,000. That sum would
feed them only six weeks by meaus of public
works enterprises, The Government now
intended to conduct the system cf relief with
¢n efheiency that would give the most posi-
tive assurance to the people that they would
not starve,

Gibson, member for Dablin University,
criticised the Arrears of Rent Act. He said
thera was real distress in the west of Ireland,
but as yet there was no reason to dread a
famine.

Parnell withdrew his metion for adjourn-
ment., He said the Govirnment were now
fully warned of the state of things that might
supervene in Ireland through distress duricg
the winter, %
