Inregard to tbe present ir.fiixofamusements, itis almost nfelless to detail

the fresh scores in professional succe.-a made by either Modjeska, Salvini,
Niltson or Patti. They had already attiiaad the highest rung in the ladders of
their respective professions, and ocly taccesses were t-> be expected of them ;
and that they have not disappointed ivtheir mobt recent engagements is by no
means surprUiLg. But for Mrs. LaDgtry the case was oiffsrent. Anew and a
trying ordeal was before her in h»r introduction to the A nerican public,
especially ina professional role ;and that she was to be as variously judged as
theie were persons to judge, was to be looked for. To say that she has not dis-
appointed in her reputation for beauty, is sayiDg foi her fjuite as much as say-
ing that she has, in a great measure, agreeably disapp inteal in her professional
efforts. While theie are many cocflictiug opinions, aud various shades of
opinion in regnr jto her physical loveliness, it has bstn conceded that she is an
unusually attractive woman

—
a concession which has been rather unwillingly

wrong fnm an American audience; while it ia agreed that her beauty con-
si'ts rather in an indescribable grace of air aud bearing, ia an unconscious
charm of manner and amiability of deportment, than in mere faultlen?sness ot
features or compleiional tintintr. And if no more, upon more intimate ac-
quaintance, can be said, this ismuch

—
surely enough, on the subject of mere

physical comeliness, ti n-.jfi.-fy or to pratify the most exacting oi women. Of
her acting ! Itis agreed that, while she invyh .ye much yot to learn in the profes-
sional rule, she has, in a great measure, mistered the technicalities of the stage,
and displays a worthy amount of Oramalic adaptability, ifcot genius in the
dramatic art. Her peraenaticn, Hester Graz?brook, is regarded as a fair, ifnot
a finished rendition of a complex and difficult character ; while there is
naturally felt Borne curiosity as to how she will delineate the arch,
delightful, brilliunt, mercurial and difficultcharacter of Shakespeare's heroine,
in "As You 1/ke It.

"
Oa the whole, indeed, the public may be said to be non-

committal inestimating either the beauty or the accomplishments ofMrs. Lang-
try;and some of us are inclined to think that this noc-cjmmittal spirit is as
much the result si cowardice as a di?prsiiion neither to praise too highly nor
to condemn too unreservedly. Of the reflective iLflaence of Mrs. Lingtry's
presence, a noticeab'e indication has form iv the more careful toilets that are
niwto ba ee3n at the theater. Ithas come to pass in New York that the
toilet for the theater is now considered almost as nm:h as the toilet for the
opera ;and while the fulldress of the private box at the opera has not yet ap-
peared in the temples of the histrionic art, there is much more than former cara
bestowed up in the dress now worn at the theater. For the purpose, thus far
only the street costume is tolerated, while in this any amou-it of richness is ad-
missible ;and much thought ia given to the wrap and to the head-dress. The
wrap which just now figures inosi notably in toilets worn at the theater ia the
velvet or the plujh j»cket—this, worn over a chamois-skin jicket, being suffi-
ciently warm, while not forming a cumbrous covering, or interfering, by volu-
minousnes?, with a neighbor's comfort or rights. Handsome d^missison
dolman*, however, are not infrequent in our theaters, and there is a sensible
sjirinkliog of India shawl?, and a few

—
more or less pronvnee

—
ipera cloaks.

Oa the subject of the head-dress, respect for those who may be in the rear,
as well as common sense, hu come to the rescue. In consequence, large hats
and bonnets have beea cjndemned, and ladies now sujply themselves
v.ith a capote, which ia inteTidad to do the common service of
& head-drass for places of amusement and for the visiting
toilet. Many of these little bonnets are still made of jetted, wbite and col-
ored crystal crowns and lace brims, with more recent faucy for the crown of
cruchet in gold or silver cord, or of basket-woven narrow gold braid or mili-
tary lace, and the brim of velvet. In some models the velvet in puffed on
the brim, ami in some the brim is fiuis'ned with a roll covered with basket-
weaving of chenille or of narrow velvet ribbon. Other models of the capote
are made wholly of the novelty laces— these covering the bonnet-frame in
close piiB?es or knife plaitin^s— the plisses turned up from the base of the
crown and applied in consecutive rows to the edge of the brim. In all in-
stances the capote is very simply trimmed. We have seen charming little
bonnets, trimmed only with the necessary strings of velvet or of Ottoman
ribbon, and the head cf an owl, a stunVi bird of medium siz?, or a little
tuft of short curling ostrich-tips, posed high on the left side. Kecently, how-
ever, the inclination gecms to be for rather more pretentious garniture ; os-
trich-tips have been exchange Ifor two plumes

—
the longer reaching from the

left side over the top and drooping down the right side cf the bonnet, while
the B'iorter overlaps the n'lill of the longer and droops over the left tkle ;
and a small bouquet of fllwers is the approved trimming for cipotes made
of p.aited Uce

—
the strngs oi the lacs bouneU bein;; usually a scarf formed

of the lace. This simp'.e littla head-dresE, a handsome skirt and a silk-pluth
or a velvet jacket, cors'.itute ore ot the most approved of the toilets now
seen at p'acss of fashionable amusemeat ;and the jacket, with a large hat or
a pike bonnet to match, ia perhaps mere frequently seen oa the street than
other dtess for young ladies.

Mitrcn* affect the dolman as the street wrap; and whilemany of the recent
cloaks are sumptuous almost beyond comparison tboße of former seasons,
the nifijirity of ladies are content with less extravagant wiapa, and simply-
trimmed cl )thcloaks are ia greater demand than the rich creatioßs of satin,
velvet and plush brocadj. But of cloaks, moie to come. Matror.6 more gen-
erally Bffect tbe amaller, rather thiu the larger shapes in bonnets, though the
head 3resss in rather in accordance with the occasion of the toilet than after
arbitrary uiota'.ion. Indoors ladies of luxurious habits wear very elegant
HKitinetx or tea-gowns (now names for our old acquaintance, thereto&c/cjm'.rc),
though much more freqneutly the houge-dre^s is the simplest street-dress com-
plemented by ndainty little aproD, which serves at mice f>r breakfast and sew-
ing wear. The most recent sewing-aprons to which our attention has been
directed are of French mull or cambric, enriched with naedle-wnrk. The apron
is formed «i a central and side-gore, hoOowad ont to fit the waist, set to a belt,
and completed by a bib. This is merely pinred on ea^h side tt the bosom, or it
is furnished withshoulder-straps which are united to the belt at the back. In-
stead of the side-pockets oi the past, the bottom of tha apron is overlaid by a
piece hollowed cut in two side-?ca!lops at the top; this piece attached in the
center by a Bm of stirchinj, and formin? of itself two side-peckets, as recepta-
cleß tat the pcisaor?, the thimble, Bewitg-cotton, etc. The piece attached, as in
several aprons shown n*, was made the foundation for a rich design of
embroidery, while an exqnisi'e finish to the apron appeared in a flit of satin
ribboc, in rose color, ciel-blae, or pa'.e old-gold, pet at the head and in the cen-
ter of the piece which forms the po^keti, with a nn-ill piece each side cf the bib.
This pattern of a fewing and house-keeper's apron was pleafirgly copied in
croBP-barred urn- tin. trimmed with Hamburg edeing ;in plain French mull
trimmed witha Wee-edged plisae, acd in sMid pink and blue gingham, trimmed
withHamburg edging, or whh narrow rvffl>s of ths gingham.

\Vi»h tbe Bpron inthe bre»kf»«t toilet, a diinty liUle breakfast can is the
rtile. Th"re ar? pretty breakfast caps of embroidered mull, with a border of
Oriental !acv, trimmed withsatin rihhon to m»tch (he ribbon that trims the
apron ;wl.iie a satisfactory complement to the apron apnearx in a cap made
of an M&rolchnd handkerchief trimmed with ribbon, the kerchief being used
bo as mo-t effectively to di»p'ay the c<rner». Young Ulies aa well as matrona
now wear th«--e Jainty brp»kf*»t. ca^» ;while midd!i?«gpd matrons acd
dowt gers have cupi mad" of HottpJ-«ilk tulle, with borders farmed of creiie-
l:sa? or tu'ls ruohinc, w'ti trimninT of whi"e. or r.f cn'or"d sitin ribbon an
inch wiif-. \u25a0> »i*'-<? in some itii'tanc" by » small bocqaet \u25a0 f donhle vio^s, UHm
of thJ. vr*'l-y «r r.tVur ftrr.H bloas me Th= ftyle if tha French nurse's cap ia
th-.t in which th« breaVf i»t csp i- tr.oet fr«qu.ntlv to be s»»n, thrush this h»ad-
dree% is pon'oHmes merplv a little lacf-'rl.TirreittiareV, on w;ich ia prcerl a
clu**er.b wrf rnw-!iaun ribbon.
