Sun acd Why the Problem s Difficult,

The present generation may as well get
all the possible interest out of the coming
transit of Venus, for it is something that
they will not see again, nor their children’s
children. After the 6th of December next,
there will not be another transit for 1213
years, the next following in the month of
Juae, in the year 2004. As very few peo-
ple will probably obeerve the phenomenon,
ita chief interest for them must lie in the
same cause which gives its importance for
astronomers and men of science, the facs
that it is expected to furnish a more ac-
curate measurement of the distance bet ween
the earth and the sup tham now exists, It
must be remembered that the opportuni-
ties already enjoyed for this observation
can atill be counted on the fingers of one
hand and that coosiderable errors have
been shown to exist. The first predicted
and observed transit of Venus was in
1639, by Benjamin Horrox, of Lancashire,
England, and it hardly counts in the series,
The next transit, in 1761, was observed
from a considerable number of stations,
but the results obtained varied widely,
ranging from 77 846,000 to 96,163,000
miles. In 1769 there was again considera.
ble variation, the largest limit being, as be-
fore, 96,163 000, while the smallest was
92,049,000, From a combination of the
two, Eocke dednced a probable result of
95,049,600 which was accepted for many
years. Other methods indicated that this
resuit was too great by 3,000,000 to 4,000, -
000 miles, and the chservations of the next
traneit, that of 1874, confirmed this, giv.
ing a distance of about 92,000,000 miles,
The approaching observations are awaited
with special interest, because, if in full
agreement with those Jast taken, they will
substantially determine this question,

The measurement of the distancs depends
on ascertainining the sun’s horizontal par-
allax, that is, the angle which should be
made at the center of the sun by lines ex-
tending from a point there, one to the
center of the earth and one to just toach
its curved surface. In the triangle formed
by these lines, the angles being known and
als0 one side, that is the semi-diameter of
the earth, the remaining sides can be cal-
culated and the distance between the earth
and sun thus determined. How to find
the angle accurately is the great practical
difficalty, because it is tco small for meas-
urement by any crdinary means. In the
case of the moon, for instance, the hori-
zontal parallax is not far from one degree,
and is therefore large enough to be directly
observed withont much difficulty, In the
case of the sun whoze parallax is not
far from eight and a half seconds, or abount
one-420th part that of the moon, the case
is very different. The probable error in
the direct observation is so great that
results obtained in this way are open to
grave suspicion in spite of the progress
that has been made in the construction of
instruments adapted to the work. Not
many years ago it was reckored at four
seconds or half the whole approximate
parallax, and the resalt of such an error,
according to the side on which it oceurred,
would be to make the distance anywhere
from a third less than the truec amount up
to twice what it ought to be, Tzat is fo
say, such a result would give the distance
of the sun anywere from 60,000,000 miles
to 189,000 €00.

The occasional passage of the planct
Venus across the face of the sun relicves
this difficulty. It will be remembered that
Venus has a distance from the sun of scme
68,000,000 miles as against 92 000,000 for
the eartb. When, therefore, she pasces
between the earth and the sun she s less
than one-third as far from the earth as the
gun is, and consequently her parallactic
displacement as she passes across the sun
is considerable enough for tolerably accu-
rate measurement by modern appliances.
In passing across, her course describes a
line across the face of the sun, whizh is
differently situated according to the posi-
tion of the observer. The lengths of these
cords may be ulilized as a basis of calcnla-
tion, and also by Delislc’s method the com-

by olsérversat different points, noting the
begimning or the end of contact. S:ili
other methods may be followed, and all
these various means were employed ab
last transit,

As a practical matler it is of course im-
posible to take the observaticn from point
ninety degrees apart, and all the ohserva.
tions taken are subject to a long and com-
plicated reduction and inve 2D Immense
amount of calcnlation. Thers are means
independent of the transit of Venus by
which the run’s distance may be computed
snd the problem has been repeatediy
worked out in various ways. This, how-
ever, is the direct and most satisfactory
method. If perfectly accurate observa-
tiona could be had it would scttle the ques-
tion absolutely. Some idea of the dimen-
sions used and a correspending notion of
the delicacy of the problem may be had by
remembering that if the lines from the sun
to the center and the circumference of the
earth could be laid down on paper the di-
vergence would be so small as to be practi-
cally invisible for eight or ten feet. To
ascertain an angle like this i3 an enormous
undertakicg, which aside from the im-
portant result to be obtained would attract
much interest in itself,
