THE PREVALENT FEVERS.
There is inthis Stale some alarm on ac-

count of the prevalent fevers
—especially

those of typho-malarial form. Phj sioian?
who hava given the matter much study
aay tint these fevers are not confined to
any particular locality ;that they are en-
demic in character, as a type of American
disease, and that they are moia prevalent in
New York, N^w Himpshire, and especially
in Connecticut, than in any other States,
though appearing in ceiriy all. That they
are not always dus to local causes is found
in the fact that they break out and rage
this year in remote localities, which have
been heretofore each considered the very
paradise of health, and the situation ofwhich
should assuro them against violent dis-
eases. A gentlenrun who arrived here yes-
terday from the cjM mountain regions of
northern Idaho and Washington Territories
\u25a0peaks of typhoid fever bjing found this
season on the mountain tops there, and at
one settlement he waa told thut no less
than fourteen cases were then in tho hands
of the local physician— and this, in a place
where no possible sewer gises,tor drain
vapors, or exhalations from decaying mat-
ter could be ascribed as causes, and whore
mil the conditions were bucu as surround
the highest stitc cf health.

THE DEMOCRATIC ORGAN AND THESTATE PRISONS.

Toe San Francisco Examiner has for the
past two years indulged in general denun-

ciations of the administration of the State
Prisons cf thia S:ate. Thete denuncia-
tions have been 80 vague and UDspecidc as

to justifydoubts of that journal's geLeral
intelligence of the matters it no freely

criticises. Latteily it has evidently been
preparing ths way for a Dsmocratic c!e»n
sweep of prison officials, and when that is

accomplithed nothing more willba heard
through it;columns of the maladministra-
tion of prison affiairs. In fact the Ex-
aminer has not at any time had any fault
to find with the misrule and miggovern-
ment of the State Prison under the 1>srno-
cratic administration fcf Governor Irwin.
It pretends to ignorance of the fact
that the worst features cf penal
discipline existing to-diy are legacies of
the administration which paid cmc convict
in a single settlement §1,700 for woikdone
while serving a sentence to hard labor for
crime; which contracted for the further
service of the same convict at $100 per
month, including a barter for tbe exercise
of Executive clemency, and allowed that
same convict liberties wholly at variance
with proper penal restraint and discipline.
The Examiner has found fault with prison
management as it has existed under lie-
publican administration. Itmakes no spc-
dfiflallegations agaicst the existing pena!
administration, because itisnot wellenough
informed to formulate such charges, and it
lacks the a<idrcßß toconceal the politicalmo-
tive which underlies the bald dogmatism of
it3ill-informedcriticisms. In all this the
Examiner is illustrating the difference be-
tween a loose-ton ;,ued Rcold and a respon-
sible journalist, and emphasizing the dis-
tinction between a reformer and a vilifier.

Recently the California Prison Coimms-
eioa, a benevolent association, through its
Board of Directors, issued a report, in
which willba found some complimentary
references to the general administration of
the State Prison at Sin Qientin. The
Commission is a voluntary benevolent asso-
ciation, organized in the interest of penal
reform, and for the further worthy object
of aiding discharged convicts to return to
the paths of industrious and honorable
manhojd. The commendation accorded the
management of the prison referred to by
thia charitable body was not at all to the
purpose of the Examiner. That paper has
evidently taken a contract to prepare the
public mind for a transfer of all emolu-
ments arising out of prison patronage and
prison official position to Democratic
beneficiariej. The commendatory re-
marks of the benevolent Commission were
therefore assailed, not by any intelligent,
candid showing of facts, which would
prove the omnundations undeserved, but
by that species of ill-bred unt upporttd as-
sertion which is forever the resort of
stupid malignity. We iatend by this no
defense of the prison administratijn of the
State. We have heretofore presented
specifically the offenses for which it is in-
diclable. Bat it is altogether too
well known that with Ell it 3 faults
the existing prison management ia better
than any under Democratic rule, to en-
courage any hope of improvement through
Democratic ascendancy, or to make its fail-
ures the batis of successful assault upon
Republicau administrations. It is also
only too evident that complaiuta agaiast
the prison management aro now beint;
brought forward for the purpose of sup-
planting oae political partisan management
by another, a change which promises noth-
ingof good to genuine I'rison Reform.

PENDLETON AND CIVILSERVICE RE-FORM.

S:nator PendletOD, of Oiiio,has had the
floor of the Senate in advocasy of hia Civil
Serviaa lleform bill,and iimust be ad-
mitted that he has made a mojßi tffjetive
showing in favor of the proposed measure.
A leading feature of tiie bill provides /or *
competitive examination of applicants for
positions in the Departments at \Yashiog-
ton and in the Cnston-.-home service tf the
country. The number of officials iv the
CivilService affected by its provisions will
exceed ten thousand, and the faithful ap-
plication of its principles cannot fail to
give tb.9 country a more competent and
faithful corps of pubiic servants. Senator
Pendleton was unsparing in showing
clearly the vices of the existing system,
and even if his billfail* the principles of
CivilService Keform willhave received a
new impetus inpublic favor by the search-
ing discussion to which they are being sub-
ject in the Senate. Itshould cot escapa the
attention of the Republican leaders in the
Senate that the billnow before that body is
distinctively a Democratic mea3ure, and
that a refusal to support it on their
part will estrange "from their party that
large and increasing ckss of intelligent
people who, unambitious as to officialposi-
tion loc themselves, and fully conscious of
the corrapting influences of the spoils sys-
tem, have determined that that system
shall be extirpated at any cost of effjrt
and at a':! sacriSce of party aliiiiations. We
do tot doubt but that Senator Fendleton
sees a party advantage in the measures
proposed by his bill. In fact, he clearly
admitted as much inhia speech. He warned
his Democratic collesafues that the success
of their party in the national campaign of
1884 rested upon two things, to wit, full
response to the deman.lg of the peorte in
curbing and circumscribing the power of
machine iule;and second, the disarming
of the gieat army of cfficials, which, like a
wxll-disciplined hostile force, goes forth to
control campaigns and carry c-lectiocs. But
Senator l'endleten's motives are no p»rt of
the real considerations underlying this
gre*t measure. The best of causes are
often won through the worst of mo'.ives en
the part of those who hive tought to pro-
mote them. After all, cny good must find
its vindication on other ground than the
motives of those who labor for its estab-
lishment.

A FAIR ON WHEELS.

The Northern Pacific Railroad Coirpany
!has recently adopted a very novel method
Iof advertising to the paople of the older set'
jtied regions of the country the material re-
Isources of territories through whichits lines
run, and which are awaiting settlement.
The company fitted up a car adapted to
the exhibition cf agricultural aad mineral
products. It then collected specimens of
coal from Dakota, silver and lead ore from
Montana, varieties of wood from tha forests
of Minnesota, with specimens of agri-
cultural products in the way of wheat,
oat*, corn, natural and cultivated grasses
all along the line. These were arranged in
an attractive display in the car, and the
fair on wheels sent to all the principal|
to^cs of New York, Penotylvania, Ohio,
Indiana, Illinois,Missouri and lowa. Itis
said that over 200,000 visitors were thus
made acquainted with the resources of the
country res resented by the exhibition.
