Handsome Prtsent

Yesterday afternoon at 1:30 o'clock the
Supetior Court rf Sacramento county uss
called to order. Itwai generally known that
Hod. T. B McFarland had received the ap-
pointment as Superior Judge, tosucceed Hon.
S. C. l>_r.n>:i, and nearly s!l tbe attorceys

who prac'-ice in the Court were present, be-
sides a cumber of spectators. Judge Dinson
introduced Mr. McFirland tothe memben cf
the Ear, acd bjspeks for his successor the
same kiadne^s ar.d courtesy whichhad always
been shown to h:m.
