LITTLE BY LITTLE.

The signs of approaching trouble be-
tween Germany and Raussia are increasing,
little by little. Now it is intimated that
the German Government may find it necea-
sary to dispatch larger garrisons to the
fortified places on the Russian frontier. Of
course care is taken to state in the plainest
manner that this is not a measure of mis-
trust or aggression, but that it is simply a
precaution. Bat the taking of a precau-
tion at such a time shows that apprehen-
sion is felt, and there is nothing concerning
which (it can be felt but Russian inten-
tions, The Russians on their part are busy
corstructing new railways, all of which
converge upin the frontier, and as there
has been no recent rapid growth of Rus.
sian commerce, aed as all the Russian rail-
ways have notoriously been built with a
main view to stiategic considerations, the
Berlin Government may be excuzed if it
declines to accept the S, Petersburg ex-
planation of this new movement, In fact
it is evident that a very little more of these
mutual *‘ precautions ” will cause the rela-
tions between the two countries to become
‘’strained,” and when that happens every-
body knows that war may ke declared at
any moment.

SHORT TERMS NO USE.

Several members of Congress have ex-
pressed approval of Kasson's proposition
to fix the tenure of office in all grades of
the Civil Service at four years. It should
be evident that this echeme wounld simply
make bad worse. Its only effect would be
to create a great rush every four years, and
thus to intensify enormously all the
worst evils of partisan rule. The resalt of
throwing open 100,000 offices for a general
scramble every four years may be imag-
ined. This would be the reduction of the
gpoils sysiem to its ultimate elements, In
fact it would destroy all possibility of re-
form, and create so much corruption that
< 2n the Government would be in danger,
If we are to have reform we must have
fixity of tenure. There must be no term
of service fixed by law. Those who Lave
won their places by merit must hold them
during good behavior ; that is to say, per-
manently, conditional only upon conduct.
Any other pricciple than this is entirely
ivadmissible, aud if the present Congress
intends to establish Civil Service reform it
muat realize this troth,

It is difficult to understand the curious
passion for colonization and the conquest
or annexation of distant ferritory which
France has developed of late. There was
a period in her history when it seemed pos-
sible that she might have founded pros-
perous colcnies, Had not religious bigotry
prevented Louis the Fourteenth from per-
mitting the Hugunenots to emigrate to
Canada, or New France, as it was then
named, it is quite possible that the whole
region would have been peopled by a
thrifty and energetic race, who would have
held the country for France, and have per-
haps even prevented the founding of the
United States. But it’waa not to be, and
subsequently French sovereigns not only
lost Canada but got rid of Loauisiana and
all her Indian possessions likewise. Since
theconclusionof hermore pressing European
troubles, however, France has shown a dis-
position to acquire colonial possessions
again, theugh she has never shown any
aptuess at utilizing them. The Algerian
experiment may be cited as a failure, after
nearly half a century of trial, Thereis no
French colony there apart from the mili-
tary one, nor isthere likely to be. Yet
within the past ten years France has
shown her ambition by acquiring the
protectorate of Tunis (by the most
flagitions and  high-handed methods),

has now entered upon a similar
course with regard to Madagascar,
and  appears bent upon availing

herself also of De Brazza’s recent absurd
annexation of the Congo river. The pe-
caliarity of all this foreign cozquest is that
Frenchmen are the woret colonists in the
world, and that France has no surplus
population to dispose of. Her populatioa
is stationary, and her people never want to
leave France. It follows therefore that
her colonies can only be made use of as
places of arms, or as depots from which
to recruit her commerce,
session of Tunia gives her command of the
Lake Bizerta, which can be employed as
a masked harbor from which to threaten
and finally control the Mediterranean and
the Italian coast. It was an almost fatal
mistake on the part of Italy to permit so
urcertain a neighbor to become mistrees of
the Tunisian coast, and it was almost
equally shortsighted on the part of Eng.
land. Already the French Government
has undertaken formidable engineering
works to defend the entrance to Lake
Bizerta, and there can be no doubt that a
time will come when that harbor will prove
as important as the harbor of Viadivostock
is destined to be in the North, in the event
of a war between Russia and Eagland.
France, however, proceeds on her way,

picking wup colonies here and there,
and converting them into mil-
itary  depots, but never plantin Z

her own people upon them. Her colonia}
administration has always been bad, the
French mind apparently being incapable of
accommodating itself to the idiosyncracies
of weaker races, and tending always to
despotic and arbitrary methods. And
there are reasons why it is improbable
that France will be able to retain her
colonies, however many ehe may get.
For where colonies are only held by mili-
tary power, it needs but to defeat the
military power in order to restore them to
their original condition. This is what bap.
pened to the French provinces in India,
though there a really vigorous commercial
regime had been established. Sach prov-
inces as Algiers, Tunis, Tenquin, Madagas.
car and Central African posts, cannot be
amalgamated with the republic by the
French methods., Nor will the French peo-
ple ever care much about colozies whizh do
not tempt emigration, Infact, the Frencn
nature would have to be changed funda-
mentally before that country can imitate
Esgland in its successful establishment of
colonial possessions, and since no such
transformation is at all probable, it must
be concluded that the preeent colonizing
mania will lead to no permanent results,
unless those results are purely military and
strategic.

EPIDEMICS AND CCSMIC PHEXOYENA.

All the contemporary evidence justifies
the conclusion that there has been of late
a marked tendency towards epidemic form
in certain diseazes, and notably typhoid
fever. Naturally when a sudden access of
disease appears in any city or region, the
first impulse ie to ascribe it to local causes,
Without doubt local causes are to be
counted among the explanatory circum-
stances, for whatever tends to facilitate
the spread of disease is a disposing infla.
ence, Buat when, as at present, we find
the same form of disease appearing at
widely separated points, and almost over a
whole continent, we are justified in con.
cluding that this simultaneity indicates a
common origin, and that we must lock be-
yond local causes for the final solution of
the problem. Daring the past three months
it is certain that typhoid fever has been
abnormally prevalent in many parts of the
United Statcs. In Sacramento it has been
literally epidemic, and aleo in San Fran-
cisco and many other parts of California,
It has confined itself to no particular geo-
logical formation, It has appeared as well
in mountainous districts as in low-lying re-
gions. And beyond the Sierras it has been
equally prevalent. In many of the East-
ern States it has been even more mischiev-
ous than on the Pacific coast. In New
Jersey, in Rhode Ieland, in Connecticut,
in Towa and Wisconsin, the same general
phenomena have been observed. Thaus the
Connecticut State Board of Health in its
recent report observed that there seems to
be a pandemic course of fever passing over
that State, nor does it appear to be at all
confined to the regions affected by malaria.

In fact there is abundant evidence to
show that typhoid fever is epidemic in the
Upited States at the present time, and it
therefore becomes important to ascertain
if poseible the cause or causes of ihis
phenomenon. The origin of epidemics has
not been at all satisfactorily explained
hitherto. Of old it was customary to refer
them to divine wrath, and so the matter
was easily explained. In these days, how-
ever, the efforts of science are devoted to
the discovery of purely physical causes,
and, yet it must be confessed that the
quest has not been successtul. Hecker,
in his remarkable treatise on the epidemics
of the Middle Ages, has indicated a belief
that these disease-waves are at least partly
caused by atmospheric and telluric phe-
nomena. For this he has been accuzed of
superstition, and modern investigators have
scouted his declarations as unscientific.
Bat what are the grounds of Hecker's
theory ? Simply this : that in investigat-
ing the history of great epidemics he has
invariably found great convulsions of na-
ture, or peculiar conditions of the celestial
bodies, coinciding with and accompanying
Athese destructive outbreaks. Now of
course there iz always danger of falling
into the Post hoc ergo propter hoc fallacy
of supposing that becauze two things occur
in sequence, that therefore one must

have caused the other. This is an error to

Now the pos.’

vitiate any speculation, but at the same
time in investigating a problem to which
we possess so little clue, it is advisable
that mothing be overlooked which may by
any possibility help us to a rational and
correct explanation, g

We no longer believe in astral influecces
of the medieval kind, but modern science
does not convincs us that the conditiona
of our own planet are incapable of being
disturbed by the contiguity of other plan-
ets or epatial bodice of any kind, Super.
stition has always ascribed such disturbinzs
influences to comets, and for that reason
perhaps scientific men are apt to go to the
opposite extreme, and deny any irfluence to
theze bodies. But itis both possible and
to be expected that comets should exercizse
adisturbing influence upon this carth. We
arenot yet acquainted with their constitu-
tion, but we are warranted in suspecting
(and particularly from the pecaliar re-
pellant movement of their tails from the
sun), that electricity is largely concerned
in their motions and composition. Now it
is certain that enormous masses of mstter,
however tenuous, highly charged with
electricity, passing comparatively near to
the earth, must have some effest upon the
electrical conditions of the latter. We
know alzo that susceptibility and insus-
ceptibility to dizease depend largely upon
telluric magnetism and electricity, When
the atmosphere is surcharged with elec-
tricity sickoess is rife ; and also when the
supply is deficient. To suppose, there-
fore, that the advent cf a large comet may
produce such disturbance in the electrical
condition of the earth asto give rise to
epidemics, ia entirely consisteat with the
most advanced science. And yet this is
precisely what our ignorant and supersti-
tious ancestors believed in their time,

Dr. Hecker has brought together a great
deal of evidence showing the coincidence
ot telluric and atmospheric disturbances
with the greatest epidemics of the middle
aget. Thus before the Black Dsath which
decimated the inhabitants of Earope in the
fourteenth century, a remarkable succes-
sion of vivlent and destructive earthquakes
cecurred, accompanied by cometary and
meteoric  appearances. The Sweating
Sickness of the succeeding century was
ushered in likewise by cometary phenom-
ena, and what is very significant, great
disturbances in the progress of the seazons
appear always to have followed these phe-
nomena, Now this is just what we should
expect to happen consequent upon a serious
derangement of the normal eélectrical con-
ditions of the earth ; and that derangement
once established nothing is easier than te
deduce from it rational explanations of all

the succeeding disasters.
Bat even theugh it should be made ap.

parent that epidemics are or may be caused
or propagated in the manner indicated, the
fact couid not warrant any relaxation of
vigilancs on the part of local authorities,
For though changes in the electrical condi-
tions may increase or diminish the suscep.
tibility to disease, it must be remembered
that the local material for the manufacture
of disease germs must be present before it
can be possible to propagate such diseases
as typhoid fever. Wherever such a dis-
ease becomes epidemic we know that the
local conditions were such 2s to favor its
dissemination. It would be impossible to
make typhoid fevers epidemic where there
were no accumaulations of excreta and other
decomposzing matter to form the nidus of
the germs, Local cleanliness and good
drainage are therefore equally indispensable
whether epidemies are induced by changes
in the electrical conditions, or are born or
the spot, so to speak. The only way to
gecurs even approximate safety from them
is to maintain the utmost purity in the
local atmosphere. For while it may and
does often happen that a community lives
for years with comparative impunity in the
midst of the mest unhealthful conditions,
such communities are always in the posi-
tion of people living over a powder maga-
zine, which any accidental spark may
ignite, to their sudden destruction.

DORSEY AND GARFIELD,

Stephen Dorsey is publishicg letters
which Gariield wrote to him duaring the
last Presidential campaign, with the pur-
pose of demonstrating that the late Presi.
dent was really his friend, It is also an-
nounced, as on his part, that he possesses
thousands of other letters from prominent
men all over the country, and that he may
find it necessary to put these alse in print,
We are quite unable to perceive the logical
conclusion at which Mr, Dorscy must be
supposed to be aiming. He is at present
accused of obtaining funds nnder false pre-
tenses, or in other words, of robbing the
national treasury by frand, How it can
help him to meet this charge to show that
President Garfield was his friend, and ihat
many other prominent persons thought
well of him, before anyone knew that he
was what he is accused of being, is entirely
beyond our comprehension. Bat even
could Mr, Dorsey prove that President
Garfield and the other prominent persons
had continued to put confidence in him
after the development of the star route
frauds, the irrelevance of this correspond-
ence to his case would be quite as great.
Ia sucha case it would be perhaps neces-
‘sary to conciude that President Garfield
and the other prominent persons were very
much less upright and fastidious than the
world had thought them ; but that could
not help Mr. Dorsey in any way. Taereis
only one way by which he can rehabilitate
himzelf, and thatis by proving to the satis-
faction of a jury of his countrymen that he
is not guilty of the crimes imputed to
him. And that would seem to be his pres-
ent business. That, and not the inconse-
quent, irrelevant and preposterous task of
trying to show from the letters of Garfield
and other prominent persons that they weze
not aware of his laches,

HOMICIDE AT THE SOUTH.

Southerners are apt to charge Northern
critics with prejadice because they censure
the abmormal frequency of homicide in
the Southern States., Butevery day events
ara occurring which go to demonstrate that
the Sonthern ideas upon this question are
peculiar. Take for example the very recent
parden, by Governor Stephens of Georgia,
of Captain E. Cox, who was sentenced in
1879 to life imprisonment for the marder of
Colonel Robert A. alston, at Atlanta,
Now here is a peculiarly atrocious marder,
Cox and Alston had a dispute about a cer-
tain contract for convict labor. Cox there-
upon began threatenieg to kill Alston, who
had been his partner. Alston was a peace-
able man (for that region), and did not
want to have any trouble. Cox, however,
was determined to kill him, 2nd so finally
forced upon him a fight, in which he was
shot through the head. Cox of ccurse
ought to have bren hanged, though per-
haps the wonder is that he was not ac-
quitted. It happened, however, that
Alston was a very promineat map, and had

many friende, and eo the jury for occe |

brought in a verdict which, had it been
carried onf, would have produced gocd re-

sults. Bat after this ferocious bully amnd

than three years, he is pardoned out by
Governor Stephens; and so eatirely con-
sonant is this defeat cof justice with
the popular sentiment, that the news of
his pardon was the signal for a *‘ demon-
‘‘ stration ” and a eerenade to his wife. It
is perfectly evident that Captain Cox has
not lost caste by committing a brutal
murder, and cases of this kind ozcur so
frequently that the Soathern people have
no right to complain becanse of the criti-
cism they receive. The plain truth is that
they do not eatertain a due respect for the
sacredness of human life there, and what
i3 even worse, they continue to rear their
children in the pernicious and barbarous
belief that it is manly and spirited to cat
and shoot at the smallest provocation.
Moveover there is a distinct vrocess of de-
terioration visible in Southern homicides.
Formerly tiiey were usually the result of
duels, in which both parties risked their
lives, Bat latterly they have nearly al-
ways taken the form of street encounters,
in which one of the parties commonly tries
to shoot down his adversary without dan-
ger to himself. There is of course mo
‘“‘chivalry” in this, It is simply savage
and cowsardly. But so loag as the custom
prevails, and so long as Southern society
sanctions the pardoning of murderers like
Cox, it cannot be expected that the South
will be regarded by really civilized people
as either 2 safe or a pleasant region to re-
side or do business in,

THE SEWERAGE QUESTION.

In censidering the vital question of im-
proved drainsge it will not do to begin
by setting aside this or tha$ plan on the
ground that it is too costly. Eventually
this commurity will be forced to adopt
and to pay for whatever system is best
adapted to its wante, and if the best sys.
tem is takeu first, no matter what its cost,
a great deal of time, money and valuable
life will be saved. There iz, we are afraid,
too general a disposition to rest content
with half measures in this connection, or
with make-shifts, There is one system
which is in all respects perfectly adapted
to the wants of Sacramento, and that is
the pneumatic plan invented by Captain
Liernur. It has been said that this
would cost too much, but no system that
gives us immunity from”disease and death
can cost too much. The pnenmatic system,
moreover, is by no means an exp2nsive one,
and it possesses eignal advantages over
every other which has been thus far pro-
posed or mentioned. Avny plan which
looks to pumping of the sewage into the
river is objectionable on its face, We
have no right to make a sewer of the

river, in the first lace, and in
the second place it is very
questionable whether any pumping

plan would not produce as much disease 28
it removed. The preumatic system, on
the other hand, decdorizes and disinfects
the sewerage from the cutset, and ends by
converting the whole of it into a ferlilizer
which has been given the name of pou-
drette, and which could in all probability be
disposed of at a price which would go some
way towards meeling the expense of the
works. It must be realized that Sacra-
mento never can have an ordinary system
of drainage. Our peculiarities of situa.
.tion put that altogether cut of the ques-
tion. We muset pump or we must have
the pneumatic system, and since it is al-
ways worth while to do well whatever it is
neceszary to do at all, the best system ought
to be adopted first. As to any question of
expenee, we ask the public to consider the
cost to the community of the prevalent sick-
ness of the past three months. It iz of
courge impossible to estimate this outlay
with any precision, but any man can looi
around amoag his own friends and ac-
quaintances and form some idea of the
very great increase of outlay which has

been necessitated. As to the most
irreparable losses of sll—the loss of
invalzable lives—who is there un-

prepared to say that any expenditure
short of community bankruptcy would be
a cheap mode of guarding against such an
infliction? It rests with the people to
take care of themselves, however. They
know what they have suffered already,
and they do not kuow what they may be
destined to suffer, from bad and imperfect
drainage. If they are wice and farsighted
enough to comprehend their own interests;
if they do not think more of dollars and
cents than of their own lives and the lives
of those dear to thim ; they will aszuredly
take such action ir the matter that when
next an epidemic wave passes over the
country it will find nothing to feed
upon in Sacramento. Aud it may further
be pointed out that an enlightened liber-
ality in this case is sure to be the best
paying policy for the city in the end, inas-
much as the mere announcement that Sac-
ramento had introduced- a thorough and
scientific drainage system would at once
enhance the value of every foob of real
estate in the city, and operate as a potent
attraction to intending immigrants,

TEE ARREST OF PRIXCE ERAPSTEINE

The arrest of Prince Krapotkine is cal-
culated to surpriee no one who has followed
the career of that eccentric Russian noble-
man with any care. For years he has been
engaged in what might be called playing at
revolution, but that at intervals the fanat.
izism of the men with whom he has had
dealings has produced some startling crime
or attempted crime. Krapotkine is that
anomzlous being, an aristocrat who wishes
to destroy aristocracy. In William Black’s
novel ‘‘ Sonrise,” an Eoglish nobleman
is represcnted who has in somewhat the
szme way been induced to juin a secret
revolutionary society, but Lord Evelyn is
a weak crpature compared to the real prince,
Prince Krapotkine doubtless had the con-
spirator’s itch born in him, for history for.
nishes many examples of men similarly
placed who have been unable to resist the
attractions of conspiracy and intrigne. In.
deed it may be said that in Russia the
tendency that way is always greater than
in any other country, because of the inev-
itable reaction from the despotism of the
Government. But when noblemen engage
in this business they cannot hope to main-
tain anonymity. Even the most embit-
tered *“ Reds ™ feel a certain pride in arie-
tocratic asscciations, and the name of the
noble patron of dynamite is sure to be-
come pretty generally known before long.
Nor can it be said that Krapotkine has
taken much pains to conceal bis connection
with the French Socialistsand Communists,
No doubt he has relied upon the indiffer-
ence of the Government to matters of this
kind, and of late especialiy he has even
come forward quite conspicuounsly as the
champion of turbulence. The recent at-
tempt of the Communists to secure the
co-operation of the French miners was
openly assisted by him, and he even al-
lowed bhis name to be used in connection
with tbe movements of the Anarchists, As
these latter have no programme which any
civilized community can undersztand or
tolerate, it became impossible to counte-

nance or ignore their audscity longer, acd

to action by the introduction of dynamite
cartridges in places of public resort, re-
luctantly concluded to arrest the more
notorious cffenders. What will be done
with Krapotkine, now that he has been
taken into custody, is a somewhat difficult
question., Itis at present stated that ne
will be tried with forty Anarchists who
have also been arrested. Possibly a term
of solitary confinement, unalleviated by
conspiracy, may bring the eccentric Prince
to his right mind, if he h2s one, but in any
case it was unavoidable to put an end to
his propaganda, si nce the Anarchists nave
no possible excuse for their existenco.

CONGRESSIONAL KECOMMENDATIONS,

During the debate on the Civil Service
reform bill in the House on Wednezday,
Morgan of Alabama offered an amendment
““providing that no recommendation
‘““from a Senator or a Representative
““ghould be considered by ary person mak-
‘“ing an appointment unlezs it had been
‘‘ previously asked, in writing, by one or
‘“ more of the examiners.” Whereupon
Hoar of Massachusetts ‘‘ suggested that as
‘‘ the examination was to be competitive
‘““ the amendment had better prohibit all
‘‘ such recommendations.” And Mr. Hoar
was right. It would be most absurd and
most inconsistent to leave any loopholes
for the insertion of Congressional influence,
if we are to have Civil Service reform.
No examiner could by any possibility
have any busizess to ask a Senator or Con-
gressman for a recommendatien. In
competitive examinations the candidates
are jadged by their individaal work, and
by that alonz. If an examiner should un-
der any circumstances ask a Congressman
to send him a recommendation, it would
be prima fucie evidence that that examiner
was corrupt. The very essence of com-
petitive examinations is the doing away
with all secondary and outside in-
flaence, The examiners neither know
nor care who the candidates are. All
they have to do is to pass upon their work,
Every candidate is thus made self-depend.
ent, and when the examiaations are over
all the candidates must be listed as im-
partially as possible and take their turn in
obtaining appoiniments, Itisobvious that
when once the public service has bzen filled
in this way it will be some time before
there are any considerable vacancies again,
Sapposing the appointees to be ordinarily
competent, the majority of tnem would
hold office permanently. Bat it is clear
thatthere cannotbe any provision of the kind
proposed by Morgar, His argumant in favor
of extending the competitive system be-
yond the lowest grade of clerkships appears
to be more reasonable. There should be
some provision of that kind, though
with a system of prometion from the lower
grades it is perhaps difficult to make such
an arrangement. As regards the recom-
mendation:, Lowever, there is only one
thing to be done, and that is to prohibit
them altcgether ; and we have no doubt
that if this were once done Congress wounld
experience immense relief,

A V3REY NECESSARY AMENDMENT,

The framers of the new Constitution un-
dertook, among other things, to put aston
to the abuses which had grown up in con-
nection with street improvementsin San
Francisco. In their z:al to protecs the
public, however, they adopted so iron-
bound and impractical a echeme that its
only effect has been to render street im-
provement impossible, The Convention

rovided that no pablic work or improve-
ment, of any description, shonld bs done
or made in any city, the cost of which is
chargeable upon private property, unless
an estimate of the cost has bsen made, and
the whole of the necessary money assessed,
collected and paid into the city treasury
before the work is commenced. This briil-
iant piece of legialation has certainly put
an ead to the disease ; but by the simple
method of killing the patient, There are
o more abuses connected with street im

provements ; but it is because there
is no more street imptrovement.
The San Francieco Supervisors have

consequently passed a resolution request.
ing the incoming Legislature ** to pass, and
‘‘submit to a vote of the people of the
‘* State as soon as may be, a bill providing
““for the amendment of the Constitution
‘“ of the State” by striking out from Sec-
tion 19 of Article XL, all of the first sen.
tence which relates to street work. It
will evidently be recessary to do this, for
there appears to be no way of getting
round the constitutional provision as it
etands, and until that provision can be
overcome in some way it will be impossible
to make any street improvements, The
blundering way in which the constitution-
makers managed this business is a fair illus-
tration of the degree of statesmanship and
intelligence they brought to all the work
before them,

SERVED THEM RIGHT,

The Ford brothers undertook to lecture
in Hartford, Connecticut, and adverticed,
as an additional inducement, that tkey
would illustrate practically the death of
Jeess James, When the time came for the
lecture just two dollars had been received
at the door, and the performance was
necessarily postponed. We congratulate
the people of Hartford upon this manifes-
tation of gecd sense and genuine civiliza-
tion. The lecturing tour of the Ford as-
sassing is one of the mo:t brazen pieces of
impudence ever heard of, and their effront-
ery is not less disgusting than it is wonder-
ful. Bat there is only one way by which
self-respecting peopie can testify to their
feeling in regard to euch an affair, and that
is the wzy taken at Hartford, Let every-
one religiously abstain from going to hear
these ruffians, and they will presently have
it borne in upon themthat they havemiscal-
culated the bent of public opinion. It may
be that at the South it is possible to get
paying audiences to hear how two profes-
sional thicves and assassias took advantage
of and murdered a comrade ; but we trust

THE CONGRESSIONAL LIBRARY,

After all the discussion of the question,
Congress has refused to pass the hill to
provide a suitable buildiag for the Con-
gressional Library. For several years the
disposition of that library has been becom-
ing more pressing. I[tis a very valuable
and large collection of books, It i3 con.
stantly growing. Itis at present housed
in quarters which only admit of the piling
up of the books in useless heaps, And
thus it is made practically inaccessible,
There i3 no other nation calling itself civil.
ized which at this stage of the world’s his-
tory would exhibit the barbarism implied
in the defeat of the Library Building bill.
The fact shows that Congress does not
possess the capacity to deal properly with
questions of this kind, and that conse-
quently the national library sheuld not
have beea intrusted to its care, The need
of a eunitable building wherein to place the
books is, it i3 true, universally acknowl.
edged ; 'bat when it comes to supplying
this need Congress cannot be brought to
do what it admits to bs necessary. Yet
it would seem that a body which thought
it no extravazance to appropriate $18,000,-
009 for a River and Harbor bill, and which
has spent over $100,000,000 upon Aszrears
of Pensions, might be brought to realizs the
propriety of a smail appropriation for the
Congressional Library., Aud if a Repub-
lican Congress cannot bring itself to attend
to these matters, how can it be hoped that
a Democratic Congress will show itself
more careful of the claims of Literature ?

Thae amount of work done by Congress in
these nine days makes a creditable show-
ing. It is seldom that anything worth
speaking of is accomplished before the
holiday recess.

Bat
the outgoing majority are thoroughly
alarmed about the popular verdict for 1854,
and as they have only twelve weeks more
to make a record in, there is danger that
they will now overdo the thing.

CRUSHED THE LIBRARY BILL,
And Congress sorely needs a handsome,
commodioas library to accommodate its
450,000 volumes, a number rapidly increas-
ing, because all copyrights of American
books are obtained through this channel,

and two copies of each work are retained.
The books are piled more than knee-deep
on the floor of the casy, ornate little
library-room that leads out on the lovely
wastern terracaz of the Capitol grounds.
An intelligent Congressman says c-i_ the
matter to-day: * I'he Library Committee
has had the subjzct under consideration for
ten years. It has been the subject of care-
ful investigation, experts having gone to
Europe in behaif of the committee to study
the plans and advantages of libraries
abroad. The committee thus informed
comes into the House with a pian of build-
ing and a site, selected zfter much care,
and yet members who have not given the
subject ten minutes’ study antagonize it
with all sorts of wild propositions. The
character of the men composing the Library
Committee is enough to sitis‘y me that the
plan offered was the best to be had. Gov.
Rice, of Massachusetts, is a careful and
censervative man, Mr. Farwell, ot Iili-
neis, also of the committee, is a practical
man, and is now building in Chicago a
house that will cost nearly a million doliars.
It ia safe, in my judgment, to follow the
report of such a committee.” There is

A Warning from Bismarecl.

BERLuIN, Decamber 221.—The North Ger-
man Gaztie commenfs upon certain utter-
ances of the Vienna press, showing the exist-
ence of a belief in some quartsrs that the
recant articles in the Cologne Guzette on the
wilitary equilibriunm may have been intended
as a warning from Bismarck to certain anti-
Germans elements in Anustria. It says
nothing is known in Goveroment circles which
could support such an interpretation, Full
confidence is felt both in the present and
future policy of Austria., Mutual confidence
between the two Empires lies cutsids of the
province of journalistic discussion. The re-
lations of Germany with Ausiria,. as with
Rassia, rcst upon the historical and politieal
positions of the three Empires, and the per-
sonal feelings of the monarchs canreot be dis-
turbed by newspaper discussion,

Replying to the remarks of the St, Peters-
burg Golus against Bismarck, the North Ger-
man Gazette says: The Russian papers must
kuow that the Chancellor is, and has been for
the last thirty years, the stropgest advocate
in the whole of Germavy for not only pacific,
but friendly, relatiovs with Ruasia.
