IsnEPEsnENT Reclamation.
—

The peti-
tion of Henry Hebb and John Kenneds for
the establishment of independent reclama-
tion districts on Grand Inland came up for
hearing bt f >re tho Board of Supervisors yes-
terday. Grove L. Johnson appeared far
petitioners and Tcomas H. Williams and
George G >rdon, of San Francisco, appeared
on behalf of Reclamation District No. 3, of
which the land asked to bs set apart ia a por-
tion. Oa request of Mr. Williams it w.^s
ordered by the Board thit E. B. Willis
should act as reporter in the case. Some tes-
timony was offered on the part of petitioners,
but none was offered by the opposition. Gen.Williams, in his argument before the Board,
stated that many such petitions had bean
granted by the Board, and that each of the
petitioners had e^ii that thjy intended toproceed with the work of reclama-
tion. but that not cne shovelful of
earth _ had ever been moved in the
direction of reclaiming the lands ;that "by
their fruits ye shall kuow them ;" that each
piece of land set apart by the Biard from
other district* lefsined the chances of a
reclamation of the district. He said the c>st
of levees for reclamation purposes was not
less than 515.0C0 per mile, and that coma
levecshai Coßt_§3s 000 per mile. He Btated
that in his opinion the Board had do legal
right to grant the prayers of pe'itioaßrs, aad
he braved that tha Superior Court would
declare that su-.-h orders are not valid. Mr.
Hebb testified that he had paid §1,300 tor
reclamation on Grand Island, aud Wis now
worso off than when he began. When the
case was submitted to the Board a vote was
taken and resulted in a unanimous vote in
favor of granting the prayer of petitioners —
excepting that Blairand Dreman declined to
vote because they had not been present when
the testimony was submitted.

The Weatheb.— Of the prospects forgood
weather for the next few days Sergeant Bar-
wick Bays :Tha rainfall yesterday was .02 of
an inch, making ".10 inches for the eea3on,
which is about two inches in excess of the
average for the past bix years to a corre-
sponding date of each year from 1577 to 1882,
both years included. There is a very heavy
Rtorm in Washington Territory, and also i.i
Oregon, and it has a tendency to cover over
quite a largo territory north and south, and
ah ihas a tender c? to take in the northern
and central portions of California ;but from
the appearance of the weathsr last right, as
judged by the weather reports received at
8:02 p. ii.,there is a prospect of the storm not
being as severe in the amount cf precipitation
as was at first anticipated, although from
the rapid and eudden fluctuations of the
meteorological instruments, the weather is
undoubtedly in an unsettled condition. There
seems to be a cold wave approaching, for the
thermometer has changed 13° at Olympia in
the past twenty-four honrs —

that is, the ther-
mometer last night Btood at 39 , and the
night b^forejit was 52% There may, there-
fore, be anticipated a clear «ky and frosty
weather Christmas day. The rain of yester-
day did not extend below San Francisco

THE CITY'S HEALTH.
Meeting at tfco court-house— Resolutions

Adopted.
The public meeting called some days ago

by citizens of the city for the purpose of con-
sidering sanitary measures was held at the
Court-house last evening. A number of citi-
zens, who wouldprobibly have been present,
were kept away by the rain ;but those pree-
ent were representative citizens.

Tho meeting waa called to order by Rev.
Dr. Dwicell, who read the adverised call
for the meeting and pnposed S. C. Decson
aa Chairman of the meeting. Mr. Deneonwas elected unanimously.

On takicg the chair, Judge Deason said
the city had been raftering for bohij
time pa3t from diseases which Bciei.^
tific men say are caused by bad
sewerage ;that unless something was done
this city, which had always baen considered
one of the healthieet of cities, would lo«& its
reputation ;that there is nothing which doesas much for the happiness and prosperity of a
city as a well-came.l reputation for healthful-ne_s« ;that no one seeks an unhealthy towntoraise a family in;neither willbusiness men
eeek to locate ia such a plac9. He believed
the matter was one that could be regulated.
He said it is a well-known proposition that
water willnot rua up hill, and when the
se weraee of the cityis brought below the levelof tin natural drais, it is not an easy
matter to gat ridcf i\ He presumed thi3
meeting had been called for the purpose of
agitating the subjactof relief.

Win. J. Davis was then chosen Secretary
of the meeting.

Dr. Dwiuellthen addressed the meeting.
He said he had gi/en the pubject Borne
thought ina jeneial way ;that ithad seemed
for some time that something ought to bo
done to remove the contents of our cesspools
and vaults ;there are probably 5,000 such
vaults in tho city;these are not emptied
until itbecomes absolutely necessary inorder
to continue the further u:.-e, or else they are
covered up and tew ones mado ; such a
method is very fatal to the health 'A a city;
the odors from theae vaults are either
cairied into tha houses through pipes,
or fl i-it in the air of the city;
something should be done to rapidly remove
thesj elements, or else to transpose them into
8 mithicg which will not be noxioas ;the
(j^stiou aries as to what is the be;t
luelhcd to alleviate this ;the pcteent canal
system ii entirely inadequate ;if all the
f.tel matter were to be pamped into the
canal it would become unhealthy to tV.-s
living in tho vicinity ;the purpose of mak-
ing the canal cerve the public 13 inmy miud
impossible ;Beveral methods have been buj-
eeistea for removing this aggregation ot filth.
0..c ia by a pneumatic method for removing
the matter from the oestpiola to a c:»feru
and then pump itinto the rivsr, or ilmight
be used as a liquid manure; another method
U tiapply a force pump at the cesspool* aud
thus force the matter though the pipes to an
outlet ;both of the methods wculd require a
gieat outlay at the beginning, and probiblj
the city would not care to go to bo great an
eipe^Be. Ifthe cistern should be located at
Second and T streets, near the river, itcould
be easily pumped over the levee ;by Binkicsa cistern thirty feet below the eurfacj of
the ground and placing the receiving pipe
about twenty feet below the grdund, itcould
be easily accomplished; the cistern should
be air-ti^ht, and the pump ehould discharge
below low-witer mark, thereby preventing
any noxious Rases from arising ;by pump-
ii'g every day thera wonld be no time for
decomposition. If the pipe, for instance,
was extaaded up Third street as far as D
street, there would be a fall of eighteen
inches to the block to the proposed cistern ;
on Thirteenth street, fram L> stieet, there
would be thirteen inches fall to each block ;
oa Tweaty-tirst street there would be eleven
inches fall to each block. This wcutd be
ampla to secure the best of sewerzge. Thebranch sewers mi^ht be two feet buiow the
mrface, which would be ample fall for them.
There are two syntems of sewerage after
the l&test approved plans

—
one the com-

bined system, which has pipas largn
enough for all purposes, including rainfall;
the other, knewn as the separate system,
which requires that tha raicfall shall be car-
ried off by some other means. The latter U
probably tha better. This system is used to
Memphis, Term., withgood result*. East of
Thirteenth street we have no sewerß at all,
and in this portion the separate system might
be U3ed ;in other portions of the city the
combined system might ba used to a better
advantage. InMemphis the cost of the sep-
arate system was $fi.-i/> per mile. On this
basis the sewerage of the entire city would
cist less than 8200,000. The opinion of Rome
of the bei-t practical engiueerß thould be
obtained before anything is done.

Cilia wcrjmade for Mayor Brown, but he
declined to spoak oa the hiibject, saying that
he had come to listtn and not to epeat, but
stated that the caua! Libeia£ opened through
to Snodgrasa slough.

L F. Bassett said tha fall that would be
gained by the work on ths canal that id ex-
tending to Snodgraßs tlcugh would bs almost
nothing. The work now being docs would
amount to abjut §10,000, and was being done
as a compromise with the people Hvicg alocg
th line of the canal. Iiwould cost
§18,000 more to gain a two-foot fall.
Inregard to pumping Bewage, he said there
are four or_ five methods by which itcan be
done. It ia perfectly practical to perfect &
system of sewage which will ba complete.
The separate system of sewerage would not
cost less than §100,000 to do tte work that
would necessarily have to bo done at the
present time. Some of our sewers are wooden
ones, acd others ara built of brick, withopen
joicte, and raany of them are no better than
cesspools. Ia come places cerspsols are
formed under th 9 houses, and are never
cleaned, but allowed to run over, while others
have do ventilation excepting into the house?.
He believed the city of Sucramento should
own an odorless excavator, and a charge be
made only eufh'cient to pay the expenses of
the wofk done, and that it should be made
imperative to have the cesspools acd vau'ts
cleaned frequently.

Grove L. Johuson did not believe in the
Snodgraes slough canal ;the object originally
was to carry off the water, and itwas only of
late years that ithad been used for sewerage
purposes ; 119 was in favor of a pumping
Bystem. He then moved that it was the seni,e

of th« meeting that a pumping system should
by adopted. He believed that the Board of
Health Bbonld exerdee its power to order the
matter of cloaniog cesspools attended to at
once.

Dr. Dwine'l said if the cistern was cleared
with the pump every day, the matter would
at once mingle with the infer of the river.

O:her epaakets. discussed the eubjjc\
nmong which were Samuel Cross, Win. J.
Davb, S. S. Holl, Mayor Brown, A. J. Gxl-
dard, J. K. Watson, City Attorney Ander-
kod, W. B. Dray, James McClstcby. W. F.Knox, and others. Several of the speakers
thought the cause of the present sickness was
not a defective sewerage sysieo), but that the
malarial diseases prevailed ia all parts of the
coast, and that a comparison of the mortality
report of the variouß cities in the United
States would show that Sacramento had fir
the past ten years htood among the foremost
inp. int of health. Prominent among theie
was Mayor Brown.

A vote was tfcea taken on the motion mide
by Mr. Johnson, aLd it was carried without
:. dissenting voice.

Another motiju was then :.". .li> and carried
that a committee of five be appointed by the
Chair to repirt at a fu'ute meeting the best
method of putting into f.peration tbe previous
resolution. Tho committee w^sar.pjinted ns
fllows: Dr. Dwiuell, W. F. Koox, J. R.
WatnoD, L F. Bassett, Grove L.Johnson.

The meeting then adjourned, the hour be-
ing 10:30 o'clock, to meet at the c»U of the
commitiej.

A Legal Question.— Thera appears to be
some doubt as to whethtr tho present Board
of Supervisors can legally hold a regular ses-
sion after the close of this year, consequently,
to preclude the p>stibility of the legality 01
their ac.ion being questioned, they dectfid
yes;*rd»y to coniinue tha present session
until all the business now pending can be
naisned.
