A STRONG BILL.
The Senate Judiciary Committee has re-

ported a very strong bill to prohibit polit-
ical assessments. Itprovides that to per-
son "in the service of the Government,"

whether legislative, executive, or judi-
cial, shall, directly or indirectly, solicit"

or receive, or be inany manner concerned"
inBolicitina;or receiving, any assessment,

"subscription cr contribution for any po-
liticalpurpose whatever, from any oUi-
"cer, clerk or employe of the United"

States, or frcm any person receiving any"
ealary or compensation* from moneys de-"
rived from the Treasury of tho United"
States." Italso provides that no person

inthe employ of the Government shall be
diEcharged cr promoted, or his position at
all changed, because of any vote ho may
have given or withheld at any election, or
because be may have refused to contribute
money. Tho other sections are intended
to secure ths prevention of assessments
and coercion more thoroughly and per-
fectly. The pecalty provided is a fine of
$5,000, or three years' imprisonment, or
both fine and imprisonment. In short, the
now bill, if enacted, is co stringent and
comprehensive that itcan be made to cover
the whole question absolutely. Itremains
to be seen whether itwillbecome law.

THE PASSION PLAY.

Itseems that Salmi Morse, after having
made allhis arrangements for the produc-
tion of the so-called Passion Play in New
York, is about to be baffled again by the
strong opposition of influential citizens.
This opposition has thus far given to the
affairan importance whichitcertainly never
could have acquired by its own merits.
For the so-calkd Passion Play is abto-
lutely beneath contempt as a literarypro-
duction, and ifit had been simply let alone
we are very sure half a dozen representa-
tions wouldhave exhausted its hold upon
popular favor. There is really nothing in
it, one way or another. Itis a very stupid
piece of tableau production, and nothing
more. But if the pious people cf New
Yorkpersist in fighting Salmi Morse, they
willmake for him a national reputation,
and by also exciting public curiosity they
willrender the ultimate production of his
pUy inevitable.

THS REDUCTION OF RAILROAD RATES.

The Chicago Tribune vituperates like a j
fishwife because the House baa refused to j

confiscate private property by reducing the
rates paid for the carriage of the mails on
the Pacific railroads fiftyper cent. The

Chicago Tribune in discussing the railroad
question descends to the level of the pot-

house. Itdoes not make statements sup-

ported by evidence. It makes gross ani
flagrant misrepresentations, for which no

evidence can bo found. Its-assertion that

the Pacific railroads have been or are
"

plundering the people," is a malicious false-
hoot). Its assertion that the rates charged

on theEe railroads are the "hiJieEtin the

"world" is a stupid falsehood. Inshort
the course of the TrQmMt on this question is
dishonest and foolish, and altogether un-

worthy a journal which possesses either
self-respect or conscientiousness. The truth
it>, as we showed ina recent article, that
the rates of fare and freight on the Central
Pacific Riilroad are being constantly and
largely reduced, and that this is the tend-
ency, and the inevitable tendency, on every
railroad. Tae nonsense talked about tins
question, however, is reallyamazing. It
is perhaps a commonly held notion that all
railroad corporations, if ltfcto themselves,
willinvariably keep up their rates at the
highest possible point. The general ina-
bilityto comprehecd the law of reduction
of charges arises, no doubt, from a con-

fused idea that reduction involves some

philanthropic manifestation, and the belief
that railroad managers are not philan-
thropists. Tcis ia perfectly true. Rail-
road managers are business men, and neither
more nor less selfish than their fellows.
Bat it ia precisely because they are buei-
ness men, and governed by selfish consid-
erations, that the tendtney toward reduc-
tion is so steady and trustworthy.

Reductions are not made out of a spirit
of benevolenco. Nobody believes that,
and Eobo.ly need be asked to believe it.
They are made because they increase the
business of the roads, acd for no other

reason. And the fact that reduction of
charges increase bminees is co certain and
so thoroughly demonstrated that all rail-
road business is based upen it. It pays
better to carry alarge volume of freight at
a low rate than a small volume at a high
rate. That is the explanation cf reductions
infreight charges ; and because this is the
fact it is certain that reductions willpro-
ceed, on all railroads, withont any outside
pressure whatever, until equilibrium has
been reached ;that is to Bay, untilthe ut-
most extent of traffic obtainable has been
secured. Beyond that point it is evident
that reduction would bring loss instead of
gain, but up to that point the principle of
reduction is the key to fucccss. When,
therefore, it is argued that railroad com-
panies cannot be trusted to reduce their
charges without legislative interference,
ignorance of the principles of the trans-
portation business is ehowc. Nor is any

talk about benevolence and philanthropy
wiser. Benevolence and philanthropy
have no place in auy businees enterprise.
Their introduction to any businees would
result in its ruin. But commercial laws
govern all business, and transportation is
quite as much under their control as any
other enterprise.

Every railroad teaks to obtain i>uch a !
volume of trafiijas willcn>ploy ail ita re-
sources to their full capacity. A Email
amount of trsfiij at high rates dees cot
afford as much prclit as a larga amount at
low rates ;and therefore it is inevitable
that the latter condition will always be
preferred. Doubtless if a small amount of
traffij at high rates pai4 best', railroad
managers would have no sufficient incen-
tive to reducj their rates. It may be
admitted that they would be no more
likely than any other business men to
diminish their own profits in oidtr to
benefit the public. Bat since their own
interests are best advanced by low rates
and a lar^e volume of traffic, it is per-
fectly clear that they require do external
pressure to cause them to carry out reduc-
tions of rates as rapidly and as extensively
a3 possible. We showed in the article
referred to already that the Central Pacific
has made reductions amounting to 22 per
cent, since 1579. On the face of this
showing itlooks as though the company
had lost money by thete reduetionp, since
if ithad obtained the 1879 rates upon the
traffic of ISSI it could have been $2,000,-
--000 better off than it was. But the fact
is that it could not have secured the
trifficof ISSI at the rates of 1879. The
increase in the volume of traffic is due to
the reductions. And despite the apparent
loss referred to it is easily demonstrated
that the corporation made larger profits on
the increased traffic at lower rates than it
had made on the smaller volume at higher
rates.

In this inevitable tendency of all trans-
portation agencies tothe redaction of rates
so long as it is possible to increase the
volume of traffic, lies the solution of the
railroad problem. Natural laws, the seltish
interests of men, are more potent for the
protection of the community than any
statutes. The fact th.it it pays better to
cirry a large quantity of freight and a

great number of passengers, at low rales,
than it does to carry a small amount of
freight and a few passengers at high rates,
constitutes the most effective guarantee
conceivable for the conservation of the
public interests. Whatever interests are
dependent for proteclijn upon moral ideas
and the general sense of justice, must be
iv constant jeopardy, because those ideas
and 'that sense of ju9tico do not operate
continually and strongly upon either ind>
viduals or the community, but are mani-
fested only spasmodically and at intervals.
But whatever interests are dependent for
protection upon the selh h motives of busi-
ness men, are guarded iv the moat secure
manner ;since the moment it is made pro-
fitable to anyone cr any clasj to protect
those interests, they will be taken care of
unfailingly. The public are guaranteed
continuous reductions of transportation
charges bectuae it pajs the iaiiroads to
carry much freight at low rates. The limits
of such reduction willbe determined by
two factors : the capacity of the roads,
and the volume of trafficavailable. Ifthe
Cuicago Tribune, and other journal] which
pretend to discuss the railroad questior,
had mastered this elementary priuc'ple,
they would avoid the perpetration of an
immense amount of silly and irrelevant
talk.
