TBICaSKS' INSTITUTE,

The Closing Day—Resolutions Adopted-
Address in the Evening.

The Teachers' Institute of Sacramento
county, whichbegsn iU session at the Capi-
tal Grammar School building onlast Wednes-
day, at 10 a. 11., closed on Friday evening at
the Sixth-street Methodut Episcopal Church,
where evening ssssions were held during the
week. Reports of the proceedings previr.ns
to Friday have besn published inthe Kecobd-
Usi'is,

Friday, at 10 A. v ,the Irstitu'.e was culled
to order by Superintendent Bishop. Eighty-
one members answered to the rcllcall.

Alter prayer Professor Norton was iotrc-
daced, and addressed the Institute upon llie

IBnbject of the Signal Service, in onctc'.ion
witu physical geography.

Ashort recess was then taken, aftejfwkich
Mi^j Marwedel addressed the Institute upon
the kinde garttn work being done ia S<n
Francisco, and gave illustrations of work
which had been done by her pupils.

Professor Norton narrated the kinder-
garten experience of his early life, after
which Superintendent Lnice was csll;d upon
to address the Institute, and made a f;\v
brief remarks. A recess was then taken until
1:30 r. si., at which time the Institute re-
atsesnbled.

ProJcs-.or Norton again took the stand,
used for Lis text a \, .cvi by John E^ten
Cojke, and gave his hearers an idea of the
progress of education among the freedtnen of
the South, quoting statistics and showing
what was being done by the white people r.f
the Booth to eievs»t<j them and to s:>lve the
problem of their future. He passed on to
cive tbo B8""iiilifilady teachers a lesson on
what be caLed the chemistry of the toilet.
First he pai»lattention to the hair, and the
fashions in its arrangement and color, and
the prepara'fcns u«d in changing the color.
Ke spoke of

"
aureolioe," nnd the modes of

application, the difficulties of applying it
i eveoly, and »lao of applications of tulphide
of soda. Hetaid they perhaps do no great
harm, but djyes, especially those containing
salts of lead, such as Ayera' hair vigor, and
others, are liablo to pro-luca parulysis.
HU pupil*, hs said, often, at his request,
brought hinispeeimens of cosmaticj whichhe
desired, an) in analysis he found most of
them to certain white lead and other »üb-
etances, prtfuciog paralysis, neuralgia, and
eventually, Ifthtir use was continued, idiocy.
He spoke o the belles spending time in the
sun in ordl r to produce an esthetic coai-
plexion. 1 c ci'ed the case of one of his
pupils whojiid a pearly- white complexion,
whom he fjun.1 nibbling at a lump of arsenic,
which she carried inher pockor. T&is habit,
once contracted, muct end indeath, and can-
cot be left erf at will. He thought that the
beat cosmjtica were good temper, cheorfu!-
--ne.--3 and sjeed, healthy bodies. He did not
think the b >-. however, were qui;e as bad
as the girln. The habit of smoking, which ko
many of them have formed, ia making wrecks
of them. He related an incident of the ef-
fects of sulphur vapors on "pearl powder,"
whicii muat have been very unpleasant to
the victim We could do our duty in
warning others as to the effect on
health. Talking on these subjects would
work toon) or less moral improvement. 1!\u25a0

instanced a discussion in a school where it
had reformed several teachers as well as
scholars. He gave statistics of the mmufac-
ture of malt acd spirituous liquors and to-bacco, and cjowed that their consumption
was iocr^using much fatter than tho increase
of population, and in a few years, at this
rate, would relegate us to barb?.rism.

Ashort intermi-:.s'ion was then taken, after
which Dr. L»iae addressed the Institute.
After a few remarks be reuci the address of
Mr.Harris on the subject of the improve-
ment of the qualifications of teachers and the
duties ef Superintendents in that respect.

Mrs. E. F. Ivea gave a select readme,
"The Wounded Soldier."

Miss Marwcd 1 gave some illustrations as
to tbe kindergarten methods. She suid it
was ditiicult to give in small compass in-
structions in the method ;that itis a science
to which Froebel gave his wh*.le lifeand at-
tention, but she would do the best she could
to giva an idea. In. San Francisco, Bho said,
there are now twiuty-fivekindergarten 1,wi'.h
an atbendaDceof athousatulchildren. Shejruve
an account of a day's work and the methods
used in teaching the cbild to think for itself;
to depend upon iiself »nd its own experience.

The Committee on Bnafari»M made their
r.'ptrt, and Mr.Johnson uiovei that tho reso-
lutions be voted en separately, which was
carried.

In cofic":u<>ion he gave
three methods of fisrhting theee scourge inf
the human race. His first method was by
mesns of inrcala'-ior, turning the attack into
something milder ;the next, by livingup to
hygenic laws of health, thus fortifyinz the
fy-itexn. He Baid th»t tobacco and alcahul
were factors that were nniexminins; aid (!.-•
troyiug the health of vast nr .bor*, by mak-
i' them less able to repel disease. Third,
that ptira carbolic acid has recently been
found to bs a very valuable rpmer j
