Sensation In a San Francisco Court.

San Fraxcisco, Jannary 2d.—Much ex-
citement was occasioned this morning on
opening Departmant Five of the Superior
Court, when Judgs Hunt stated that he had
been notified by counsel for defendant in the
case of Lawis vs. McCarthy, involvieg pos-
session of certain horses, that an attempt had
been made by twe jurors engaged in the trial
of the case, then pendiog before the Court,
to defeat the ends of justice, at the same
time naming the two—Joseph E. Selleck and
M. P, Howe. Judge Hunt, on his own mo-
tion, continued further hearieg of tha case,
and ordered Howe's name to be stricken from
the roll, He then ordered eviderce taken in
regard to the charge. The testimony went to
show that Selleck bad offzred to sell his vote
for $200, representing at the time that the
other side had offered $1,000. The Court de-
nounced in severe terms Selleck’s acticn, and
held him to answer the charge in the sum of
85,000,

The San Francisco Money Market.

Saxn Franoisco, January 2d.—Money paid
upon taxes in mber is now getliog
back into circulation through the various
municips! departments, The demand opens
quietly. Indications point to incre in-
quiry this year. Rates are unchanged, but
rather firmer. Eastern exchauge has de-
clined very materially, It is possible to do
even better than our quotations call for.
Fine gsilver shows some improvement.
Sales have been actnally made tc-day at the
ineide rate. Call loans on first-class security
are noted at 5@7 per cent.,, and the ex-
tremes for commereial loans are 7@9 per
cent. Mortgage paper is taken by the savings
banks at 6@9 per cent., and the borrower
relieved of all obligations for taxes to the ex-
tent of the lien on his property. Drafts on
New York sell at 15@10 cents premium per

The Farmers' Canal Company.

MERrCED, January 2d.—Eleven hundred
shares of the stock of the ¥armers' Canal
Company was sold here on Saturday last to
C. H. Huoffwen, of this town, and Charles
Crocker, President of the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company. The whole number of
ghares of the canal company Is 1,574, valued
at $80,000. By this purchase tkey have se-
cured two-thirds of the stock, and will pro-
ceed at once to enlarge and extend the canal,
and turn the water ready for irrigatig ali
the valley from the foothills to the San Joa-
quin river, and between the Merced river and
Mariposa creek, The enterprise will give a
greater impetus to business in Merced county
than anything that has ever taken place, not
even excepting the building of the railroad.

Vielent Sand-storm.

BAKERSFIELD, January 2d.— The sand-
storm, which commenc:d Sucday night and
concluded ihis morning, was the most severe
ever known in this county, The railroad
track was greatly obstructed with drifting
sand, and a passenger and freight train col-
lided in a sand drift near Paso Creek station.
The telegraph did not work, and the aicr was
g0 thick that it was imposeible to see more
than thirty feet ahead.

Fire in the Sutro Tunncl.

VIRGINIA, January 2d.—At seven o'clock
yesterday morning a fire was discovered in
the north braech of the Sutro tunnel.

per end, and the pipe and hese attached to
the lower end, when men advanced into the
drift, driving the smcke back with a stream
from the hose, It took about three hours to
drive the smoke back, the fize being at a point
300 feet north of the C. and C. shaft; but
when the fire was finally reached, it was
quickly extinguished.
