THE BANQUET TO GOVERNOR PERKINS.

Itwas given ont by ttemanagement of the
banquet given in honor to Governor Perkins
last night at the Fieher banquet hall tbat no
speeches would be made, no toasts proposed
and no responses expected. With this sup-
position the reporters of the city press re-
tile1 e»rly in the evening. But the later
proceedings were replete with the most
brilliant display of eloquence, repartee,
wit and sentiment that has ever
characterized an occasion of this kind.
The t-j.Te id constituted a moat
sumptuous repast

—
a banquet with all tbe

brilliant accessories the term implies. The
incoming Governor, General George Stone-
mar, was a guest, and was the recipient of a
most cordial welcome to the capital.

Governor Perkins wa9 the subjact of many
complimentary speeches and toast?, and at
the close cf tbe banqnet was presented by
Hon. N. Greene Curtis, on behalf of the
company, witha splendid set of silver. Judge
Curtis, who was master of ceremonies, made
a most feeling and eloquent speech, which
was responded to by Governor Perkins in a
speech which for its pathes eloquence and
genuine feeling was pronounced by all his
friends the best effort of his life. For its
hearty good-fellowship, tor ita wit,iv senti-
ment and its tpjntaneous good-will, the ban-
quet of last evening deserves an eadnring
place in the memory of every participant.
The company tfinpersed at 2 this morning,
hence this imperfect characterization of
what was indeed a brilliant and er>j-jyable
occasion is all that can be given.

JIB. LUBIN'S SPEECH.

Mr.Lubia began by a few pleasant remarks
concerning his vocation as a business man,
and his lack of oratorical and linguistic
powers. To the literary men present he
would, for tha moment, leave business, they
to speak of that subject, while he would en*
deavor togive his ideas on the soul, a subject
on which his friends, the clergymen present,*
were given to descant. He then compared
the soul to a ray cf light represented by a
pure and perfectly white rod that was to
symbolize tbe soul as formed, and whichdies
without other change. But taken again in
its growth the white emblem of perfection
and innocence passes through various stages.
From the white, thd inactiv) state, let it bs
said itfirst turns to a grayish brown. This
is the result of action upon it of exterior in-
fluences. What does it then represent?. It
represents the characteristics found in many
Asiatic race?, slaves to despotic rulers, and
represents much of the peasant class of
Europe, and of the lower stratum of men gen-
erally.' Itthen changes to the first primary
color

—
red, the color of passion—

combaliveaesa and deatructiveness. The
white, by this change, is very nearly effaced,
and wo have lef", in representative form,
ignorance in its slavish aspect, brutality and
violence— the purely animal traits. The
next transformation, the result of exte-
rior influences, is to yellow

—
the color

of gold. Of this the characteristic is
acquisitiveness, and ii may be • material
or spiritual in nature. The love of gain in
itself v not bad. Itconduces to tho love of
power, and to it*acquution. But it is also
conducive to the acquisition of knowledge, to
the attainment rf ideal standards, to the ac-
quisition of the highest state of culture or re-
finement. Primarily, the desire to accumu-
late

—
the love of gain has bean the motive

for acticn in the progress of all nations. If
it began with a sordid desire for worldly
good*, that led to a loftier and better desire,
and so on, until from the sordid, the desire to
gain money leads to the desire to gain the
better things

—
the intellectual and the ele-

vating and refining.
-
This was illustrated in

the ciee of the Jewish people, the Grecians
and tha Romans. Trie Jews' love of gain re-
sulted inthe production of a race of prophets
and wi«e men. who have left enduring markr
upon the world's hrstory. When the Greeks
became a commercial people they developed
philosophers and posts, art, music and learn-
ing, and the impress of these is ineffaceable.
The Romans didnot preserve the equilibrium
between the spiritual and ths material, and
hence they expired in that state represented
by the yellow, mi 1 theirmatks onthe page of
the world'srecords are more those of vileLce.
Their love cf gain did not rise ont ot its
lower'development as represented by the yel-
low. The last 'transformation in this com-
parison of soul building to primary colon
and their union (is when the change is tothe
blue, representative of the ideal element.

-
In

this is found the devotional and the poetic,
and they become the pivotal points of exist-ence, and here religion and the recognition
of a higher and all-ruling power is developed.
But in all these change* let us cot fallinto
the error of supposing that the transforma-
tion or passage from one of these states to
the other . obliterates, nece^sirily, the ele-
ments represented by the colors inmy simile.
On the contrary, the perfect union of the
three inproper proportion alone produces the
perfect soul, and the perfect |man. .1 As the
red, yellow and blue rays •combine to pro-
duce the perfectly white and colorless ray, bo
the |union jand blending of what they hare
been made to represent in these remarks pro-
dace the perfect soul. Imay compare the
threo to the three sides of a triangle, each
being of equal length and the wholecompos-
ing a perfect :figure."' But the proportions
may not be eg lal, and our figure willnot be
perfect.

The good cannot be the
result, of calculation, it must be immediate,
ever present. " Interruption of any of the

Seneca said that sickness often prevents men
from dying. 'The disproportions of soul ele-
ments, that Ihave sought to point our, or
their deterioration or adulteration, produces
an illness of soul, out of the recovery of
which we may advance to a nearer approach
toward perfection.
