AS ORIJAN FACTORY.

Tuesday Iwent to visit an organ factory,
lx.-uily remote from the business centers,
to speak mildly. We came quite to the
ioot of some suave green hills, witha scarf
ol ?now thrown negligently on theirbreast,
and after some interested exploring among
<letached tin-shops, we discovered the
building we sought. A small organ was
being repaired in the outer room; in the
tit,more of a workroom, was avoicer —
"that is, an organ consisting merely of wind-
chest, bellows and keys, whereon newly-
made pipes are applied and brought to the
proper sound and pitch. Apile of graded
square wooden pipes lay on a bench.
Ti;ey were made of cedar brought from
British Columbia. A small spaca at tbe
base is boxed in for a reservoir of air, and
some delicate scratches on the edge met
by similar indentations in the cap that
\u25a0covers the reservoir constitute the voicing
of the pipes, and are the most important
process in an organ's construction. As the
workman picked up and blew npon several
of the wooden pipes as one does upon a
whistle, the sound was

PECULIAR AND MELLOW.

The factory had just finished an itnuienße
organ, of which the firm was proud. It
was erected inSt. Francis' Roman Catho-
licChurch, and was being adjusted. St.

Francis' was exactly at the other end of
town, but we were upon organs intent, and,
nothing daunted, crossed the city, and

"
by

St. Francis' Church and Francis, too,"
we were repaid for onr voyagings. The
church is gothic, and very pretty. Itwas
rapidly growing dark, and the Christmas
evergreens were stillup, wound round the
pillars, while the little red lights before
the two principal shrines tvrired

—
the word

is obsolete, but expressive
—

and a more
aggressive gaslight glared in the cboir, to-
ward which we lifted our dt-sirous eyes.
Besides the great new organ to give
picturesqueness to the view, there was aa
oldpriest leaning over tbe railings —

a priest
with wide-open gray eyes, and wearing a
velvet cap mitre-shaped. After a few
preliminary inquiries we climbed op the
windingstairway, and found ourselves in
the midst of much carpenter work. Then
we went inside of the organ itself, up a

"chicked ladder,"

And in among the pipes aed trackers. It
seemed a very large instrument to our
provincial inexperience. "Twenty-eight
stops, beside the mechanical ones," sound-
ed numerous when they said it, and that
one stop should control seventy of the
graduated cornucopia tin pipes, as was the
case with one, gave an idea of a strong full
\u25a0welL The forest of tin pipes was attract-
ive from the leopard spotting upon them of
the lead, which the organ builder explained
-was cast with the block tinof which the
pipes are made. It was a mottling like
lustreless upon polished silver. Behind as
was the cluster of the wooden pipes, and
quite at the back the great basses, like

"It is a wonderful instrument," we all

Business
men are nearly all making money, and a
large part of their surplus has gone into
real estate within the past year.

John Center has, it is reported, con-
tracted to supply with artesian water the
Southern Pacific rolling stock for §400 p;r
month. About 500,000 gallons per day
willbe required. A brick cistern, 25 feet
in diameter and 30 feet deep, has been
built withina block of the railroad repair
scops. A water tower with two tanks,
holding 140,000 gallons, willbe erected.

On the steamer City of Rio Janeiro, that
came into port a few days a'gi from Pan-
ama, were six Chinese passengers. Fire of
these are merchants from Peru, with their
wives and families, on tbeir way to China.
Two only wanted to land, and they were
allowed to emu ashore on furnishing suffi-
cient evidence of their identity.

partment. The applicant's examination prov-

ingsatisfactory to the examining officer, he is
enlisted into the Signal Service branch of the
UnitedStates army: for five years.

THAT BEEFSTEAK.

Itrequires courage inthe lightof knowl-
edge, and almost daily experience, for one
to assert that there is no reason why every
beefsteak that is put on the table should
not, so far as cooking is coccerned, ap-
proach the ideal steak. \u25a0' Subscriber

'

writes far from Louisiana to know how his
cook may be instructed to give him a good
beefsteak. A member of my own family
has brought the cooking of this article of
food to what we consider perfection. The
tirst requirement is not so much a tender
aad juicysteak, though this is always to
be devoutly desired, but a glowing bed of
coals, a wire gridiron, a stout one, with
good-sized wires, a double one, so that you
can turn the steak without touching it.
The steak should not be pounded, only in
extreme cases, when it is cut too thickand
is
''

stringy.
"

Attempt nothing elae when
cooking the steak ; have everything else
ready for the table ; the potatoes and vege-
tables all in their respective dishes in the
warming closet or oven, with the door left
open a littleway. From ten minutes on-
ward is needed to cook the steak. The time
must depend on the size, and you can easily
tell by the color of the gravy which runs
from the steak, when gently pressed witha
knife, as to its condition. If the master
of the houße likes it "rare done," when
there is a suspicion of brown gravy with
the red, it willbe safe to infer that it is
done enough for him ;if, as is generally
the case, the next stage is the favorite
one, remove the steak from tha gridiron
the instant the gravy is wholly of• light
brown. Remove it to a hot platter, pep.
per and salt it to suit your taste, put on
small lump3of butter, and then for two
brief moments cover it with a hot plate,
the two moments being sufficient to carry
it to the table. Oae absolutely essential
factor in the preparation of a good beef-
steak is that it must be served at once.
If "Subscriber" can impress it upon his
cook that she is not to let the steak stand
and eteatn while she is doing other
things, he willbe likely to receive his re-
ward for so doing. Ifhe can inspire his
ccok with a desire to excel, if he can in-
duce her to believe that it is worth while
to take pains, he will do an even more
important wors than to produce a de-
licious steak. A good cook must belong
to one of two orders

—
she must be a

Christian of great conscientiousness, or a
person of abundant culture, whose sole de-
light is to do well and with thought
whatever is undertaken.

HANDWRITING OF FAMOUS MEN.

Sometimes half-a-dozen engravers are en-
gaged in rendering an artist'a drawing ot a
single subj-ct, which, when fnisbed, prs-
stnts to the unpractised eye one uniform
style. Nevertheless, a practised eye can
discover where each individual engraver's
work leaves oil and where that of every
one of the rest begins. Inhandwriting, as
inother arts and in literature, "the style
Uthe man." For allthat, the evidence of
handwriting, as of style generally, is not
to be relied on when men's lives and liber-
ty are at stake. Stilllees can character be
judged from handwriting. Brave men
may perpetrate a timid scrawl, generous
and high-minded men may write a mean
hand, and cowards produce a bold and
flowing script. Porson, the great Greek
scholar, among the untidiest of students,
wrote neatly and elegantly. Cromwell's
writing, though Urge, is sbaky. Shake-
speare's signature is not particularly clear.
Napoieon Bonaparte wrote illegibly, it is
said purposely, to bide his bad spelling.
Tne handwriting of the tortuous-minded
Charles I. is as clear and striking as that
of Thomas t'irlyle is crabbed and indis-
tinct. On the other hand Qieen Eliza-
beth's writing is magnificent. Edgar
Allen Poe wrote beautifully, and with
scarcely an erasure ;whereas the manu-
script* of Charles Dickens, to be seen in
the Korater collection at South Kensing-
ton, are rugged and fullof alterations and
emeadations. Many men write large or
small, in characters boldly or weakly
formed, according to their humor of the
moment. Again, handwriting depends for
its style on the echcol in whichit is taught
and the purpose to which it is applied.
The manuscript of Byron, of Thomas
Campbell, and of Thackeray, may be called
the literary hand. Itis nniform in color,
small, aod fairly legible, but without a
superabundant curve or flourish. The
great mass of

whichpasses through

the hands of a modern printer is more or
less of the same character. Acommercial
hand, as it is called, is something quite
different, (riven an envelope addressed by
a city clerk, and one from the hand of a
University professor, and it is well-nigh
certain that the former will be more dis-
tinguished for elegance and clearness than
the latter. Again, the writing of the rus-
tic and uncultured class is so much alike
aa to defy differentiation. Allthis goes to
prove thai the evidence of experts must be
taken with the proverbial grain of salt.

WORKYET TO BE DONE.

Oge of our most intelligent and experi-
enced sanitary experts haa the followiog
sensible say in a private letter

—
so sensible

and valuable that we copy entire :Despite
all the agitation of late years, it is amazing
how much yet remains to be done in the
line of sanitary work. When after four
years spent in recommending sanitary re-
formIbegan the practical workof remedy-
ing bad drainage and plumbing, Ihad to
confess astonishment at the small re-
sults that have been accomplished in the
way of improvement. The sewer-gas
scare, dating from before 1876 ;the two
outbreaks of yellow fever at the South ;
the diffusion of official health documents ;
the publication of sanitary periodicals and
book;, with the wide dissemination of in-
formation by the press and ou the lectura
platform

—
all eeem as but a drop in the

bucket, in view of what yet remains to be
done. We have scotched the snake, not
killedit, and the ground has been barely
scratched for the seed of reform. We need
to start a sanitary boom, and ought to
make household hygiene as popular and at-
tractive as household decoration. People
should be impelled to search out antique
nuisances and the sources of old-fashioned
contagion withas much ardor as they no*-

track "grandfathers' clocks" and carved
oaken side-boards. We already see one good
result of the art decoration fever, in the
taste for bare floors and hard-finished walls.
A sanguine man may have faith that in
time a healthy house will be as much ad-
mired as an artistic one, and that even
bric-a-bric may pale in glory before peifect
plumbing and ventilation. The character
of onr people is such, and the condition of
our climate so different, that we cannot
always followforeignexperience insanitary
matters. Hence it is vitallyimportant to
stuily local conditions and requirements, and
at least take the first step toward practical
success by employingonly men of compe-
tency in supervising sanitary work
