Willura D. Kelley was born ia Philadel
pbia OS years apo. After receiving a Rood
education he entered a printing officoas copy-
holder to the proof-readt r. _ This provicg un-
congenial, he was apprenticed to a jeweler
and serve 1 ssven years. Hie first engage-
ment as a journeyman was in Boston, where
he occupied his leisure hours inliterary work.
Returning to Philadelphia he read law and
was admitted to the bar. He practiced with
ability and success, and afterwards held the
position of Judge of the Court of Common
Pleas withcredit for come years. Mr.Kelley
distinguished himself before the war by his
antagonism to slavery and his zeal for the im-
position of a high protective tariff. He was
a membsr of the Tnirty-seventh Congress,
elected in November, 1860, the choice of his
constituency by reason of bin anti-slavery
nentimenJs, and lias co.itir.ued to represent
the same district tver eiaue. He served »s^ a
member r.f t1.6 Committee on Naval Affairs
in the Thirty-etehih Congress, act1 is cow
Chairman r.f the Ways and Means Commit-
tee of the FoTtj--3aveoth.
