It was then ad-
mitted that with the recount of that precinct
and the returns as mado by the Boards of
Election, Curisty has a majority of 15 votes
in the district, Contestant proposed to intro-
dace testimony to show that Christy had
been guiity of offenses against the electoral
franchize, in that he had procured in October,
1882, the appointicent of W. O. Davis as
Deputy County Clerk to register voters:
that he went with Davis and assisted in reg-
istering ; that he and Davis frandulently
registered Peter Prazzo, he not being then in
the county, and that Prazzo’s name had bean
forged to the affidavit; and also that they
registered Charles Sheewey, kncwing that he
was not & voter in the precinct, This teati-
mony was ruled out by the Court,

W. O, Davis had been subpenaed, but did
not appear, aod au attachment was issued for
bhim, The case was then continued for fur-
ther hesring uatil 10 A, M, tc-day, Ex-
County Clerk Borkey was the principal wit-
ness, and he says he comsiders himself an ex-
pert in election cases,

The coxplaint in tha case further charges
that * Christy did, jost before the election,
give to one Peter Rigney bribes and rewards—
that is to say, roney and liquors—for the
purpose of procuring his election to said office
of Superviscr.” This question will be brought
up to-day.

WEATHER COMPARISON.

As usnal, the 49ers, the ** tender feet,” and
those who are not natives and to the manner
born, are complaining bitterly of the cold
weather of the last few days, eaying it is
colder than they ever felt in this portion of
California. It isa well known physiological
fact that owing to the constitutional condi-
tion of the human race they become at times
more susceptible to cold and heat than at

other times, for who has mot noticed such
thinge? A person will say, ** Well, I feel the
cold very much more to-day than yesterday,”
and when the thermal condition of the at-
mosphere on each day is found out it is co-
ticed to be warmer on the day that the cold
was felt to be the greatest. The same can
be said of any heated term during the summer,
A few items have been culled from the United
States Signal office records at this statisn for
1878 and 1882, and facts and figures show
that there have been spells of cold weather of
longer duration and more continuous than
the present, and also a lower temperature,
The following shows the number of days in
the months of December and January of each
year that the thermometer fell to, and
below 32°. Commencing with December, 1877,
in which only one day reached 32°. In Jan-
uary, 1878, five days in succession—from the
1st to tne Sth—the thermometer feil below
32°, the lowest being 29°, on the 3d. Im De.
cember, 1878, sixteer days in succession ghe
thermometer fell below 32°, those days beisg
from the 14th to the 29:h ; lowest 23° on the
29:h, January, 1879, gave eizht days, four
in succession, with a misimum temperature
balow 32°, the lowest being 29°. In Decgu::-
bar, 1879, there were nine days with a mini-
mnum temperature below 32°, the lowest being
25°, January, 1880, gave pine days in suc-
cession—from the 27¢h %o the 3lst—below
freezing ; lowest, 25°. In December of the
same year the thermometer only reached as

low as 88°. In Jacuary, 1881, the
lowest was 35°. In December of the
same year oue day reached 31°. Jat-

uary, 1882, four days in succession the min-
imum tnermometer was below 32° the lowest
being 29°. Dacember, 1882, only twodays, 30th
and 31st, fall below freezing, lowest27°, the day
it snowed. This month, to date, the month
that 21l are talkiog so much abeut, only four
days have reached a minimum temperatnre
beiow 32°, the lowsst being 28° on the 9ib,
Judging irom the mean temperature for each
day, the preseat month certainly gives mors
days with a low mean temperature than any
month of the same name for the past fiva
years, It gave seven days in succession that
the tem ure was below 39° that is, the
tempersture av 1 each hour for eteven
days no more than 39°,

camber, 1 day; lowest, 32°. 1878, January,
5 days; lowest, 29°. 1878, December, 16
days ; lowest, 23°, 1879, January, 8 days;

1879, December, 9 days ; lowest,
25°, 1880, Japuary, 9 dsys; lowest, 25°
1880, December, none; lowest, 38°. 188I,
Japuary, none; lowsst, 35°. 1881, Decem-
ber, 1 day; lowe:t, 31°. 1882, Jaruary, 5
days; lowest, 29°., 1882, December, 2 days;
lowesf, 27°, 1883, January to the 14ib, 4
days ; lowest, 28°,

A correspondect at Susanville, under
date of January Sth, writes as follows:

This has been up to the present time one
of the most delightful seasons ever expe-
rienced here, There is but little snow on
the mountains and there has not been cold
weather enough to form ice thick enough
for first rate housing purposes.

The long continued good weather has en-
abled the unfortunates who were burned
out here, to rebuild, and now the town
presents a decidedly better appearance
than before the fire, as nearly all the
burned district is rebailt with good build-
ings.

%st has been reported that there was a
scarcity of hay in the county, which to
say the least is a mistake, for 2 number of
hundred tons could be bought here for
87 or §8 a ton. There is little doubt but
what all will be sold and fed before sam-
mer.

Game of all kinds is quite plentiful here,
and an effort is about to be made to put
the game laws in force and stop the waste-
ful slaughter as practiced now. This fall
three Indians inside of three weeks killed
142 deer in the northern part of the coun-
ty. Most of the game killed is shipped to
Reno and Virginia City, where it finds a
ready sale.

The newly-elected county officers were
swora in to-day, and entered upon the
duties of their several offices. A clean
sweep was made at the last election.

A boy named Garrett, aged about 16
years, had a leg badly broken in two places
yesterday by a horse which he was riding,
slipping on the ice and falling on his leg—
the result of racing in our streets,

The officers of the United States Land
Office here are about to put a stop to the
cutting of wood and timber on Govern.
ment land in this district.

SAN TFRANCISCO ITEMS.

For the first time in six years, there were
no female prizoners in the City Prison Fri-
day night,

Since opening hig office for business
Treasurer Reis has paid ont over half a
million dollars,

The Superintendent of Streets will not
have much more than $2,000 with which
to run his coffice this month after the street-
sweeper is paid,

Extra traveling facilities have been pro.
vided for in order to accommodate the large
crowd that will undoubtedly attend the
inaugural ball on the 16th instant. Sleep-
ing cars will be attached to the Atlantic
Express, which leaves this city at 3:30
P. M. on Tuesday next,

Judge Finn has decided to grant the ap-
plication of the heirs of R. B. Woodward
to have the compensation of Isaac Hyde,
executor of the estate, fixed according to
the terms of the will. IIyde claimed a
commission as compensation for his ser-
vices instead of a fixed salary,

The operations of dredging -the slips
alongside the wharves of this harbor have
of late been carried on exteneively, The
bulkhead at Vallejo-street wharf has just
been excavated, while the mud bank at
Broadway-street wharf, where the Dakota
struck eeveral weeks ago, has been entirely
removed.

The poultry dealers are in a state of ex-
citement over the arrival of a large lot of
Eastern dressed bens, The first importa-
tion of any size reached this city from
Omaha on Thursday, and were offered for
sale on the street at the same prices that
were freely paid for California stock. The
dealers, however, refused to take them at
those figures, and the indicaticns are that
they will have to be eold at reduced prices,

In consequence of the increased number
of coasting vessels that have been con-
structed during the past year, the lumber
freights from northern ports to this city
have hecome so0 reduced that several
schooners and barks have been withdrawn
from the trade. The Whistler, which for
many years has been engaged carrying lum-
ber, will be transformed into a whaler, if a
suitable captain can be obtained.
