cne, Every prophet is a hereticin hiz own
age and a sainted martyr in the next one.

Mr. Bancroft is not a dry-ss-dust compiler,
Oa the contrary, bis books are as readable as
they are trusiworthy and exhsustive; and
their author has achieved that high rank
among historians due to completeness of in-
formation, untiring assiduity and care, and
that comprehensive scops of intellectusl vizion
and warmth of imagination and eympathy,
without which the most indefatigable in-
dustry ie inadsquate to the production of his-
tory which will be read and will live,

In answer to the question, ‘“What are
the leading differences between the bew
and the old theology ?” addressed to the
Christian Union, Dr. Lyman Abbott, who
is in full sympathy with what may be
termed ‘‘ the new theology,” or “‘advanced
religious thought,” replies editerially as
#ollows :

That is & question which cannot be an- ‘

swered in a paragraph. The old theology

can be defined because it is formed ; the |

new theology cannot be defined, because it
is forming.
the contrasts somewhat as follows:

old theology regarded God as ruling nature |

from without, the new as controlling it |
from within; the old regarded God as gov-
erning man from without, the new as
dwelling in bim ; the old regarded mira-
cles as a viclation of nature’s laws, the new
as a divine influence in man; the old
thought it wholly exceptional, the new
thinks it only an exceptional form cf}
a universal phenomeron; the old feared
God as a king, the new reverences him as
& father ; the old regarded punishment as
stripes inflicted by God on man, the new
as death wrought by sin in man; the old
thought of it as futare, the new is con-
scious of it as present ; the old feared pun-
ishment more, the new dreads sin more ;
the old believed in a theory of the atone-
ment, the new has faith in the forgiveness
of sins ; the old emphasized the sypposed
effect of Christ’s death on God, the new it
manifest effect on man ; the old governed
men by law, penaliy, fear, the new by
faith, hope, love ; the old offered carefully
formulated definitions of God—the Father,
the Son, the Holy Spirit, the new rever-
ences him as transcending all definition ;
the old bad confidence in theolegy, the
new has faith in religion; the old is a
creed, the new is a life ; the old is clear-
.cut and cold, the new is nebulous and

The substitution of rugs for stair car-
pets has not met with much appreciation
from the general public, and yet there is a
good deal to be said in favor of the fashion.

Natural
wood, susceptible of high polish, will be
bes$ for the purpose, acd patural colors, as
far as possible, should be selected for the
painting. Such panels look remarkably
well in pairs—one, for example, represent.
ing summer, with a design of rosebuds and
forget-me-nots ; another, autumn, with its
many-tinted leaves.

A new style of window shade has besn
introduced into the Queen’s apartments at
Balmoral, and is likely to become generally
popuiar.
