But the fact is, it too frequently
happens that all the ecientific knowledgs
which ever enters the sick-room comes in
with the doctor and goes out 2gain with
him. This state of things requires to be
improved.

or higher schoolmaster, known as rhetori-

cian or sophist, whe taught the higher pro- |

fessions ; while their philosophers or wise
men introduced a kind of knowledge that
gave scope to the intellectual faculties,

with or without professional applications— |

the very idea of our Faculty of Arte.

So seli-asserting were these new-born |

teachers of the sophist class, that Plato
thought it necessary to recall attention to
the good old perennial gource of instruction
—the home, the trade, and the society. He
pointed out that the pretenders to teach
virtue by moral lecturing were as yet com-

pletely cutrivaled by the influence of the |

family and the social pressure of the com-
munity. In like manner the arts of life
were all originally handed down by appren-
ticeship and imitation. The greatest
statesmen and generals of early times had
simply the education of the actual work.
Philip of Macedon could have had no other
teaching ; his greater son was the first of

the line to receive what we may call a lib- |
eral or a general education, under the edu- |
