dence of his son-in-law, Charles McCreary, in
this city, after a long illnees, For more thana
year he had suffered frem disease of the heart,
and early in the month of August of last
vear he 1eft the bench of the Superior Court
rever to return. Judge Clark was born in
Winchester, Ky., in 1815, beirg in his 68th
year at the time of his decease. He came
to California feom Missouri in 1853, located
in Sacramento, and at once began the prac-
tice of law. At the szssion of the Legislatura
in 1857-8 he represented this county in the
Assembly, with A, P, Catlin, J. H. Mec-
Kusne and L. W, Ferris as coiteagues, Dar-
ing tha sesion of 1860-1 he was a membar of
the Stata Senate. On October 7, 1861, he
was elecled to the cffice of Concty
Judge, succeeding Judze Robert -Rob-
inson "in that position, At  the
expiration of the term he was re-elected, and
served continuously as County Judge until
the Court was abolishad by the adoption of
the new Constitution. At the first election
under the Constitution he was elected to the
poeition of Superior Judge, whicn he held
until the time of his death. In politics he
was a Whig of the Henry Clay stamp, and
afterwards a Republican. His father,
James Clark. was a prominent jurist of
Kentucky. He rapresented the same district
a8 ¢did Henry Clay both in the State Sanate
and in Congress, filled the position of Su.
preme Judge of the State, and was elected
Governor, which position he occupied at the
tims of bis death. The son, previoua to his
removal to Missouri, was graduated at a law
cillege in Obio. Deczased was a member of
Capi‘a’ Lodge, Independent Order of Oid
Fellowe, and belonged to Company A, Sacra-
mento Baitalion of Uniformed Patriarchs,
He leaves one son atd two danghters—Wm,
Clark, of San Francicco, Miss Minnie Clark
and Mrs, Chas, McCraary, both of Sacra-
mento. The funeral will take place this af-
noon at 2 P, M, from the residence of Chas.
McCreary, Tenth and L strests.

Oz Saturday the Superior and Police
Courks adjourned out cf respect to Judge
Clark’s memory, The Sacramento Bar Asso-
ciation will meet at the Court-houvse at 10
A. M. to-day, to take approvoriate action in re-
gard to his death, and make preparations to
attend the funeral,

The loss ¢f Judgze Clark to this community
will be sincerely deplored. INo man wes wore
widely known in this section. For more than
two decades he was honored by the people of
Sacramento county with a seat upon the
county hench, nad when he syught promotion
to the h r position in the Superior Court
it was accorded with a unanimity that testi-
fied to the deep hold he had upon the esteem
and counfidence of the citizars., Oa the bench
he was prompt and digpified, aed presided
with paticnce and cloze attention to the issues
presented. ITis mind was analytical, and con-
fusion of ideas never marred bis decisions.
He was not severe, and on that account
was the subjeet of some criticism by such as
believed that his decress of punishment
againat offenders before the law should have
been legs merciful, He was a sound lawyer,
and the whole bent ¢f his mind, his reason-
ing and retentive powere, his insight into the
motives of men, and bis knowledge of human
cheracter, fisted him in an eminent degree for
the bench,

He wae, from an early day, the close friend
of Sacramente, and with her he remained
during all the {rias!s and reverses that beset
the city, though opportunities in number
offared for him to go into other fields. In
social lifse Judge Clark was a firm friend, a
kind father and a literal-mindad and public
gpirited ciiizen. He did npot withdraw him-
gelf, but mingled with his fellow-men freslr,
and deeply yyed their society. Like alt
men, he peculiarities, and possibly
fanlts, that brought him some antagonism,
but not to a degres that served to disturb kLis
geranity, or disquiet him, or to shake the con-
fidence cf the people in him,
