Placer (laims Upon Surveyed Lands.

WasHINGTON, January 29:h,—In the case
of the Bear rivsr (Californis) extension placer
claim, the Commissioner of the General Land
Offize holds that placer claims upon rurveyed
land must conform with the public surveys in
all cases, except where it is rendered impos-
sible by previous appropriation or reservation
of a portion by legisiation,  This particular
placer clzaim lies within the bad of Bzar river
for some distance, and the opinion is ex-
pressed that it would be unwise public
policy to imperil the navigation or public
usefulness of such rivers by the aliowance of
a claim of this character, The entry has

OMAHA, January 29:h.—A rensation has
been stirred up here tc-day by Mrs. Matilda
A, Ward bringing two suits agsainst James
Bonner, a furniture dealer. The first suit is
brought in the Police Court, the objact beivg
to secure protection against alleged threats
made verbally and by letters against Mre,
Ward. The second suit is brought in the
District Court for slander, damages being
laid at £5.000. Mrs. Ward is a respectable
lady, very handsome, and the mother of sev-
eral children, she having a son 21 years old.
She has long been a prominent member of
the First Methodist Church, in which
also Bonner is a ehining light. She is
a sister to Borner’s wife, and also a cousin
of Bonner. She claims that Bonner has for
a long time past paid undue attention to her,
has dogged her footsteps about town to and
from church, and has greatly annoyed her,
He even went so far as to suggest that she
get divorced from her busband, and that he
would secure a divorce from his wife, and
then they would get married. In his letters
he showed that he was j2alous of her, and
intimated that if he could not have her he
would do something to make himself and her
dia together *‘and lie in their shrouds, as a
dead trouble is batter than a living one.”
Mrs. Ward finally gave the whole thing away
to her friends and the church authorities, and
aaked for advice, and at thiz juncture Bonner
is alleged to have confessed that he had had
criminal intercourse with Mrs, Ward for a
number of years. This was too much, and
immediately took steps to refute the
slander, which she asszerta is malicious, false
and uttered for revenge.

Those Belgian Securities Again.

BosToN, Jsnuary 20th.—A bill in equity
was brouzht some months ago by Leopold
11., King of Belgium, in the Supreme Court,
against Lson Bernard, to recover certain
securities deposited by Bernard in the Uasion
Safe Deposit vaults in thia city. The suit is
still pending. Another bill in equity has
now been bronght by Isadore Hippolite Duros
Aux, Bishop of Wournay, in Belgium, to
recover the same securities, Bernard, who
resided at Antwerp, had for a long time been
the custodizn of morey and securiiies belong-
ing to the Bishop, which were derived from
the revenues of the church. About March,
1881, Bernard converted a large amount of
the securities to his own use, and fl:dd from
Belgium to the United States. He was ar-
rested at Havana and taken to Belgium,
where he is now awaiting trial. Bernard,
while in the United States, hired a safe of
the Union Safs Deposit vaultr, in which he
deposited a large amount of securities, which
cannot be attached, and cannot be taken on
a writ of replevin claim. Bernard Ias no
title to the securities, and it is asked that
he be ordered to deliver them to the Bishop;
the Upion S:zfe Deposit vault be restrained
from allowing Bernard to have access to the
safe, and from delivering the securitiea to
him, and that plaintiff be put in poslession
of the property. Unpon tke filing of the bill
an injncetion was issued as prayed for till
the further order of the Court, and a euk-
pena was also issued to defendact, returnable
in March.

A Massachuseits Leprosy Case.

Savey (Mass.), January 29:h,—Charles
Derby, the alleged leper at the Almshouse, is
failing slowly but sarely. He is kept isclated
from all the other in mates, aud has an attend-
ant whose duty it is to wait on him alone.
One of his eyes is completely sightless, and

the other i3 gradually beceming so, everything

appearing hazy or smoky. He sleeps and
eats well, but his voice is hosrse and husky,
He declares his diseage ia not leprosy at all,
but of another naturs, contracted some six or
seven years ago. IHs eays that he is himself
perfectly familiar with leprcsy in all ite
stages, haviog seen it in ths hospital in Cali-
fornia, and that in every iostance if com-
mences on the hands and on the liftle finger ;
that the finger loses its flaxibility and becomes
pumb, Dr. Marchfield, a Frenchman from
Worcester, has seen him, and claims that the
case is simply skin humor, ‘peculiar to the
South Sea Islands, and curable. He claims
to be a relative of Ricord of Paris, but
brings no testimonials with him. He says he
can cure Derby.

CHINA AND JAPAN,

The steamship Coptic, which sailed from
Shanghai on the 3d of January, arrived in
San Francisco Sunday night about half-past
10, bringing the following advices :

CHINA.

The latest advices show that the attitude
of the Chinese toward Japan is becoming
unpleasant, if not actually hostile, the
cause of the ill feeling being the still unzet-
tled Loo Choo question. The Chinese offi-
cials profess great indignation because the
new envoy from Japan comes without in-
structions to reopen the subject on his side,
and several petty affronts have been given
to the Japanese officials now in China,
The Japanese envoy is understood to de-
clare that his predecessor had full power
to settle the dispute ; that China agreed
more than once upon terms of adjustment,
only to repudiate her own action afterward,
throwing such obstacles in the way of a
reasonable adjustment that Japan was com-
pelled to withdraw from the negotiations,
This was not done, however, until after the
utmost patience and consideration had been
shown in an endeavor to effect a proper
understanding. Now Japan waits for China
to reopen the proceedings, if she desires to,
The Chinese officials virtually admit the
correctness of these assertions, but assume
that Japan, being the younger and smaller
empire, is bound to consult the conven.
ience of her continental neighbors, For.
eign diplomatists have no fear that serious
consequences will follow China’s offensive
action.

The affairs of Tonquin are still in an un-
certain state. The French envoy to Peking
believes the Chinese forces have been, or
irpmediate]y will be, withdrawn from the
disputed region and leave the way open for
French possession. Others assume that
the troops will retire a short distance only,
with intent to take euch action as future
developments render expedient,

The commercial treaty between China
and Corea has been published. It is prob-
ably of only temporary nature, being im-
perfect in scope and supplying but few ez-
gential details. The extra-territorial prin.
ciple is maintained, largely to the advan.
tage of China,

The authorities of Foo Chow have sud.
denly prohibited the sale of kerosene.
Cause not explained.

The Nanking Viceroy Teo shows signs of
recovery from the illness that was expected
to prove fatal.

JAPAN,

The official trade returns for 1882 show:
Total exports from Yokohama, $26,600 -
000 ; total imports, $20,300,000, The ex-
ports have increased $5,500,000 since the
previous year, and the imports decreased
upward of 51,000,000, The principal ex-
ports are silk and tea, while the principal
imports are cotton yarn, shirtings, mus.
lins, sugar and kerogene,

The Japsnese' paper currency has in-
creased in value since the baginning of the
year.

from silver and 40 per cent. from gold.
