MEN OF THE HOUR.

Johann Most is a Bavarian, born in 1810.
He began life as a bookbinder, and cultivated
cratory in his leisure. The gift of fluency
led him into becoming on agitator, and in
1863 the Austrian authorities were co foolish
as toimprison him for a revolutionary speech,
and thus give him an effective ad 7ertisement.
Upon bis releasa he established a newspaper
lit.Chemnitz, which was ncppreßsed after a
Teat's life. The interval be' ween this time
acd 1874. when he began to publish a news-
paper in Vienna, watt spent inmaking speech-
es in various places of Saxony and Austria.
His second rew-j:aper met with the fate of
the first, and the effect of bis publishing
pamphlets and books embodying hid views
was to rentier it desirable that be should re-
move »nt r.{Austria. He tiird Franre, but
even the Republic could not tolerate his pres-
ence and ran', and in1878 He settled inLon-
don and established the Freihcit, a newspaper
which was printed in red ink, and was
crowded with jubilations when Alexander 11.
was murdered. The English authorities, tak-
ing |ocgaizicce of this sheet, punished its
editor and publisher with nireteen months'
imfriaoimeat. His term having expired he
has come to this country, and is at present
traveling, Itis cinrplimentaiy to the intelli-
gence and loyalty to the true principles of
liberty of the people of this country that his
ppeecbes and movements sine? arrival have
demanded but slight attention, and that bis
communistic barrangues meet with no ap-
proval except by the few "cranks" here,
and that who, like Most, left the land of his
nativity for bis country's good, or are too in-
dolent to acquire property otherwise than by
robbery, coiitiscilionand murder.

A COTTOH Pukini; Machine.
—A ma-

chine for picking cotton was recently tested
at Cnarleston, S. C',, with considerable
success. la appearance the maehiDe re-
semblos a long wagon on two wheels. In
the forward end is a system of brushes for
cleaning the cotton plants. From these
brushes the plants are guided to an arrange-
ment of steel disca with peculiar shaped
teeth which seize the cotton inthe ripened
bolls and pullit out. Other brushes again
come into play and sweep the cotton into
receptacles at the eide of the machine,
whence it is conveyed on endless bands to
the boly of the wagon. By a cimple de-
vice unripe bolls are passed through unin-
jured. Itis stated that with some modifi-
cations suggested by the trialthe machine
is estimated to pick from 3,000 to 5,000
pounds of cotton a day with the aid cf two
mules and one laborer.
