Officers Farrell and Jack-
son started for DavUville in tie morning in a
buggy, having previously telegraphed to the
conductor of the west-bound overland train
to arrest any suspiciouß-lookinir men who
might board the trainat Daviaville. Sheriff
Kirby, of Solano county, arrested two men
on the train when near San Tablo, and they
were taken to San Francisco and turned over
to Chief Crowley. Last evening a young maD,

who was coming from the Sarsfield Guard
ball at the time the two burglars ran down
Sixth street, went t3 the station-houss and
identified one of them as one of the men he
saw. A dispatch was then sent to Chief
Crowley, of San Francisco, to release the
two men arrested on the train. • Uponexami-nation of the premises of the gun store it
was found that two new revolvers had been

The argu-
ment in the Walden perjury casewasbrought
to a sudden close yesterday morning by the
announcement ioCourt that Charles T.Jones,
associate c,ijus;l for the prosecution, was
sick and unable to attend. The prosecution
asked for a continuance until noon, bat Mr.
Turner, whose argument was but half con-

cluded the day before, c fierce! to submit the
case- without any further arc;utr.enr, wh'ch
wes agreed to by the District Attorney. The
Court then :voted the jury, and they re-
tired. Insixteen minute* they returned, and
t'.c foreman announced they had agreed on a
verdict. Amid breathless tiler.ee in the
crowded Conr'.-rooir, the Clerk recorded it,
and annttinced a verdict of not guilty. A
nioti n wss then madci by defendant's oun-
sel 11rlismira the other indictment f;>rperjury
asaii s 1;WV.lt'en. Judge McF&tlandsaid that
it evrilig to the- Ocurt thai (r.e rv:,Uuc»

adduced in the trial jast c'.csed ia the same
tub-'-anii.iily that *>onld he u^ed and
developed ina trialunder the other, in< i:'.-
ment; that the former eisa had o::sumed
fourteen days in its tria', ".ud was fully tried :
tha* the sams results wculd follow,to wit:
an acquittal of tha defendant ;that great in-
convenience to t.he witaeEßes and an r:<>r-
mpu? expense to the ccuniy would follow,
and that iiiiaccordingly ordered that Faid
indictment b.- dismissed and the defendant b3
discharged froca custody. The Bziae order
was made in the case of the People vs. Oicar
Lyon, indicted for peijury alleged to have
been committed in the same ti\al. The witness
foe3alone ia the trialof Walden, forperjuiy,
which was commenced in September,
amounted to SI,COG 45, without the fees
paid at the preliminary examination. Judge
McFatland refused to allow fees to many
.witnesses in the trill just closac', claiming
that they were willingwitceseep, cou'd aff jri
to lose the time and the expense incurred,
and that miry of them appeared to be in-
terested in th 3result. However, the wit-
n?s;;.s' fees allowed on Saturday, with the
two allowed yesterday, amount to SI 300,
which makes a total for the two trials of
82,902 45.

THE LEGISLATURE.
'
Hard Work In Both Houses— The Debris

Question in the Assembly— The Miners
Win by Ono Vote. '-? \ \u25a0

Yesterday was an active day inboth houses cf the
Legislature, a large amount of business being; trass-

ictcd. In the Assembly there was an exciting con-
test over the second re-dine an! engrossment of
Cattei's billrelative to the joinder of parties In ac-

tions to a"' ate a nuisance, commonly known in the
present Legislature as the

"
sHekens bill." Itwas

finallydefeated by one vote.

The Senate met at 10 a. m. with Lieutenant Gov-
ernor D.'ggett in the chair.

After the leading of the lonrnal, the Senate re-
solved itself into executive session for the purpose
of considering the appointments made by tie Gov-
ernor The appointments were confirmed, as fol-
lows :Walter Turnbuil, of San Franci-co. Major-
General Commanding Division National Goarl of
California.; William H. Dimond, of San Francisco,
Brigadier-General ;Charles Cadwalader, of Teh -ma,
Brigadier-General ; aDd Joseph G. Wai), of Del
Norte, Brigadier-General. The vote was a unan-
imous one ineach case, except that Frastr voted no
on the appointments of Dimond and Cadwalader.

Taylor, from the Committee on Education, re-
ported back S. B.49, to provide an industrial de-
partment at the Deaf, -Dumb and Blind Asylum,
without recommendation, stating that there were
four members of the committee present when the
billwas considered, two of whom favored the bill
and two opposed it. He also reported back ad-
verse'y S. B. 140 and S. B.175, proposing to amend
Article )X of the Constitution in regard to the
State University. •\u25a0

Md lure introduced a billproviding the machinery
forsubmitting to the people proposed amendments
to the Constitution. His the same bill introduced
by him at the last session on the same subject.

Redilyintroduced abill to amend Section 473 of
the CivilCode, relating to the consolidation of the
capital stock, debt?, profits, asseU and franchise of
railroad correlations, and to authorize such consol-
idation between railroad corporations organized in

this State and railroid corporations of adjoining

States. The object of the bill is to save doubling
the expense of a company operating a railroad in

two Mates. For instance, there is a line of railroad
running from the Mound House, nesr Carson Ciiy,
State of Nevada, down through Candalaria and
Owens Kiver Valley, connecting with the Southern
PaciSc Railroad. in case itbecomes necessary to
raise money all the forms must be gone through

withinboth States. This billwllpermit a consoli-
dation, under which half of the expense willbo
saved. He also introduced a;bill amending the In-
solvent Act of ISSO, so as to make the Sheriff the re-
ceiver of the insolvent estate until tha regular as-
siguic is appointed.

"Sullivan introduced abill to amend Section 737 of
the Political Code, relating to the salaries of the
Judzes of Superior Courts of the city and county of
San" Francisco, and the counties of Alamcda, San
Josqutn, Los Angeles, Santa Clara, Yuba and Butter
combined, Sacramento, Butte, Nevada and So-
noma ;raising the salaries of the Superior Court
Judges m those counties from $4,000 per annum to
{0,000 per annum. He also introduced a billadding
a new section to the CviiCode, relating to the duty
of railroid corporations to provide safeguards for
passengers. The bill is copied fioia the Illinoisrail-
road law, and provides that every railroad corpora-
tionshall furnish each car used lor the tnuupDrta-
tion of passengers with one woodman's ax, one
hand-saw, one sledge-hammer and two leath< rbuck-
ets, such ar.icles tobe kept in good repair, ready for
instant use, and in some convenient piaco ininch
car easily of access in case of collision or other loot
dent. \u25a0

Fr.iz;i.rintroduced a bill to amend .Section 413 of

the Political Cade, rc'atinjr to the duties of the Sec-
retary of State, lit makes the statute conform to
the Constitution, by limiting the amount allowed
each mcml er of the legislature for contingent ex-
penses to -*25 for each session.] ,

Ryan introduced a billin relation to the inspec-
tion of steam boilers. [Itprovides for an Infpector-
General of Balers in each Congressional district of
the State.]

Yrooman introduced abill toamend feveral sec-
tions of the lolitical Code, and to repeil other sec-
tions, relating to the public schools. The billis a
big one, being carefully drawn in conformity with
the suggestions made by ix-Superintenden of Pub-
lic Instruction Campbell in bis biennial report. He
alto introduced abill relative to fees chargeable to
estates in the hands of the Public Administrator. It
allows the Court to r>mit the fees and cave the
Public Administrator from paving the fees oat of
his ownpocket when the estate is found to be bank-
rupt.

Taylor (by request) introduced abillto add anew
section to the Political Code, as follows: "Section
541. Whenever a telegraph corporation shall, fur the
purpose cf competition with any other telegraph
corporation, lower the rates of charges for messages
between any given points or from ore point to
another within this S';ato, such reduced rates shall
not be again raised orincreased from such standard.
Charges in violation of this s ction shall work a
forfeiture of the franchise of the corporation so
violating the name." Also, abillto amend Section
92 of the CivilCode and add a new section, relating
to causes of divorce. It miU to the causes of di-
vorce

"incurable insanity," and defines incurable
insanity to be that degree of insarity which is per-
manent in its character and wholly disqualiaes the
person from attendiig to ordinary bnsiness.
