A MATTER FOR CONSIDERATION.

Defective eyesight is increasing among
oar people. One scientist goes to far as to

pronounce it a national disease. Short-
sightedness and color blindness are its two

chief manifestations. An eminent oculist
inCleveland recently laid tSe blame chiefly

Dfon the school- hoaeea of the country, the
majority of which, he affirmed, are bo ar-
ranged in regard to light as to entail upon

a large "proportion cf the PnPils the evils
of defective vision. The direction from
which the light comes, the amount admit-
ted, the situation of the desks inrelation
to the windows, the form of the rooms,

and the color of walls and exilingare the
important matters to be looked after.
There is now a bill before the Legislature

of Ohio making it the imperative duty of
local Boards of Health to inspect gchool-

houaes, and giving them power to enforce
the correction of all errors in lighting. In
the State of New York the subject ia just
now attracting much attention, and the
demand ia pronounced for the remedy,
isg of all errors of lighting in school
buildings. Massachusetts acted upon the
subject some time a?o, and the beneficial
result is plainly discernible in the decrease
of near-fcightedness among pupils in the
schools. As science has given us the full
results of experiment and observation in
this matter, we cannot acquit ourselves cf
blame if we fail to avail of them. It will
co3t the people no more to properly light
the public school roomß than to go in the
groove of ignorance and error. We must
bring to the aid of ear architects the skill
of the oculist, and, so far as the lighting of
.all public buildings ia concerned, should
enforce those decrees that have been
proven by experience to te wise and bene-
ficial. Avary simple legislative act on the
subject, in aid of present school laws and
holding our boards ot health responsible
fcr the proper lighting of school rooms,
and giving them power tocommand respect
for their authority, is all that is needed.
Inasmuch as evils that may now exiat in
this relation are not of either political
faitb, we entertain the fragile hope that
such a measure may be born of good intent
and mature into a law.

CARICATURE.

ReV. Mr. Telmage made a mistake when
he lost his temper and invoked the aid of
the law to prevent an actor in New York
from appearing in a character in which he
"makes up" to --esembie the preacher,
and "takes off" his peculiarities. He
made a mistake when he besought the
authorities to destroy the caricature car-
toons announcing the performance. He
made a greater mistake when he confessed
that these thing* annojed him. There aro
harmless lites of burlesque, and permis-
sible caricatures, but for those that are

libelous there is no defense whatever. To
exaggerate ore's peculiarities is one thing;
to make caricature the means of slander is
another. Of this class ia tbe great mass
.rhi^h his been put before the people of
the United States. Probably seven out of
ten are criminal libels, and of the vilest
order. They are representative of the
meanest phase of human nature ; that
which is coarse, gross, devoid of wit, cow-
ardly, striking in the dark and giving the
assailed no opportunity for defense. Such
caricature U the kind of blander Poilck
terms the foulest whelp of sin. When not
prompted by wanton malice it is a levy

for blackmail. Itdoes not appesr that ths
caricatures cf Mr. Talmage wera the out-

come of such motives, however, though
falling within the law of libel. But his

mistake was neither greater nor less on
that account. The honest man cannot
afford to contribute to the low self-conceit
of the caricaturist by noticing him. Ifthe

cartoon is grossly libelous, still it is well
to remember that there is Borne truth min-
gled with some error ia Ben Jonson's
declaration :

WHISKY PANIC.

An attcnipt to foroe the scheme upon

the people by which Kentucky distillers
and speculator. 1? in whieky willbe relieved
from the payment of the (Jovtmment tax
on that article, is being made by the state-

ment that if the bonded period is not ex-
tended

—
acd which would be butprefatory

to removal of the tax—
a financial panic

willresult, because the national banks have
made heavy advances on whisky in bond.
The Treasury Department, however, re-
sponds that the advances do not amount to
half the sum reported ; that they cover
whibky to ba withdrawn from next week
on until November, ISSS, and that the

rawals will not exceed 2,000,000
gallons per menth. Moreover, the whisky
inbond is of a fine grade, commanding a

good figure, and as a ic3ult all that
is forced out of boad will represent an
amount only about one-teuth in excess of
the ordinary demand, as it willrequire the
lapse of six years to consume whibky of
,lie grade to be withdrawn ia the next two
years. Uaquf-stiocably refusal to acsede
to the demands of t>e whisky men will
create in ttieir circle financial stringency,
and may coliaterly affect some other iudus-
tric?, but that our financial worldwillbe
convulsed v.~?. do not for a moment believr.
We have such a full appreciation of the
power of the whisky ring that we shall
not be at all surprised at their success.
Such a well-organized body cf determined
capitalists, with bo much at stake, ia not
easily overthrown, however much the peo-
ple may desire the downfall.

IMPORTANT LITIGATION.

In connection with tbo proposed six-
teenth .-.mendment to tho Constitution of
the United States, to eccnro to State crrd-
i:.>r3 tbe- right of action a-airst a debtor
State, and to which we mauo reference
yesterday, there are consijeration3 pre-
sented by litigationof acollateral character
now p;ndiDg. Now Yorkand New Hamp-
shire each brought saita against the State
of Louisiana upon claims assigned to them
by creditors of the litter State. These
suits involve the question whether one
State may sa9 another to recover money
dne on assigned bonds, and the matter is

now before the Supreme Court of the
United States Ifthe claimof the plaintiff
States is held good, it may involve the
question of the power of an assignor to c.in-

fer by his act of assignment a light which
he could not himself exercise under the
Constitution. .

As a rule they are a bet-
ter class of lobbji-sta than have been
accustomed to haunt the Cspito', b ing gen-
erally nee xitiers oflarge manufacturing firms
whose interests willba affected by changes rf
tariffduties. They lack the skill inthukind
of work that tha professional lobbyist acqmiea
only after long experience. A complete
knowledge of the methods of legislation,
therefor?, isnot successful in the reaching of
men whose judgment they Reek to ii tin nee.
They are easily tl»ted or discouraged by the
ups and downs cf legislative maneuvering,
because they do not understand. They
are kept in o constant st-»te if excite-
men* and bewilderment. Few of them
wh > know tbe ground work i* well. This
class embrace* th; representatives of iron
and sugar. The iroa man are tie strorgest
lobby, and those here are exacting others to
arrive within a few dajs 'Sugar bsi been
Ssri-)usly injured by the publication of letters
of Duncan If.Kenntr, of L i-rsiioa, a mem-
ber of the Tariff Commission, but not so s:ri-
ously as the reputation of Keener. At all
events Louisiana sugar owners willneed to
have influential a-lditios3 to tho representa-
tion at tha capita!, for ths wealthy su?ar re-
fintrjwho control fiat so;;'r market have
their lobbjists here, and there are none more
capable of efficient service than they. Con-
frre.°f< is disposed to largely reduce tbo du'y
oa susrar, ard rifino:s have secured leluc-
tioos in the pending bill that will inure
wholly to their benefit as against tha 'pro-
ducers of sugar ia L1v.sima ;that is, by giv-
ing le-s protection to raw sugars thai refined

THE LEGISLATURE.

Solid Work in Both Houses— The Aseem-
bly Again Calm and the Senate lively

—
Tbe Senate Adjonrned Until Saturday.
Yesterday was an active one in both houces, the

Senate having' some livelydebates »nd the Assem-
bly, for many weary hours, patiently listening to

the reading of bills, there being sixtybills on its
first, twentytwo on tho second and twenty-seven on
the third-reading file. The farmers and miners had

He spoke strongly
in ivor ot his bill, siyin; that many members were
pledged to vote for a tree series of text-books.
