Yesterday in the Superior Court the case
of J. B, Haggan vs, A, F. Raymond was
called for trial, A jury had been demanded
by the defendant at the time the case was eef
for hearing, but was opposed by the plaintiff
on the grcund that it was not a proper cas2
fcr a jary to consider, and that it ought to
be tried by the Court. The sams cbjzction
was raized yesterdsy, but was overraled. A
jury wes then impaneled and the testimony
for plaintiff taken, The complaint alleges
that a certain pieca of land on the right

bank of the American river had been leased
to defendant for the purpose of raising hops;
that the leasa expired at the close cf the
* hop seaeon,” cor about November 1st of last
yoar ; that defendant still held possession of
the ground. Both sides were ably repre-
sented by counrel—H, O. & W. H, Beatty

representing the plaintiff, and J. H.
McKune, Elwood Brupner sand A, P,
Catlin the defeadant. The defendant

in the case claims that the years in their
lease were computed from January 13t of
each year. When the plaintiff’s testimony
was concluded a motion for & non-suit was
mede by defendant’s counsel on the ground
that the lease had not-expired at the time the
suis for ej:ctment was commenced, which
was on November 13th, The Court did not
think there was sufficient testimony to prove
that the lease had expired at that {ime, and
the motion was granted and the jury dis-
missed from further consideraticn of the case,
THE DEFENDANT'S STORY.

The testimony of the defendant not appear-
ing in the trial, a RECORD UNION representa-
tive cbtained a statement of his ride of the
cas3, He says that for four yeara he has oc-
cupied the premises from which it is sought
to eject kim ; that he held them under & verbal
laase ; that his present leace was for three
years from Jaruary 1, 1882, with the privi-
lege of two years’ extension on the same
terms ; that the increased value of hops and
the consequert advance in the price at which
suitable hop land can be reanted, had caused
the vlaidtiff to bring the action for eject-
menf.

The property in-question is Igcated abeut
six miles from this city, on the opposite side
of the American river, in what is generally
known as *‘ Hoptown.” Mr, Raymond, with
his partner, has cleared about twenty-nine
acres of land and plavted it in hope. The
roots, as they are sow in the ground, are es-
timated to he worth $4,000. A kiln has aleo
been built, at an expense of about $2 400,
and other improvement cost about $600 more,
The yearly rental has been $20 per acre.
Jobn Mackey, managiog agent of J. B. Hag-
gin testified on the trial yes'erday that he
had been offered $150 per acre yearly rental
for the land,

- OTHER SUITS,

The plaintiff in the trial yesterday, noth.
ing daunted by its result, states that as soon.
a8 the papers can be drawn and zerved an-
other suit will be commeuced having in view
the same end, The defendant, not to ba out-
done, will at once zne the plaintiff for spe-
cific performance to compel a written lease to |
be given for a term of four years from Jaun-
uary 1st.

The advance in the price of hop lan] and
its rental sioce the beginning of last season
has been enormous, Sales of large tracis
which have taken place recently have been
chronicled in these columue. The testimony
of Mr. Mackey in tbe trial yesterday showes
to what extent the rent has risen.
