HIBERNATION.

CURIOUS . FACTS ABOUT . THE
'

WINTER

VBLEEP OP ASIHAL3.

Experiments Made Upon Dormant ;Crea-
tures

—*•fleets of Change of Ter-
'

-.;"•.. perature—Finny • Sletpers. ;

To the stroller by field and meadow
the transition that comes with Autumnal
days is peculiarly interesting. The varied
forms are preparing for winter. In silken
shroud the future moth is laid away. Be-
neath the sod, beetles, worms and slugs
have met in common sympathy. In the
pond the noisome frog, in compact ball,
awaits the callof spring, while under the
bark and roots of every tree and bush in-
sect forms have found their 'seasonable
home. Incherry- stones, tightly ooiled, is
found the homely sow-bog, its door, the
work of some hungry squirrel, thatched
and plastered from within. The old yew-
log, that cheerß some winter night, is
tunnelled with halls, passages and
ward?, unsuspected from without,
packed with sleeping ante, who, in the
vain hope that spring has c-me, surge out
in bold array. The silvery globes with
perfect lids, that cling to autumn leaves,
bear amid their golden floss the eggs of
some garden spider. The bats, unable to
follow their feathered friends to milder
climes, bereft of food, betake themselves
tosleep, and in some cave hang in clattered
groups untilthe approach of spring. The |
long winter days are passed in sleep so i

deep that itmight be aptly termed a liv-!
ing death, so complete is the respiratory
suspension. The most delicate experiments
made upon the dorm -at creatures often
failto betray the slightest movement. The
wing extended shows the flowingblood,

but the index of the delicate instrument
records no answering beat. Even the sur-
rounding air indicates no signs of inhala-
tion, yet the slightest noise brings back its
dormant life, and in a single hour over ;
four cubic ounces of oxygen are consumed.

THE BAT.

Late inthe fallthe bats disappear, group-
ing in most fantastic shapes, & single one
often bearing a score or more fellow-sleep \
era. The temperature of the bat slowly
adapts itself to that, which surrounds it.
Their power of will over their muscular
organization is completely lost, and the ;
amount of respiration is mvir ii> as the
degree of irritability of the muscular liber.
Many of tho vital functions enter upon a
state of abeyance, and through the long
months the food supply cornea from the
store of fat accumulated daring the period
of wakefulness, the creature hanging a
willing victim to suspended animation.
The minute infusoria, whose world m*y
be a drop of dew, are affected sim-
ilarly; as the water about the;n crows
colder, the rhythmical contraction* of
their contractile vesicles grow less and
Jess. At 15° (Centigrade) we may count fif-
teen pulsations, while when a temperature
of 5' above freezing is attained, they are

reduced to seven a minute, and at "2° all
motions cease. The delicate ciliano longer
lain the water, the animal being in a win-
ter sleep, frcm which itcan bs aroused by
a gentle application of heat to the eur-

rounding water. These and the higher
hibernating animals ara not as a rule invul-
nerable to the effects of cold, though many
fishes and reptiles have been resuscitated
after complete freezing. The effect of an
extreme in the higher animals is to awaken
them from the peculiar physiological con-
dition in which they seem balanced in
the scale of life and death, the latter
then ensuing from freezing in a natu-
ral way. The limitations of the dif-
ferent sleeps are, . however, widely
at variance. While some &re easily
awakened by a falling temperature, the
zizel assumes a rate exactly in accordance
with that without. In some experiments
made by an eminent naturalists the tem-
perature of the room in which the animil
was kept was slowly lowered until it
reached 2" (Centigrade) above zero, or
freezing, that of the animal corresponding,
showing that during hibernation the

blooded zizslhad become trulycold-
blooded. As excessive cold is not the im-
mediate cause it winter sleep, neither is a
rise of temperature immediately produc-
tive of wakefulness. In one experiment
with the animal itawoke in the same tem-
perature in which it had slept for many
previous days. Once having been aroused
by some yet unknown cause, the tempera-
ture of ttia animal increased with extreme
rapidity.

THE SNAIL.

WLohas not watched in summer (Jays
the glistening throng of snails upon the

banks of streams? From the bridge at
lowtide the muddy flat scintillates and
gleams as if flecked with diamonds as the
shells move in close pursuit behind the
outgoing tide, the march reversing as it
rises ;a continual courting back and forth
being carried on throughout the summer.
Bat the first cold wind causes a percepti-
ble diminution of their numbers, and frost
finds the vast population of the shore far
below the surface inwinter sleep. They do
not assimilate food

—in'other words, eat,
digest, or grow

—
the reanimat-

ing temperature of 15° C, or there-
about, comes again. The rnollusks are
perhaps the most remarkable for the
long continuance of this condition.
The laud snails during winter close their
shells with a calcareous plate of epiphragm,
having a small orifice for breathing, and,
buried in the earth, remain in a quiescent
state for periods of long duration. Itis in
this condition, or immediately after the
formation of the white epiphragm, that the
edible snails about Paris are most esteemed.
Inthe British Museum are certain shells
that were brought from Egypt and thought-
lessly gummed to a stand, and four years
later were found alive by the curator.
They ware not at all affected by their long
sleep, and lived for several years after.
Their pulsation, that at the time of their
capture was 110, during hibernation was
not distinguishable. Many of the fresh-
water mussels retreat to the deep mud and
sleep throughout the winter, and the same
may be true of salt-water forms.

THE HEDGEHOG.

Tue witch in "Macbeth," according to
whom "Thrice and once the hedgepig
whin'd," must have heard the littleani-
mals when awakened from their sleep ;
this, some writers say, being the only time
inwhich the peculiar utterance is heard,

jwhile others, who have disturbed the
jsleeper, aver thai its|only response is a
sigh, the hedgehog immediately relapsing
into somnolency that is, perhaps, the most
perfect hibernation known among quad-
rupeds ; many of its congeners laying up|
winter store*, while the hedgehog de-
pends entirely upon ! the suspension
of its faculties. Tnis has been doubted,
as apples have been found in the win-
ter burrow, but their presence there may
be explained in another way. In the fall
the spinous little creatures, warned by t&e
cooler nights, bethink themselves of the
winter and prepare their habitation for it.
This may be under the roots of some aged
tree, or in a hollowof the same, or even in
the burrow of some luckless rabbit, into
which bits of bay, grass, or soft leaves are
carried.

~
Perhaps upon the last tour the

!hedgehog essays a stone wall; to ascend is
a comparatively easy matter, but the de-
scent wouldseem a more difficult feat. \The

jlittlecreature, however, witha quick move-
'ment leaps into the air, coiling into a ball
1 as it falls, striking upon the mass of sharp

spines in perfect safety, uncoiling and piss-
j ing on, bearing upon its spines the fallen
!pippin that has chanced to become impaled

\u25a0in the fall. Observers who have witnessed
this assume that the animal impales them

ipurposely as an economic V measure ;
; we are, however, inclined to the accidental

phase of the accident. Be it as .it may,
jthe hedgehog is often seen in the autumn
jbearing away, perched upon its jback, the
ifallen fruit. Once within their nest, the
1animal does cot awake until sprin \u25a0•, unless
extreme told arouses • them. If:decapi-
tated in this condition, before the animal
can awake, the heart beat » on for some

:time, as it its work had not been inter--

Here the young are born
before spring, their additional respiration
lorviug to enlarge the snowy house, from
which they emerge in early spring, the
Mother well.worn by her attempts at sus-
wining a family under what wouldappear
txoe&dingljr adverse circumstances.

SOCTIIEKN ANIMALS.
The badger, dormouse, porcupine, ham-

ster and many others enter more or ies3
in1*)this strange condition, while the cases
>i partial hibercation are extremely com-
non, hares having been found buried inthe
snow for weeks, and even sheep have shared
she same fate without injury. The dor-
mouse erects its winter homo of various
grasses four or five feet from the ground,
md so skillfully ar=> they interwoven and
joined together that the closest discernment
is necessary to distinguish the entrance

—
that, indeed, is only known to the animal
itself. Soft mosses line the home, among
which the sleepers lie until early spring,
often awakening while enow is yet upon
the ground. From now until warmer days
they merely sleep, awakening, from time to

time to feed from a store ot nuts laid up
for the occasion. la southern countries,
where the intense heat is fatal to animal
life as the lowering temperature of the far
north or couth, a similar condition is en-
tered into by many animal", known as »i-
--tivation. In collecting about Bahia Blanea,
in September, Darwin unearthed spiders,
lizards and toads, all in a lethargic condi-
tion. A week later they began to appear
of their own accord, and three days before
the equinox all nature was prepared to
greet it. Oa the days not immediately
preceding this awakening, the tempera-
ture, &3recorded by this eminent natural-
ist, rarely uro.se above 15', but in the
eleven days preceding it there was a mean
of 5S', showing that activation is not
wholly the result of a change of tempera-
tute, but is dependent upon the occurrence
of drought. Many alligators and croco-
diles pass the dry periods in a similar man-
ner. The mud-cases of the marsh croco-
dile are often fcued in Ceylon, and have
been taken oat perfect casts of the animal,
tellingthe story of its hibernation. This
habit of the crocodile has been the cause in
various countries, especially Ceylon, of
ludicrous incidents.- In one, an English
officer hsd retired to his tent, which sud-
denly rose in air, withall its furniture, out
of the wreck of which appeared an awak-
ened crocodile that was here hibernating,
the fire built without having, perhaps, dis-
turbed its repose, to the astonishment and
confusion of the campers-out. The yellow
snake of Jamaica, that attains a length of
twenty feet, excavates a burrow for pur-
poses of partial hibernation, while our
snakes of the north are wellknown to pass
the entire winter in the deepest sleep.
Among the vertebrate sleepers of the south
id f6und the tanrec of Madagascar, that,
burrowed in the sand, sleeps away three
months of the year. With hardly an ex-
ception, the mollusks of the Mediterranean
provinces lie dormant throughout the sum-
mer. Many fishes are perfect hibernators,
lying in the mud during the cold season,
or, in the south, passing the season of
drought in sun-baked cases, inalmost per-
fect sleep. Not only daring one season
is this kept up, but several ;and, inIndia,
ponds that have been dry for extended pe-
riod.", when filled,were, as ifby magic, pop-
ulated with the awakened finny sleepers.

Are not our trees in winter sleeping ?
The sap has ceased to flow, their growth
has stopped, and ail their functions are at
rest. Seeds liedormant for years. Corn
taken from the Aztec tombs has been
awakened (?) inthe present decade, a pro-
cess analogous to the awakening of animal
life from summer or wiuter sleep. —[New
YorkPost. -\u25a0•-" c'-:^-;

INFLUENCE OF MUSIC ON ANIMALS.

Whatever the modus operandi may be,
musical sounds have certainly a peculiar
effect on brutes at times, though whether
this is of a pleasurable nature or otherwise,
seems to he not quito clear. In a garden
where a guitar was often played, itwas ob-
served that the cows in aa adjoining mead-
ow invariably came to that part of the
hedge nearest t > the point from which the
strains proceeded ;and itwas found that
they ciuld be lured in this way all round
the field, without catching sight of the
performer, or having any other inducement
to follow. Sheep were affected ina some-
what similar manner, but in a less degree ;
goats still less ;horses, pigs and poultry
not at all. Canaries willusually begin to
sine and parrots to exercise their vocabu-
lary when they hear a piano. So far, these
creatures would appear tomanifest delight ;
but how about a cat or dog ? 1The latter
puts its tail between its legs and howls dis-
mally at the lint note of either vocal or
instrumental music, though it can be ac-
customed to tolerate both with equanimity
after a tine ; whilepatsy lashes her sides,
cries remonstrantly, and, jumping on the
musician's lap, seems to rub and paw an
appeal that the unwonted and mysterious
visitation which so disturbs her nerves
may cease, particularly during singing.
With these, then, one would infer that the
sensations produced are anything but agree-
able; but it is

rather singular that, al-

though cat and dog are apparently dis-
tressed, both ran to the piano or performer
and remain, there as long as the cause of
their excitement continues, neither endeav-
oring to escape, as they would from any
other source of terror or annoyance. - It is
thought that there are sounds emitted by
the insect world of so intensely high a
pitch that the human ear is incapable of
appreciating them ;indeed, itlis*almost
proved that such is the case by observa-
tion of the mechanism for their produc-
